*so\t the Itu?ged Charcoal-Bnrnen

of Kng-lancl !,ive.

Of the threo callings which form the
subject of tliis letter, that of tlie char-. •coal-burner la the most exclusive as re-
£flrds the men who followit. They arefew in numbers, but liave rarely anyother business, since charcoal-burning
gives employment at all seasons of the
year ; sod, though apparently a simple
thing, it is not so, calling for bothknowledge and skill. The material they
Lave to deal with is the "lop and top"of the trees, for cord wood, and their
modus operaadi is as follows : A iloor
or "pit" is prepared by clearing the
rubbish off ti?e ground, and then hol-
lowing out a circular space some six or

\u25a0eight inches in depth, but of no fixed
diameter ; this being dependent on the
quantity of wood to be "charked" in
that particular pit lying conveniently
near for carriage to it. In the center ofthe
floor four or live short, stoutish billets
are placed with ends touching, so as
themselves to inclose a circular space of
a foot or eighteen inches diameter, and
on three the ends of the charking sticks
are rested slantingly and radiating like
the spokes of a wheel. On the
outer rim of this first layer a second is
placed in similar manner; and so on, till
the pile is complete, when it shows the
form of aa obtuse cone or hemisphere.
Around the central axis, however, is a
hollow space or chimney, which has
been left open for the firefand this, first
kindled at its bottom, by dropping down
some burning faggots, in due time per-
meates the whole mass. But before any
flames show on the surface the pile is
carefully covered over with a stratum of
sods, and so kept, not an air-hole being
left open. Were the wood allowed to
blaze up, there would be no charcoal,
only ashes. And just to prevent this is
the '•' charker's " business—a thing of
the night as well as the day. Itneeds
two men at least to undertake the task,
who in turn sit up all night to watch the
fires of the different pits—for there will
be several on the burn at the same time
—goirg the rounds from one to another,
and patching with a fresh sod or shovel-
ful of earth any spot where flames may
threaten an outburst. In fine, when the
fires burn themselves out the charcoal
is a made thing, and only needs separat-
ing from the ashes and earthy matter
which have got mixed with it from the
superimposed sods.

The "charkers" are paid for their
work by measure of the quantity of
charcoal produced, the standard of meas-
urement being h large oblong basket
holding about three bushels. The exact
amount of their earnings is not easily
fixed, but certainly they do not make
fortunes by "char'king," any more than
tiiey could by bark-stripping or the fab-
rication oi hurdles. These men stay
nearly all their time in the woods, never
returning home, even at night, for weeks
or months together. They dwell m huts
erected by themselves—quaint affairs of
conical form made of poles set sloping
against one another, gathered in at the
top, and thatched with a coating of turf,
just as are their chalking fires. Many

of these huts are made leng enough to
hold half a dozen men; though rarely
occupied by more than two or three,
when there willbe a like number ofrude
beds in them, with a full paraphernalia
of cooking utensils. Some of the bach-
elor "charkers," who have ao ambition
to pay house-rent, stick to these sylvan
abodes throughout the year, whet' er
they be at work or not.

Lost Treasures.
Mnch. antique statuary, rare and ad-

mirable, remains to us, but where does
that Gnidiau Verms lie hidden, the
matchless handiwork ofPraxiteles, with
which a certain youth was so love-strick-
en that he lost his very senses ?

tant at Rome, the sole remnant of this
mighty statue. When tue library of
Constantine was burned by Leo, the Is-
aurian, at Constantinople, there is said
to have perished the intestines ofa drag-
on (?) 120 feet long, on vhich was writ-
ten the whole of the Iliad and the Odys-
sey in letters of gold.—All the Year
Itound.

The Buckwheat Crop.
Buckwheat is the latest grain crop of

the season, and in the latitude of New
York is usually sown from the last of
June to the middle of July. It is fre-
quently sown as a filling crop, that is,
-on ground where some other crop has
failed. Itmakes an excellent cleansing
crop on foul or rough land, especially on
rich soil, where it makes a rank growth
and smothers out all other plants. Buck-
wheat is used to some extent as a green
manure to be turned under for wheat or
rye. The buckwheat plant is a deep
feeder, and has the power of obtaining
the food elements when present only in
email quantities in the sou. Lightsandy
soils, deficient in vegetable matter, can
be brought up to a good state of cultiva-
tion by first growing buckwhat as a
green manure crop, followed by clover,
•which is afterward turned under. Though
buckwheat will grow on comparatively
poor soil, it makes good use of a light
dressing of barn-yard manure or some
quick-acting fertilizer. A hundred
pounds of Peruvian guano or an equal
weight of fish scrap willgreatly raise the
.yield of a buckwheat crop on a poor soil,
and prove a profitable investment for
the outlay.

The harvesting of buckwheat is quite
-different from that ofother grains. The
grain "shells " or drops from the straw
very readily, and, therefore, must be
gathered with special care. It is best to
cut with a cradle and leave it in the
swath until the next morning, when it
should be rolled and set on end while it
is moist with the dew. After standing
for a few days it is ready to be threshed.
The straw has no special value as fodder,
but should be used as a litter and ab-
sorbent of liquid manure. The grain
makes an excellent food for poultry, and

is highly prised, psppcjp.liv in cold
weather.
