Washington Irving was quite right in
saying that Spain is the land of contrasts,
and no better illustration can be found of
that fact than the two events that occupied
the attention of tho inhabitants of Madrid
to-day. The birth of a princess did not
excite half so much interest in the multi-
tude strolling through our streets on a fine
autumn afternoon as did, for instance, the
imposing funeral procession of Senor
Figuero, a man who had been tho popular
hero of their revolutionary epoch with
Prim, with Rivero, with Castelar, with
Salmeron, and other great chiefs of the
Spanish democracy. Tnousands and thou-
sands ofMadrilenos had gathered along
the line Ilecoletos drive and near the Buen
Rebiro gardens, on the splendid esplanade
of the frado, to see the hoarse drawn by
six noble horses, and literally covered with
crowns and other in memorium tokens of
toward from every shade of Spanish're-
publicanism. This funeral was followed
by about 3.000 persons of the middle and
lower classes, and it included representa-
tives of the bar, of journalism, ofthe world
of letters, of the tradesmen, and working
classes, among whom you find in this coun-
try most of the adepts of Republicanism.
Spanish Democrats for once forgot their
divisions to mingle in one manifestation
of respect for a leader who, despite his ec-
centricities and despite his very radical
ideas in politics and in religious matters,
was esteemed by foes and friends as a
statesman, and never swerved from his
Republican convictions in a country where
golden rewards always await political
apostasy. With the death of Figueras the
lead of the federal Republicans devolved
entirely upon Senor Py Margall, whose in-
fluence is greater than that of Castelar or
Ruiz Zorilla upon the working classes and
upon the middle class, who are as much
opposed to the mild ideas of Senor Caste-
lar and to his theory of evolution and legal
propoganda as they are to the monarcical
institutions of the restoration.

The Prince of Wales and the Stage.

[London World.]
No one can doubt that the example of

the prince and pris cess of Wales has done
much to increase the popularity of the
play and even to elevate the play-house.
Where royal personages go ordinary men
and women willfollow in herds. The in-
stinct may bo despised or denounced, but
it is inevitable. It is as much an element
in the English character as the lov* of
country or the devotion to the throne. The
prince and princess, like other members of
their family, are assiduous -goers, and
they have caused as it was certain from
the first would be the case—the love «f the
stage to strike its r*ots deep and to ex-
tend them widely. Itmight, perhaps, be
possible to detect in the thoroughly repre-
sentative character which the theater has
gained the cause of a good deal of that
minute realism that stamps the Robertso-
nian drama. The multitude, whether it be
low-born or high-born, will always take
more interest in a London drawing room
than in a medieval palace. But the ad-
vantage, represented by this growing inti-
macy between all sections of the English
public and the stage, more than compen-
sates any inartistic drawbacks, real or im-
aginary. The mere fact that there is no
order ofour national society of which
specimens are not to be seen in the thea-
ter i* st least a security that, whether the
art be good or bad, the morality will not
be below the general standard of the day.
The coercive force of public opinion is a
direct product of numbers. Wherever a
crowd of men and women is assembled a
sentiment more or less wholesome willim-
mediately assert itself. Even if the direct
personal influence ofthe heir apparent and
his consort and of the other princes and
princesses of the blood royal had not been
instrumental in producing some percepti-
ble elevation oftone, that effect must, in
the nature of things, have been brought
about by the constantly increasing crowds
that have followed in their train.

A Curious Place in Kansas.

ALFONSO'S DAUGHTER.

An ExcitingEpiaode, a Few. Evenings Be-

fore the, liirthofthe Infanta—Ccrcnitmiefi
Attending the Child's Advent Into the
World.

Spanish royalists, writes a Madrid cor-
respondent of the New York Herald, ex-
pected with much anxiety the second con-
finement of their queen, and their expec-
tations have again been disappointed, as
Dona Christina has not given a male heir
to her royal spouse. I saw her enter San
Luis on Saturday afternoon, and kneel
before "the Virgen de Baen Porto y Baena
Leche." forsooth a Madonna that Spanish
dames consider the patron of a happy de-
livery. In the evening, after her de-
votions, her majesty went to the Italian
opera, and on entering that theater,
in the middle of the first act
of "La Traviata," she was salut-
ed with the strains of the "Royal
March." Itseems that the amateurs up
in the higher regions did not relish this
interruption of their opera, and they
hissed most unbecomingly when the or-
chestra struck up the royal march. Upon
this a scene took place which probably did
her majesty no good, as the people in the
boxes, pit and dress circle sprang to their
feet and covered the hissing with loyal
cheers, men waving their hats and ladies
their national fan and handkerchiefs.
After the opera was over a new -burst of
loyalty obliged his majesty to come for-
ward and bow to the aristocratic audience,
but the sulky amateurs above risked a few
shrill hisses yet. Queen Christiana went
home to the palace feeling slightly unwell,
and during the night, toward daybreak,she
felt so bad that King Alfonzo sent for her
mother, the Archduchess Isabel, and for
her Austrian physician, Dr. Ricdel. The
queen has never, since she came to this
country, accepted the services of the Span-
ish physicians who had attended her prede-
cessor, Dona Mercedes.

Early this morning the palace was astir
and Duke de Sexto sent out equerries to
advise the premier and the ministers that
their presence was required in the palace.
It was an anxious day in the royal alcazar
of Madrid, as hour after hour passed in a
state of uncertainty until nightfall. No
impatience was shown in the crowd and
very few marks of loyalty beyond mere
curiosity were given in the evening. As
soon as the word went round that a prin-
cess had appeared, some disappointment
was shown and the people began pretty
fast to disperse just as the guns were fired
and the flag run mp on the flagstaff from
which hung in the dark night a bright
white lantern. Inside the palace there was
more animation than in the street, as the
summonses sent by the majordomo and
the Duke de Sexto had rapidly brought in
the distinguished company of about two
hundred persons of rank that were waiting
in different antechambers when King Al-
fonso, accompanied by Sagasta and his
colleagues, by Duke de Sexto and his mil-
tary and civil households, entered from the
door leading to her majesty's apartments,
and behind the king came Marchioness
Santa Cruz, chief lady in waiting and the
only lady present, bearing on a silver tray
amid lace and silk trains, the little baby
infanta. King Alfonso took the child and
held it up for all to gaze at the little new-
comer, and his majesty really looked very
much satisfied and seemed to desire every-

I
one to have a look at his daughter. He
was very enthusiastically congratulated
by foreign envoys and by all present.
Conspicuous was the greeting of Marshal
Serrano as the king passed him and
smiled. ' Then the child was handed to the
marchioness and disappeared, while the
minister of grace and justice drew up the
usual deeds. The noble assemblage
promptly dispersed, as the evening was
