MINI*EllAHA CITY.

The Argument Commenced . Before Judge
Veland Yesterday.

At 10 o'clock yesterday morning the
matter of the incorporation of the pro-
posed city-of Minnt-hah i was called in the
probate court. The counsel appeared as
follows: Ren, Woolley and Kitchell, and
Daniel Fish, for the petitioners, and P. M
Babcock, C. H. Benton and Judge |Atwater,
for the protesters.

- Judge Atwater stated that he had ap-
peared in his own interest,
owning

/
250 acres of land in

the proposed city on which there is but
one house, the property is not suitable for
city purposes, although by the incorpora-
tion of the new city it would be taken for
city purposes, which from its nature as a
pure farming tract, would not be equita-
ble, and would bo a movement without a
precedent in the history of the incorpora-
tion ofcities. Beside, by such incorportion,
this property would depreciate 25 per cent,
and possibly 50 per cent., in addition to
the burden of taxes. Ifhe was obliged to
be incorporated, he preferred in go into
Minneapolis.

A statement signed by W. S. Higgins
was read by Judge Babcock, alleging the
invalidity of the petition.

Col. Benton made a short remonstrance
against any evidence being adduced at this
time, since the machinery of the general
law was innefficient to ascertain the exact
number of legal voters in the territory re-
ferred to, a matter vitally important to
any legal proceedings looking to a further-
ance ofthe plans of tho petitioners for in-
corporation.

The remonstrance was overruled and the
witness called.

Mr. Gnswold, the first witness,
testified that at present he was a resident
of the city of Minneapolis, but at the time
of signing the petition under discussion,
was a resident of the town of Minneapo-
lis. That he attended a meeting of the
legal voters of this territory some time in
July or August, and that in order to find
how many legal votes there were in the
district, he consulted tho town clerk, and
others supposed to have information, and
that a committee was appointed to ascer-
tain the number, which committee pre-
pared blanks for taking a census. This
committee was composed of Messrs. Avery,
Libby, Adams and others.

The next witness, Mr. A. D. Libby, be-
ing sworn, testified that five canvassers
were put into the Held, each with a sepa-
rate district, to ascertain the exact num-
ber of voters in the entire district. These
canvassers were Messrs. Avery, Libby,
Adams, Brown and Russell. The division
of the territory wa3 minutely detailed,
showing that no confusion resulted in the
canvass. This canvass was made between
the loth of June and the 4th or sth ofJuly.
The mode ofprocedure was to ask every
man as to his ability to vote legally, and
ifhe was a voter, his name was taken, and
ifnot, his name was refused. This evi-
dence was ruled out as hearsay, and coun-
sel for petitioners hopelessly suggested
that the only way to arrive at the fact of
the legality of the names would be to call
each one of the 550 signers to testify as to
his ability to sign.

Adjourned until 2 p. m.

AFTESNOON SESSION.

The afternoon session was commenced at
2 o'clock, and Dr. Avery called as the first
witness. He testified that he was one of the
committee that circulated the petition,
and identified fifty-six names as having
been obtained by him. He admitted that
two of tho names were written by tho same
man, and explained that o;ie man had re-
quested tho other to sign forhim. A ques-
tion us to the legality of one man Bigning
for another, was raised and the signature
finally ruled out.

The witness was requested to read the
names on the list obtained by him and
specify those ho personally knew to be
legal voters.

The cross-examination of the doctor was
about the same as of the previous witness.

J. S. Adams was the next witness, and
stated that ho resides, and has lived there
fifteen years on Minnehaha avenue near
the falls. Was one of tke canvassers for
the* petition. Commenced work about
June 15, occupied about one month in
making the canvass. Identified list of
names taken by him. Admitted having
written two of the signatures himself.
Was acquainted with all of the
men whose names he obtained and
knew them to be legal voters.

