Turner Hall Concert,

The concert at Turner hall, last evenirg,
by Seibert’s orchestra drew out a large au-
dience which was good natured enough to
applaud everything. Of the work of the
orchestra there is but little occasion for re-
muirk more than to say that it handled the
business it had before it in a very satisfac-
tory manner. Mr. Seibert has consider-
ably increased the orchestra in numbers,
which gives much more volume, and in this
lIarge hall the result was highly satisfac-
tory. Aside frem the work of the orches-
tra the principal feature of the
cvening was the introduction to a St. Paul
audience, of Mr. Gustav von Goetzen, an
amateur violinist. He was down on the
programme for two numbers. The first
one consisted of two parts, “Meditation”
by Gounod,and a largo by Haendel. Both
were rendered with great beauty of ex-
pression, and much taste. His seeond num-
ber consisted of Schumann’s well known
Tramerei,] with which the people of St.
Paul are as familiar as they are with the
Carnival of Venice. Mr. Goetzen gave

this seleciton with much taste and ex-
pression. He was called out
by universal applause both times

that he appeared and responded very read-
ily. He made a very favorable impress-
ion indeed. He is a performer of excellent
ability and is a very desirable acquisition
to the musical circles of St. Paul. The
coucert was a very pleasant one through-
oul, and gave universal satisfaction. The
managers of Turner hall are determined
to render these concerts popular and pleas-
ing. The one last night was the sccond
one of the season,and wasa gratifying
success in every respect.

Death of Richard ¥, Combs,

A telegram from Taylor's Falls an-
nounces that Richard F. Combs died at
that place yesterday. Mr. Combs was one
of the early settlers in St. Paul, having
come here in 1854, and engaged with his
brother, W. 8. Combs, in the book and
stationery business. He subsequent-
ly opened a drug store
which he continned twelve years or
more. In 1873 he removed to Fergus
Falls, engaging in the drug businessat
that point. His- health has been precar-
ious for some time and latterly the de-
velopment of dropsy rendered his recovery
bopeless. He leaves a wife and two grown
children.

Mr. Combs was anactive Mason while
in St. Paul and a member of Zion lodge
No. 55 in Taylor;s Falls. His genial quai-
ities renderered him highly popular, and
Dick Combs, as he was familiarly known,
counted hosts of friends among the old
residents of St. Paul. His remains will
arrive here to-day and be deposited in the
receiving vault at Oakland.

IN ANDABOUTST.PAUL

Views of an Tilinois Journalist . Who is
“Doing” the Northwest,

[(\);re:-pdndence Jacksonville, (1lL) Daily

Journal.]

St1. Pavr, Dec. 9.—Having revisited and
reviewed Minneapolis, with its great water
power, its broad avenues, and #s dash and
syndicate systems, I took my leave on the
8th, and in half an hour after leaving its
famed Nicollet House, I was seated at the
supper table of the Merchants Hotel in St.
Paul, even more noted for iis splendid ac-

commodations. Here I will remain wuntil
Monday morning, when I will iake. the
Chicago, Milwaukee & St.
Paul road, “Flying Dutohman,”

route following down the west banks of
the Mississippi river and crossing at Rock
Island to make connection with the C., B.
& Q. for Chapin. My second visit to Min-
neapolis confirmed my former statement,
that the magical city propelled by the
falls of St.Anthonypossesses all the charac-
teristics of Chicago. It has been mainly
built up byEastern capitalists,who now hold
mortgages upon nearly all of its improve-
ments and enterprises. . On the other
hand, 8t. Paul is compactly built up on
the most beautiful natural site, and its
narrow and well-paved streets, upon either

side of which tall and stately
buildings are reared, well _entitles
it to be recognized as the im-

perial commercial city of the new North-
west. Unlike Minneapolis, its improve-
ments and enterprises are the work ‘of its

own residents. It owes but little to for-

eign capitalists and is unmortgaged. Its
growth, like that of St. Louis, is« steady

and reliable. It isin fact a proud monu-
ment of Western enterprise. It is, howev-|
er, highly gratifying to know that the en-
ergies of the solid men of both Minneap-

olis and St. Paul are being exerted to the
purpose of bringing the cities to a closer
union by unifing in the various projecis
to oceupy the territory between ihe two.
Indeed, it seems to be the ambition of

both cities to meake their population out-
number that of Chicago in the next de-
cade. To even the visitor it appears guite
plain, in view of the present rapid devel-

opment of the vast country beyond, that
tiese communities count rot withount their
nost.

