After Twelve Years of Happy Married
Iife, a Woman Makes a Terribly Fa:.al
Misiake.

A dispatch from Shelbyville, Ind., says:
The sensation which takes the cake, and
which is located in Brandywine township,
occurred yesterday evening, the particu-
lars of which your correspondent secured
this afternoon, and will culminate in the
filing of a divorce suit either this evening
or to-morrow morning, and the complaint
will state the facts given in this article.
Twelve years ago Dick Goodrich, a hand-
some, popular young farmer, at that time
only twenty years of age, was married to
Miss Rachael Bass, the sixteen-year-old
daughter of Jordan Bass, one of the
pioneers of this county. At the time of
the marriage, which was a love-match,
a bright future appeared before the
handsome young couple, who took up their
residence in a home prepared by the hus-
band. For ten years, during which time
four children were boran to them, not a
thing occurred to mar their happiness.
About two years ago the husband became
for a while somewhat uneasy about the
visits paid to his house by a cousin of his,
a young man named William Allen, who is
about twenty-seven years of age, and
whose attentions to his wife caused an un-
definable feeling of jealovsy to trouble
him; and, although he could discover noth-
ing wrong, he felt that something was
wrong. Yesterday his worst fears were
realized. He taxed his wife with criminal
