A disastrous fire occurred before day-
break yesterday morning, destroying
the barn owned by George A. Pills-
bury, on the corner of Tenth
street and Third aveuue south

When discovered the flames had made

such progress that to extinguish them or
save the property upon the inside wasa
physical impossibility. The alarm was
turned in almost simultaneously from
boxes 31 and 15, which called out the en-
tire department with alacrity.

The barn contained besides the herses, a
number of fine carriages, sleighs, harness,

feed and hay.

Mr. Pillsbury estimates his loss at about
$7,000, upon which he has an insurance of
$2,600, distribnted as follows: In
the North American Insurance
company,  two policies aggregating
$1,750; in the Continental Insurance com-
pany $500, and in the North British com-
pany $350.

The origin of the fire is unexplainable
and was probably the work of a miscreant
incendiary.

THE ORDER REVOKESD,

The Street Railway Muddle Settled by Thos.
Lowry, Who Sits Doiwon on Superintend-
ent Atwood.

It is now understood that the case against
Jessee Moore, the obstreperous street car
driver whe was arrested at the instance of
his honor the mayor while persistently
carrying out the instructions of Supt. At-
wood, of the Street Railway company, by
refusing to start his car while passengers
were standing upon the rear platform, and
which was called up in the police court be-
fore Judge Cooley on Tuesday afternoon,
but continued until to-morrow, will be
dismissed.