Cross-examined. Knew that they were
voters from having been acquainted with
them for several years; had not seen the
naturalization papers of all those whom
he knew to be foreigners.

Mr. Williams then examined the petition
and identified the names of the persons
that he knew had lived in the district a
number o4 years and were legal voters,
finding sixty-nine.

Cross-examined. Have seen nearly all
of the sixty-nine vote; know them all to
be voters; there has been a great growth
in population in the district in the
past six months; know that
there are more voters there now than there
were at the time the petition was circulat-
ed. Examined by Judge Ueland. Did
not have the original writtea petition;
had a printed one; did not attach the pa-
per containing the signature that Iob-
tained to the written erne; do not know
who did; have not read the written petition.
Witness then read the written and original
copy, and pronounced it the same as the
printed one.

R. P. Rowell was the next witness. Re-
side in the town of Minneapolis;
have resided there for fifty years;
was one of the committee
appointed by the citizens last' summer to
take the census ofthe district to the pro-
posed city of Minnehaha, made a canvass
of all of the territory west of Lyndale

—identified list of names taken by
—circulated a petition for the new city.

My copy of the petition was a printed one.
Judge Babcock here objected to this cvi
deuce on the following ground: "The man-
ner of circulating and signing the petition
has not been legally done. The law de-
clares that a petition must be
signed and presented by the
people, whereas the petition
presented has not been signed by a single
person, but printed copies have been circu-
lated and the signatures to them have
been detached and attached to another
distinct paper. This matter was discussed
at great length by the council of both
sides and submitted to Judge Ueland, who
refused to decide the question without
time to consider.

The testimony of . Mr. Russell was re-
sumed and continued without any new
points being introduced.

Witness • stated that the print ed copy
of the petition, used by him
was compared with the written copy be-
fore being used.

Cross-examined: Have been judge of
election and know most all the legal voters
in the district. Have seen the naturaliza-
tion papers of many of them. Do not
know how many voters thdre are in the
district at present. Signed one man's
name for him—William Rate. Enow 175
of the signers tobe voters.

Court then adjourned to 9 o'clock this

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SANITARY CONFERENCE.
THE FIRST BAT'S SESSION HELD

YESTERDAY.

Valuable Papers Upon the Work of Local
Boards of Health—An Ounce of Preven-
tion Worth More Than a Pound of Cure.

\u25a0 Afternoon Session.
The State Sanitary associationmet in the

rooms of the Academy ofNatural Sciences
at 110 Hennepin avenue and the first ses-
sion was called to order at 2 o'clock. Gov.
Hubbard presided. The attendance was
rather small. After devotional exercises,
the following essays were read:

DB. OOOKBUBM'S PAPEB.

Dr. Cockburn, the cityphysician of Min-
neapolis,' read an excellent paper . upon a
health officer's work, of which the follow-
ing is an abstract: \u25a0\u25a0'.;:

Mr. President and Gentlemen: Itis with
pleasure that Imeet you on this occasion.
The occasion which calls us together is one
which should be of interest to allgood citi-
zens. The meeting "of a body
for the admission of a
common cause for the advancement of a
science which must redound to the benefit
of mankind at large, should be hailed with
pleasure. Sanitary science includes every-
thing that can prevent disease or promote
the public health. '

Any means that will promote the pub-
lic health will correspondingly increase
the well-being of the largest number of
individuals.
Iam to say a few words on the

WOBK OF A CITY HEALTHOFFICER,

and how the people may
assist and support their lo-
cal board of .health. The question
arises, why should we assist the board of
health Is not the health officer the one

! to attend to the duties of health dispens-
ing, and why need we make ourselves any
care about anything pertaining to its, duties 1 This is a question if not asked
nor on the the mind many otherwise good
citizens, is acted by them every day of
their lives.