Lefore leaving Minneapolis the mercury
ran down to 24 degrees below zero, while
it registered 40 below at Fargo and 60 be-
low at Winnipeg. This change came with-
in twenty-four hours after I left Fargo,
and afforded me much comfort to feel
that I had taken the advice of friends not
to visit Winnipeg and Duluth, as I had
purposed to do. It was a lucky escape for
me, and on arriving here I found that the
real snow blockade lay in the direction of
Sieux Falls and Yankton, so that I have
been compaelled to desist from making a
visit to southern Nakota. The older set-
tlers here tell me that northern Iowa and
Nebraska and southern Miunesota and
Dakota are the recognized regions of the
snow belt, where the winds from the south-
west have full sweep from Arizona
across the plains to the Mississippi valley.
This, they say, accounts for the frequency
of cyclones in the summer season. And,
now that the land everywhere throughout
the Northwest is covered with snow, rang-
ing from six inches on the British line to
two and three feet in the snow belt men-
tioned,it is well enough that I should
bring my journeyings to an end. This I
do with the assuiance of eld settlers in the
regions visited that there is but little or
no variation in the soils arnd lay of the
land in the sections visited and those not
visited. The level, rich country through-
out the New Northwest is oceanic in its
proportions. It is so vastand treeless that
even the engineers upon the earlier sur-
veyed railways declared that it was abso-
lutely valueless as a desert waste, and now
acknowledge that they were noteso far-
sightcd as the projectors of those en-
terprises who “builded wiser than they
knew.” Now it amounts to a great scram-
ble by four or five great railway interests
to see which can gobble the most territory
to be made tributary to their systems.
Already the majority of the towns in this
great wilderness, after a growth of only
two or three years, rival those in our sec-
tiou of ten to twenty years, in both vice
and number.

On Saturday morning, while standing
with my back toward the grand entrance
to the capacious lobby of the Merchants
hotel, Mr. George N. Loomis, the present
editor of the Duluth Tribune, just arrived
from his polar home, recognized me afar
off, and seemed to be the gladdest man I
had encountered in all my travels.

I had the extreme pleasure also of form-
ing the acquaintance of Judge Eugene
Underwood, who is a resident of both
Louisville, Ky., and this city, and divides
his time between the two. Judge U. is a
nephew of the late Dr. W. D. R. Trotter, of
Jacksonville, and talks of soon making
our city a visit. I found him the personi-
fication of the Kentucky gentleman, and
one who prides himself in having an
equal interest in both North and South.
He is the owner of valuable property lo-
cated half way between the “twin cities.”
In his characteristics, though somewhat
more robust, he reminds one of Prof. J.
B. Turner, and is a kindred spirit upon the
subject of our great national water ways.

Gen. R. W. Jehnson is another very
genial Kentuckian whose acquaintance I
formed here. He did 'valiant service on
the federal side during the war of the re-
beilion. Having sacrificed his slave
property in the South, when the war was
ended he removed to St. Paul, and bhas
become thoroughly identified with the
city’s interests. Both Gen. Johnson and
Judge Underwood possess exiensive ac-
quaintance with my own relatives in
Kentueky. These gentlemen, among
wihiom there are many former Southern
men, now make St. Paul their home. Of
course it was like meeting with old friends
to callupon Hon. Wm. Dawson and Mr.
Charles T. Miller, whose acquaintance I
formed on my first visit here a few weeks
siuce.

My trip has been worth all it cost me as
a health restorer, and though the past two
‘weeks has placed me here amid the rigors
of che extreme weather indicated, it has
not been one of privations in any sense.
Then the value of acquaintances formed
cannot be overestimated, and I shall leave
for home surfeited with information of
the most profitable character. As this
letter will close my correspondence, permit
me to say that all I have written has been
done under difficulties and without the
attempt to do more than present rambling