To understand why the people should
assist the board of health, it is but neces-
sary to consider the object and purpose of
the board of health and sanitary organiza-
tions, when Ithink it will be plain to all
who give it consideration that any assist-
ance rendered by the people is but an act
ofself-preservation. The objects of boards
of health is to prevent the spread, suppress
the cause, and endeavor by proper san-
itaiy measures to regulate and control the
ravages of disease. This result of public
sanitation touches every home in the land
every man, woman and child in the land
must feel its beneficial influences.

A study of the reports of the register
general of England shows that during the
last decade the death rate has fallen off
one in 1,000 population per annum and
that more than three-fourths of that fall-
ing offis due to a reduction of death from
zymotic disease; and further that one-half
of this decline is in the deaths fromfevers,
and in this class of diseases it
is claimed the best results of
sanitation is obtained. It must be kept
prominent in view of that during the last
ten ysars moat active measures have been
taken in sanitary work. This falling off
of eleven in 1,000 may seem like a small
reduction, but let us consider in its fullest
bearing. Itwill not do to scan with the
eye the figures, the ciphers and units of
these statistics. We must look deeper.
The joy and happiness which
flow from this expansion of
life, this result of sanitary
science, may possibly requre a sci-
eotifia mind to appreciate.

Dr. Cockburn's was aii able and exhaust-
ive paper. It treated the subject of pre-
venting, rather than curing diseases, in
thorough detail. His theory is that an
ounce of prevention is worth a pound of
cure. He showed at length the necessity
of securing tha co-o|>eratiom of all public
spirited citizens in making local, state and
national boards of health effective organiza
tions for the prevention and spread of con-
tageoas diseases and expediencies, by em-
ploying every sanitary precaution possi-
ble.

He was followed by an essay on "The
work and difficulties of a health officer un-
der existing laws,"' by

A. T. CONLEY,
1 the health officer of Cannon Falls, and
i showed up many of the inconsistencies of
the present laws, and the obstacles to be
met with in unsophisticated individuals—
people who fail to recognize a single sen-
sible sanitary rule.

1 He called the attention ofthe physicians
and members of the boards of health pres-
ent to the law which empowers the re-
spective boards of health to employ all the
powers necessary for the preservation of
the public health. The paper was illus
trated by many anecdotes taken from his
experience in the capacity of health offi-
cer, and was listened to with marked atten-
tion by his hearers, and the paper, as
a whole, was pronounced excellent by
those who commented upon it.

C. G., Slagle M. D., Health officerof Win.
nebago City, Minn., read an interesting
paper, from the which the following is
taken:

Doctoi-3 and Friends of the Sanitary
course: Long centuries ago Cicero declared
that ''Man approaches the gods in no things
so much as in giving health to his fellow
man.'* I need not tell you that our work
to-day is not a visionary search for the
"elixirvital"of Poracelsus or yet for the
"foundation of youth." On the ether
hand it is practicable, tangible, demon-
stratable, and appeals alike to the intelli-
gent sympathies of humanity everywhere,
as it so plainly involves the physical and
social welfare. ,

How shall we popularize our good work
Who are oar aids What are the difficul-
ties in the pathway of our progress? and
how shall we best surmount them? To us
these are problems of vital importance, to
be discussed at this time. We have more
or less available, to put into the field, an
army ofour physicians in the United States,
embracing numbers of both sexes. There
is now in operation in this country and
Europe an organized system of sanitary
reform, consisting of the various local,
state, national and international health
associations with their auxiliaries. Inre-
gard to the nature and modes of preven-
tion of zymotic diseases, by urging vacci-
nation, isolation and disinfection, when
epidemic or contagious diseases are pre-
vailing, and aivising them of the suscepti-
bilities of certain artioles ofdrink and diet,

to absorb and communicate the matires
morbi to the healthy, notably water, milk,
cream, butter, lard, meats, pies, vegeta-
bles, etc., we would soon bring about a
popular reform.

Itis especially the duty of medical men
to better educate the people in order that
necessary legislation may be obtained. In
this country the people must necessarily
be in advance of their legislators, there-
fore they must have a clear comprehension
of the needs in sanitary matters.

The paper was lengthy and space for-
bids publishing it further.

The reading of the above papers was
svpplemented by an informal discussion
upoa Bpl£s3xics end co^ta^ious diseases.

Dr. Hewett, of the state board, expressed
the opinion that

DECAYED SAWDUST
in the water, used for domestic purposes
or as a beverage, was very injurious to the
health, indeed, if it was not dangerous.
Sawdust which contained much pitch or
resin, was less injurious than ordinary
sawdust.

A discussion npon vaccination as a pre-
ventative to the spread of small-pox was
participated in by nearly all the physi-
cians present.

It seemed to be the opinion of many,
however, that compulsory vaccination was
practicable, although the speakers fought
somewhat shy of the subject.

The meeting adjourned.

Evenxng Session,

The attendance at the evening session
was somewhat larger than was that of the
opening session. Dr. Knickerbacker pre-
sided.

Dr. Charles Berry read a carefully pre-
pared paper npon the

DEFECTS OF EXISTING LEGISLATION
respecting sanitary regnlatinos. Many
pointed illustrations were made. He as-
signed as one of the principal reasons for
these defects an ignorance of the needs.

The paper was followed by a general
discussion npon the topics suggested in
the essay.

Dr. Hewitt,of the state board of health,
remarked upon the pecuniary embarrass-
ments tobe contended with everywhere in
furthering the work of sanitary systems.

Dr. Berry explained some of the difficul-
ties met wi'h in his immediate locality.

Dr. D. F. Collins, of Minneapolis, re-
ported the work effected by the board
of health of which he is the secretary. He
explained that although the ordinance pro-
Tided for sanitary inspection of the city
each month, it had beea permitted to re-
main a dead letter, and consequently two
or three alarming epidemics have occur-
red in the city. To this fact he believed
was owing the present rampage of small-
pox.

Dr. Cockburn being called upon to give
the record of mortality from typhoid fever
and small-pox the past year in Minneapo-
lis, stated that he was not prepared to
submit a report at the present meeting
but would bo pleased to do so at the next
session. Respecting the small-pox epi-
demic of last summer, he explained that
the origin in the city had been traced with
certainty to an emigrant who came to the
city with the disease. He was unable to
state the cause of the present cases of
small-pox other than tfiat it had been
traced to a case which had been
treated by practicing physicians ofthe city
who had failed to report the case to the
board of health, as is required by the city
ordinance, so that the house, in which the
patient was confined had never been quar-
antined, and the wonder is that the epi-
demic had not spread any further and been
more general. The case will doubtless
make it pretty warm for the physician
derelect ivhis duty to report the case.

Respecting quarantining houses where
cases of diphtheria existed, Dr. Cockburn
stated that much difficulty had been ex-
perienced, The families always objected,
and generally tore down the placards
placed upon the house by the board of
health.

Dr. Enickerbacker spoke against the
popular custom of making the funerals of
contagious diseases public.

Dr. Cockburn recited an instance where
diphtheria had been spread by a public
funeral where the coffin was opened and
the corpse viewed by the friends.

Dr. Hewitt followed in the same strain.
He looked upon diphtheria as more danger-
ous than small-pox. He had known of
many instances where infections ofcontag-
ious diseases hod become serious epidemics
from public funerals. He looked upon it
as next door to the custom in Russia,
where in tiie event n child dies in a family,
a small piece of bread was placed in the
mouth of the corpse and then put iv the
month of a living child.

Dr. Berry reported that the Scandina-
vians are very sympathetic, and that con-
sequently diphtheria and like contagions,
\u25a0when it gets into one family usually goes
through the whole settlement, and the rate
of mortality is simply fearful. He spoke
ofa case near New Ulm where it was thick-
ly Fettled with Scandinavians and Ger-
mans. Diphtheria passed through the
Scandinavian settlement, while not a Ger-
man family was afflicted. The
mortality was 80 per cent.
Finally it did get into the
German families, and then JJit raged
through nil the families of that nationality.
The doctor would rather have forty
cases of small-pox in his house than one
of diphtheria. He stoutly opposed pub-
lic funerals.

Dr. Phillips addressed the conference
upon the ravages of typhoid fever. His
experience taught him that it was difficult
to quarantine families afflicted with this
fever. As to the course of typhoid fever,
he stated that the newspapers had professed
to explain it away as occasioned by our
water. But he was free to assert that no
man knew the exact cause. Claiming that
it was the water is simply ridiculous. It
is more reasonable to lay it to poor venti-
lation.

The discussion here verged into urging
better ventilation, when an adjournment
was made to this morning.

AXEXTENSIVE EMBEZZLER.

Win. F. Thompson Arrested forAppropriat-
ing $10,000 Money Belonging to Farn-
ham «£- I^ovejoy, In/ Whom. He Wan Em-
ployed as Bookkeeper.

Yesterday, William F. Thompson, who
resides at No. 1023 Sixth avenue south,
was taken into custody upon a warrant is-
sued at the instance of Messrs. Farnham
and Lovejoy, extensive lumber merchants
of the East side, by whom he was em-
ployed as bookkeeper, charging him with
embezzlement. The warrant alleges that
on or about the 17th day of August, 1882,
the defendant willfully,wrongfully and
feloniously appropriated to his own use
the sum of 10,000, the property of F arn-
ham" <t Lovejoy.

Two search warrants have also been is-
sued, one to search the office of Farnham
&Lovejoy, and one to search the house of
the defendant, in the hope of recovering a

portion of the stolen money.
At a later hour a writ

of attachment was issued against Thomp-
son by the law firm of Lochren, McNair &
Gilfillan, to recover the sum of $17,000.
It would seem from the various amounts
at which the sum ofmoney is alleged to have
been taken by the defendant, that the
complaining witnesses were greatly in
doubt as to the exact amount themselves.

Mr. Thompson has always been
looked upon as a highly respectable and
law-abiding citizen, and consequently his
arrest and incarceration upon so serious a
charge, has created considerable comment
among his aquaintances. His friends
seem loth to believe him guilty and confi-
dently express the opinion that he will be
able to establish his innocence upon a
thorough examination. Thompson willbe
arraigned before Judge Cooley this morn-
ing, when, if postponement is not made
the facts and particulars ofthe case willbe
made known.

The charges made against Sheriff Eustis
by his enemies are simply absurd.

CITYCOUNCIL..

Proceedings of the Meeting Last Evening.
The first December meeting of the city

council was called to order by President
Walsh last evening, with all the members
present except Aldermen Cleveland, Coe,
Greether, Eees, Parker and Pillsbnry.

. The followining] communication was
read:

To the Honorable City Council of the
City of Minneapolis: Gentlemen:—The
legislature of the state of Minne-
sota will soon convene and the
phenominal growth of our city will neces-
sitate a considerable amount of legislation
tobring everything up to our present
status.
Itherefore recommend to your honora-

ble body that your standing committees,
together with the officers of the fire depart-
ment, the board of water commissioners,
officers of the police force, the superin-
tendent of the poor and the judge of the
municipal court, be requested to care- \u25a0

folly consider what legislation is
needed and report to the city council at as
early a day as possible, in order that you
may ask of the legislature for our citizens
what is material for our prosperity as a
great city. .

These matters have heretofore been very
largely entrusted to the hands of -con-
stituted committees of private citizens
who have engineered through matters in
which they, more than all citizens
were interested,you are the people's chosen
representatives, and to you will they look
to recommend such legislation as is
needed. By taking the

m matter, at this
early day, blunders may be avoided, which
are unavoidable when acts are rushed
through in the last days of the session of
the legislature.
