SENATE.

Tho _-u_lo livr.cc_ up yesterday morning

and had a business session ofoue hour and

three-quarters. Eight bills were intro-

duced, two of which, being local measures,

were read a third time and passed under

suspended rules. Senator Wilson enjoys

the distinction of being the progenitor of

the first bill to pass the senate, and Sena-

tor Hollister the father of the second.

Senator Doran produced some merriment

by sarcastically offering a resolution for
the appointment of a secretary for each one

ofthe senators. His wit was aimed at the

the endeavor of the senate to provide little

offices for the small politicians who have

been hanging around for warm positions
for the winter. Adiscussion took place on the
inspection and grading of grain, and upon

prohibitory legislation, brought about by
Senator Castle's resolution for

the appointment of two special
committees to be composed of nine sen-
ators each, to whom should be referred all
matters pertaining to temperance and the
inspection of wheat and other grain. e
senators appear to be willing to take
almost any action desired by grain
growers with reference to grading, but

they evidently don't like the
temperance question at all and are
desirous of keeping shady
on that topic as long as possible. Senator

O'Brien introduced a bill leaving it in the

discretion of the judge to pronounce
sentence of death for murder in the first

degree where the prisoner pleads guilty.
Senator Pillsbury introduced two bills
relating to chattel mortgages the purport
of which is to render such mortgages on
growing grain void after the grain is
threshed and in the hands of an innocent
purchaser.

Journal of yesterday read and approved.
BILLS INTBODUCED.

By Senator Peck —A bill to amend chap-
ter sixty eight of the statutes of 1878, re-
lating to the setting offof homesteads.

BylSenator WilsonA bill to amend the
charter of the city of Winona. Relates to
the fire limits of Winona. Rules suspended
and bill passed.

By Senator Hollister—Authorizing the
council ofthe city of Austin to issue $8,000
bonds for the purpose ofbuilding a bridge.
Passed under suspended rules.

By Senator PetersonTo authorize
Burnstown, Brown county, to issue $8,000
inbonds to aid in the erection of a flour-
ing mill in the village ofSpringfield.

By Senator Hollister — amend the
statutes of 1878, relating to chattel mort-
gages.

By Senator —Prescribing the
penalty for murder in the first degree.
This bill modifies the existing law so as to
leave it discretionary with the judge
whether or not to pronounce the sentence
of death where the prisoner pleads guilty.

By SenatorPillsbury—To amend sections
1 and 2 of chapter 39, general laws of 1868.
Providing that mortgages on growing
grain shall be void after the grain has
been threshed.

By Senator Pillsbury—To amend
chapter 53, of the general laws of 1876, re-

lating to mortgages on grain, or grain in
the shock.

By Senator —Proposing an
amendment to article 4 of the constitution
forbidding aid in the construction of rail-
roads by cities, towns or counties.

Senator Clark offered a joint resolution
relating to railroad indemnity lands. The
purpose of this resolution is to get a set-
tlement between the land grant railroads
of the state and the United States, thus re-
storing to settlement large tracts of gov-
ernment lands in the western part of the
state which are withheld from market and
occupancy as railroad indemnity lands.

BESOLUTION3

Senator Doran offered a resolution au-

thorizing the president of the senate to
appoint a suitable person to act as secre-
tary to each one of the senators.

Senator Morrison gave notice of debate.
Senator Doran hoped his resolution

would be adopted, saying there were pretty
near that number of small officers- now,
room for whom could not be
made by the Republican caucus,
but who were appointed by the
senate. During all the years of his
legislative experience he had never known
such recklessness in the appointment of
officers and such a number of candidates.
He thought that if each senator was al-
lowed a secretary there would be positions
for all.

Senator Castle offered a resolution au-
thorizing the president to appoint two
special committees of nine members each,
to whom should be referred all matters
relating to temperance legislation, and all
matters to grading and warehouse in-
spection ol grain. .

Senator Rice asked if the senator feared
there would be temperance legislation this
winter.

Senator Castle thought there should be
a committee appointed to whom should be
referred all bills, letters, petitions and
memorials bearing on this question.

Senator Billson asked for a division of
the question, expressing his willingness to
vote for the appointment of one of the
committees but not for the other..

Senator J. B. Gilfillan wanted to know
if any bill foreshadowed the necessity for
such a committee. Ifnot, it was his opin-
ion the senate had better adhere to the
regular list of committees.

Senator Castle said there were import-
ant issues, and that legislation would prob-
ably be asked this session.

Senator J. B. Giltillan asked the senator
ifhe intended to introduce a bill on the
temperance question.

Senator Castle said he was not fully de-
cided what bills he should introduce this
session, but would notify the gentleman
from time to time, in the usual way.

Senator J. B. Gilfillanwas ofthe opinion
that the resolution was premature, and
calculated to forestall legislation on those
subjects. Itwould be time to appoint
committees on those subjects when the
necessity became apparent. He would
vote fo any scheme of grain inspection
which was satisfactory to grain growers,
but he thought the resolution was out of
place at this time.

Senator Castle said the anticipation of
bills upon these subjects made it app ae
to him necessary to have committees of
this kind.

Senator Pillsbury was in favor of the i

appointment of a committee on grain in- j
spection, but was opposed to a temperance
committee. Wanted all bills on this sub-1
ject to go to the judiciary committee.

Senator Clark moved to lay the whole |
matter on the table, saying at the same '

time he was in favorof prohibition and
was ready to go on record at any time.

Senator Rice said the subject of grain
inspection was being earnestly discussed
all over the state, and he desired very much
that a special committee be appointed to
whom should be referred all matters per-
taining thereto.

Senator Castle withdrew that part of his
resolution pertaining to the committee on
temperance legislation, saying he had not \u25a0

supposed senators were so extremely sensi-
tive upon the temperance question or he
would not have introduced that part of the
resolution. However, he gave notice that
the introduction of the first temperance
bill would be the signal for a motion from
him to have the matter referred to a spe-
ci.i! committee on that subject. He did
not purposo to have the judiciary com-
mittee annoyed by bills of this character.

The resolution for the appointment of a

special committee of nine on grain in-
spection and grading was then adopted.

Senator Sackett offered a resolution that
the title of the committee on hospital for
the insane be changed to that of hospitals
for the insane. Adopted.

Senator J. B. Giltillan moved that the
standing hour for the meeting of the sen-

ate be changed to 11 o'clock a. m. Adopt-
ed.'

Adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Routine Report.

Speaker Fletcher called the house to order
promptly at 11 o'clock yesterday morning
and Chaplain Dana invoked the divine
blessing on the day's proceedings.

A WHACK AT THB BAILBOAD8.

Mr. Rahilly, of Wabashaw, introduced a
bill fixing the schedules of freight rates to
be charged by the railroads of the state;
and after its first reading, moved its refer-
ence to a special committee of five. The
speaker suggested its reference to the com-
mittee on railroads but the author of the
measure said the bill was a new matter al-
together, and not for the consideration of
the railroad committee, who had the super-
vision of franchises.

Mr. Child, of Jaokson, called for a divis-
ion on the question of reference.

Mr. Buck, of Winona, moved to lay the
bill on the table.

Mr. Smith, of Ramsey, suggested that
the bill be printed and called up under a
suspension of the rules.

Mr. Buck accepted the suggestion, and
withdrew his motion to lay on the table;
and the bill was ordered printed, the
speaker ruling in a point of order that the
bill should be properly referred to the
committee on railroads after the bill had
been printed.

FILLING DP THE GENERAL FUND.

Mr. Child, of Jackson, introduced a bill
authorizing the governor to borrow $250,-
000 to make up the deficiency in the gen-
eral fund. It was read a first time, when
the author moved its reference to the com-
mittee of the whole, which reported favor-
ably upon it. The bill was then read a
second time and ordered engrossed for a
thirdreading.

A GBT8T OF BILLS.

Mr. Child also introduced a bill which
prohibits members of the legislature from
carrying off copies of the statutes pro-
vided for their official use, and provides
certain penalties. Referred to the com-
mittee on judiciary.

Mr. Brown, of Blue Earth, torepeal the
act in relation to the licensing of dogs,
which was read a first time and ordered
printed.

Mr. Bobleter introduced a bill amending
the law regulating the licensing of dogs.
Referred to the committee on towns and
counties.

Mr. Brown also introduced a bill relat-
ing to the taxation ofrailroad lands.

Mr. Hicks introduced a bill relating to
the commitment of juvenile offenders to
the reform school by judges of the United
States courts, which was read a first time,
considered in committee of the whole, read
a second time, and ordered engrossed for
a third reading.

James Smith, Jr., of Ramsey, introduced
a bill authorizing the St. Paul & Duluth
Railroad company to relocate the northern
terminus of its line. Referred to the com-
mittee on railroads.

Mr. Cole, of Rice, providing for furnish-
ing copies of the statutes of 1878 to mem-
bers of both houses. The bill was read a
first and second* time, ordered to a third
reading, engrossment waived and passed
by a vote of 72 to 3.

Mr. Colo also introduced a -$1 relating
to mortgages on growing crops. ( Referred
to the committee on judiciary.

Mr. Wells introduced a bill authorizing
the county commissioners of Stevens coun-

ty to issue bonds for the purpose of re-
funding county orders. Read a first time
and ordered referred to the committee on
judiciary.

Mr. Brown, of Blue Earth, relating to
drains and effects. Referred to committee
on judiciary.

SENATE BILLS PASSED.
Amending the charter of the city of Wi-

nona so as to enable the city council to
extend its fire limits.

Authorizing the city of Austin to issue
bonds to the amount of $8,000 for the pur-
pose of sustaining bridges.

CUTTING DOWN DESK BOOM.
Mr. Child, by general -consent, intro-

duced a resolution requiring the sergeant-
at-arms to have the desks cut down to two
feet and six inches in length, but his
scheme was sat down on and his resolution
laid on the table.

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE.

The house went into committee of the
whole, Mr. Hill, of Winona, in the chair.

The bill authorizing the governor to
borrow $250,000 for the use of the state, to
be applied to the general fund, was con-
sidered.

Mr. Fisher moved that the bill be re-
ferred to a special committee of three, in
order that it might be acted on at the
next morning session.

Mr. Buck moved, as a substitute, that
when the committee rise it recommend to
the house the passage of the bill. It was
so ordered.

On motion of Mr. Hicks the house bill
relating to the commitment of juveniles to
the state reform schools by judges of
United States district courts was taken up.
After some debate it was referred to the
committee on judiciary.

On motion of Mr. Hicks the committee
rose and the house resumed its session with
the speaker in the chair.

POBESTBT.
Mr. Emery moved the appointment of a

committee of five members on forestry;
but on motion of Mr. Collins the rules
were amended so as to provide for a regu
lar committee on forestry.

Mr. Child, ofJaokson, moved to suspend
the rules and put upon its passage the bill
authorizing the state officers to make a
loan. The motion prevailed, but on the
vote on the passage of the bill'but forty-
six members voted in the affirmative,
which, being less than the required num-
ber, it failed to pass.

The house then adjourned until this
morning at 11 o'clock.

Representative Rahilly Introduces a Bill

Regulating Railroads.Maximum Rates
for Carrying Freight.

The following bill was introduced by
Hon. P. H. Rahilly of Wabashaw county
in the Minnesota house of representatives
yesterday:
Abillin relation to railroad corporations

carrying freight and agricultural pro-
ductions intended for transportation
over the lines of railroad corporations.

Bo it enacted by the legislature of the
staff of Minnesota:
Sec. 1. Each railroad corporation doing

business within this state, being aftommon
carrier, and enjoying the right of way
under the constitution and laws of this
state, shall carry all mineral, agricultural,
and other productions or manufactures
and all freight upon equal and reasonable
terms and for an equal and reasonable
rate and compensation, and if any railroad
corporation shall fail to comply with the
foregoing provisions it shall forfeit and
pay the sum of $1,000 for the use and
benefit of any persons injured or dam-
aged by such failure, or for the use and
benefit of any person from whom such
unequal and unreasonable rates or com-
pensation have been taken, received or ex-
acted; or any person upon whom such un-
equal and unreasonable terms have been
imposed or enforced; to be recovered by
action in any court of competent jurisdic-
tion, and which action may be brought by
such person in the county where he resides.

Sec. 2. If any railroad corporation
doing business within this state, being a
common carrier, and enjoying the right of
way under the constitution and laws of this
state, shall refuse to take, accept, carry or
transport over its line of road, any mine-
ral, agricultural or other productions, or
manufactures, or freight from any person
requesting itso to do, and to carry the
same from one depot or station to some
other depot or station on its line of road,
it shall forfeit and pay for the use of such
person the sum of $1,000, to be recovered
by such person by action in any court of
competent jurisdiction, and which action
may be brought by such person in the
county where he resides; Provided, how-
ever, that such action shall not be brought
unless a reasonable rate or compensation
is first paid or tendered to such corpora-
tion for carrying or transporting over its
line of road suoh mineral, or. agricultural,
or other productions, manufactures or
freight.

Sec. 3. For transporting any kind of
grain, flax seed, potatoes, flour, meal, beef,
pork, or any other kinds of meat, live
stock, sugar, in barrels or casks, tea, coffee,
and all other descriptions of merchandise
now described as fourth class freights in
the schedules of charges for carrying
freights on the railroads of this state, and
for transporting timber, lumber, shingles,
lath, salt, coal and wood, the railroad com-
pany transporting the same shall be en-
titled to demand and receive payment not
to exceed the following rates, to-wit: For
distances not exceeding ten miles six cents
per ton per mile.

' For a distance of ten and not exceeding
twenty, four cents per ton per mile.

For a distance of over twenty and not to
exceed thirty miles, three cents per ton per
mile.

For a distance of thirty and not to ex-
ceed forty miles, two and one-half cents
per ton per mile. •

For distances over forty and not to
exceed fifty miles, one and one-quarter
cent per ton per mile.

For a distance of over fifty and not to
exceed sixty miles, one cent per ton per
mile.

For distances of over sixty and not to
exceed seventy miles, seven-eighths of one
cent per ton per mile.

For distances over seventy and not to
exceed eighty miles, three-fourths of one
cent per ton per mile.

For all distances of eighty miles and
over the charge per ton per mile shall not
exceed the rate of three-fourths of one
cent per ton per mile for the entire dis-
tance which such freights may be carried.
Provided, that when the quantity of freight
to be transported for the same party at
one time shall be '9ss than one oar load,
then the company shall be entitled to
charge an addition of 20 per cent, to
the rates hereinbefore specified for trans-
porting the same.

Sec. 4. *j.or transporting all commodi-
ties now described in the freight schedules
of railroad companies as "first clau","'
"second class," "third class," and "miscel-
laneous" freights, the companies shall be
entitled to charge and receive no more than
three cents per mile per ton for first class
freights, two and one-half cents per ton
per mile forsecond class freights, two cents
per ton per mile for third class freights,
which shall be and are hereby declared to
be reasonable compensation for such ser-

vice.
Sec. 5. All railroad companies doing

business in this state shall provide suitable
places at their stations and depots for the
reception and storage of goods and com
modifies offered for transportation, and re-
ceive and transport the same as required.

Sec. 6. Where freights are offered for
transportation over any line of railroad,
for delivery at some point en the line of
some other railroad With which the road
where the same is offered has connection,
either directly or by some other interme-
diate railroad, the company to whom the
same is offered shaT receive and convey
the same over its line of road to the place
of junction with the other line of railroad
in the direction of the desired destination
of suoh freight, and shall deliver the same
to the company operating such other line
of road, with the necessary instructions to
secure its being forwarded to its destina-
tion; and the company to whom such goods
and commodities are transferred shall re-
ceive arid forward the same to such desti-
nation, if upon its line of road, and ifnot
upon its line of road, then to such point
upon its line as the owner or shipper of
such freight may direct. And in cases
where goods are shipped to a destination
to reach which it shall become necessary
to transport them over twoor more lines of
railroads, the provisions of this section
.hall apply to all the companies owning
such lines of road over which they may be
transported, and the rates they shall charge
for transporting such transferred freight,
shall not exceed, in the aggregate, the
rates allowed by this act for the transpor-
tation of such freights a similar distance
over a single line of road; Provided, how-
ever, that if the quantity of such freight
transported at one time for the same
owner or shipper shall be less than a car
load, then the companies transporting the
same shall be entiled to demand and re-
ceive an addition of 20 per cent, on
the rates hereinbefore specified.

Sec. 7. No company owning or opera-
ting any line of railroad in this state shall
charge a greater rate for transporting any
class of freight or kind of commodity, a
less than a greater distance, except in con-
formity with the rates hereinbefore speci-
fied, nor shall it transport any description
of freight at less rates for one or more
persons, firms, companies and associations,
than for all other persons, firms, compan-
ies and associations; nor shall it allow to
any person, firm, company or association
shipping freights over its line of road any
rebate, or drawback, or donation, or credit,
or consideration of any kind whatever,
amounting to a discrimination between
shippers of goods, or commodities of any
sort.

Sec. 8. When individuals or companies

(other than railroad companies) shall ap-
ply for convenient sidings on the line of
any railroad,*__ which to erect elevators
or warehouses, the company owning or op-
erating the railroad shall furnish the same
without unnecessary delay.

Sec. 9. All companies operating lines
of railroad in this state, shall transport and
deliver all freights offered for transporta-
tion within a reasonable time and in the
order of their receipt for shipment; and
shall receive for transportation cars loaded
or empty, from the line ofone company to
that of another, and shall transport the
same when empty without charge for hand-
ling, provided that they are to be returned
over the same line of road loaded and unless
they are so returned they shall be charged
for af the rate hereinbefore specified; and I
in transporting car' empty or loaded, no
discrimination shall be made between cars
offered by different individuals, firms or
companies, or between cars belonging to
different railroad companies, neither in
charges made for hauling or transporting
the same, nor in the expedition in which
they are received and forwarded, but in all
cases they shall be transported without un-
necessary delay, and in the orde..- of their
being offered and received for shipment.

Sec. 10. Any company operating any
line of railroad in this state, which shall be
guilty of discriminating, in any manner,
between persons, firm, companies, corpo-
rators, villages, towns, or cities, shipping
freight over, or from which freights are
shipped over its road, by allowing any re-
bates, drawbacks, donations, or unusual
privileges, or by any device for evading
the intention of this law, such company
may be sued in any court having jurisdic-
tion, by any one or more of the persons, or
firms, oompanies, corporations, villages,
towns, or cities, which may be injured by
suoh unlawful discrimination, and the
complainants in all such suits shall be en-
titled torecover three times the amount of
injury shown tobe sustained because of
such unlawful conduct on the part of the
company, together with the costs of suit
and reasonable attorneys 'fees, and every
person, firm, company, corporation, town,
city, or village that may be injured by
such unlawful discrimination or evasion
or device shall have cause for suit against
such railroad company for every such act
of unlawful discrimination, and they may
bring such suits individually or collective-
ly as they shall elect.

See. 11. Any person, firm, company,
corporation, town, village, orcity that may
be injured by any railroad company,
through its violation of the provisions of
this act, in the matter of receiving excess-
ive compensation for transporting freight,
or in unlawfully discriminating between
shippers of freight over its line of road,
shall make complaint in writing to the
state railroad commissioner, the same by
oath or affirmation, in which he or they
shall set forth fully the transaction com-
plained of, and such complaint shall be ac-
companied by whatever written evidence
the party may heve, and by the names of
all persons known to him or them to have'
knowledge of the facts. On receipt ofsuch
complaint the railroad commissioner shall,
without unnecessary delay, proceed to
make full inquiry into the case, and if he
finds the complaint sustained, he shall
place the case in the hands of the attorney
general of the state, and that officer shall
forthwith prosecute the offending company
in the proper court, and upon conviction
such company shall pay a fine of not less
than $5,000 ?

~ nor more than
$10,000, and it' shall be estopped
from prosecuting its business in this state
as a railroad company until such fine is
paid, or its payment properly secured.

Sec. 12. Ifany company operating any
railroad in this state, after having once
been convicted and fined under the provis-
ions of the preceding section of this act,
shall be again convicted of having violated
the same provisions of this act subsequent-
ly to such former conviction, such second
conviction-shall be'deemedjto work an ex-

tinguishment of its corporate franchises;
and in that case proceedings shall be forth-
with instituted by the railroad commis-
sioner and attorney general for the vaca-
tion of its charter and extinguishment of
its franchises.

Sec. 13. In cases where no complaint
has been made to the railroad commission-
er ofviolation ofthe provisions of this
act, and wherein suits for damages have
been brought by individuals or other par-
ties, as provided for in a
previous section of this act, and
judgment rendered against the
railroad company, it shall be the duty of
the clerk ofthe court before which such
case was tried, to send a certified copy of
the records of the court in such case to the
railroad commissioner, and that officer
shall, upon receipt of the same, proceed to
prosecute the company so offending for
the collection of the fine, as provided.

Sec. 14. In all suits or examinations
arising raSder this act, it shall be the 'duty
of the county attorneys and the attorney
general of the state torender assistance to
the railroad commissioner when requested
to do so by that officer, or the railroad
commissioner may employ other counsel
when necessary at the expense of the state.

Sec. 15. On complaint being made to
him, properly verifiedofany violation ofthe
provisions of this act, other then those for
which penalties are hereinbefore provided,
it shall be the duty of the railroad com-
missioner to make thorough examination
into the facts, examining witnesses under
oath, and to require the railroad company,
in case there is just reason for complaint;
to comply with the provisions of this act,
and ifit shall disregard his order and per-
sist in its unlawful conduct, he shall there-
upon cause it to be prosecuted in the prop-
er court for a fine not exceeding three
times the amount ofthe injury occasioned
by its unlawful conduct to the complaining
parties, which fine is hereby declared tobe
the penalty for such offenses, and the costs
of the suit and the necessary expenses in-
curred by the railroad commissioner in
prosecuting the case, such fines and penalty
to be collected as fines, are usually col-
lected in this state.

Sec. 16. Ifany officer, agent, or em-
ploye of any company operating a line of
railroad in this state shall be guilty ofvio-
lating any provisions of this act, his act
shall be held tobe the act ofthe company,
and the latter shall be held liable as here-
inbefore provided. \u25a0._ \*'X

Sec. 17. Any officer, agent, or employe of
any company, operating a line of railroad
in this state, who|shall^be summoned to ap-
pear and testify in any suitor examination
arising under the provisions of this act,
and shall refuse to so appear and testify,
he shall be held to be guilty of contempt,
and be punished as cases for contempt of
court are nowpunished, by fine or impris-
onment, or both. Provided, That when
such contempt is committed as to the rail-
road commissioner, in cases of examina-
tion into the grounds of complaints, that
officer shall submit the matter to any dis-
trict court, which stall thereupon order
the infliction ofthe punishment upon the
party guilty of contempt, and in such
cases imprisonment shall always consti-
tute part ofthe punishment. ; ,

Sec. 18. If the railroad commissioner
shall neglect or refuse to carry out the
provisions of this act in the performance
fully and faithfully of the duties hereinbe-
fore imposed upon him, it shall be held to
be officialmalfeasance on his part, and be
cause for bis impeachment and dismissal
from office, and ifhe shall connive at or
participate in or in any manner be a party
to or an abettor in the suppression of evi-
dence in any case arising under the pro-
visions of this act, or ifhe shall become in
any manner a hinderance|to the prompt and
efficient prosecution ofall such cases, he
shall be held to be guilty of a misdemean-
or, and be liable to a fine of not less than
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$1,000, nor more than $10,000,
and to imprisonment for not less
than one nor more than fiveyears.

Sec. 19. Nothing in this act shall be
construed to interfere with the privilege of
railroad coirpanie3 carrying gratuitously
or at reduced rates goods or commodities
of any kind intended foe the relief of par-
ties suffering from extensive public calam-
ities, nor with their t;an3porlitionofstore3
for the general government of the United
State?.

Sec. 20. All uct3 and parts of acts in-
consistent with the provisions of this act
shall be and are hereby repealed.

Sec. 21. This act shall take effect and
be in force from and after its passage.

THE FORESTRY x'.^tKlIALION.

The Annual Meeting Last Night—Little
Business Transacted.

Last evening was the time according to
the published announcement for holding
the State Forestry association meeting, but
at 7:30, the hour named, no one but Hon.
Geo. L. Becker, J. Fletcher Williams and
Leonard B. Hodges, were present. By 8
o'clock J. W. Webb, E. G. Hodgson, Her-
mann Trott,J. R. MoGilland Mr.Emery of
Lake City, entered the rooms of the
Historical society where the
meeting was held . and
as it was pretty evident that no more were
coming those present proceeded to organ-
ize by calling Hon. Geo. L. Becker'to the
chair. On taking the chair he stated that
the meeting was an informal one called
for the purpose of conferring as to
the matter of tree culture, and also as to
whether or not the association formed for
the purpose of aiding in this industry
could survive the indifference of those who
ought to be instrumental in sustaining it.
Owing to the fact that the legislature was
not in session last year the association held
no meeting, and he regrettad that now when
it is in session a larger number of people
couldjnot be got together when such an
important matter was to be considered.

Mr. Leonard B. Hodges said the outlook
for the continuation of the organization
was exceedinglydiscouraging. He regretted
that the members of the legislature, many
of whom came from that portion of the
state where this matter of the growing of
trees was of very great importance, exhib-
ited so much indifference to the matter,
and failed to attend the meeting. If the
object of the association had any
merits in it, it ought to be sus-
tained. If on the contrary, the proposi-
tion to cultivate trees was not meritorious,
then it ought to be dropped at once.

Mr. Hodgson did not feel like letting it
go in that pummary manner. It was too
important a matter to be dropped. The
organization ought by all means to be
maintained. He was suprised at the apa-
thy manifested. Not only are the people
who reside on the prairie interested in this
matter but the people of the whole state
are also. The prairies of this state are
not habitable for white men tillforests are
grown. He would prefer to adjourn the
meeting to some other time and try again.

Mr. Emery, of Lake City, agreed with
Mr. Hodgson. The subject of growing
trees ought to be followed up with as
much energy as possible. He believed the
legislature would aid in the matter if it
was properlycalled to its ' •-:

Mr. W. P. Murray suggested that a bill
be prepared'for the purpose of aiding in
the matter and submitted to the legisla-
ture. iVjll

Mr. Hodges suggested that 20,000 copies
of the manual be distributed.

Further conversation and suggestion
followed, when Mr. Becker proposed that
a committee be appointed to draft a bill
and submit it to the legislature. In ac-
cordance with this suggestion Mr. Murray
made a motion that Messrs. Hodges,
Hodgson and Williams be appointed to
prepare a bill for submission, and the as-
sociation meet again ap. the call of the
chairman to consider it, and the same was
adopted.

©n motion of Mr. Hodgson it was de-
termined that an address should be de-
livered by the president, or that he should
appoint some one who would deliver an ad-
dress upon the subject oftree culture.

Itwas also determined, on motion of
Mr. McGill, that the above committee re-
port certain amendments to the claim act,
nd memorialize congress to adopt them,

after which the meeting adjourned.

A GOOD MAN GONE.

Death of Alderman John O'Connor-
Sketch ofHi*Life.

After a brief illness, Aid. John O'Connor
died at 8:30 o'clock yesterday morning at
is residence No. 94 East Fourth sireet.

The simple announcement of the death of
a good man is always received with .pain
and regret, and in this instance the intelli-
gence will occasion general sorrow. The
deceased was taken ill about two weeks
ago, but his malady did not
assume dangerous symptoms un-
til a few days ago, when it ! wa3 pro-
nounced congestion of the lungs, his death
ensuing yesterday morning. The deceased
was a native of Ireland, and was born in
1824, being at the time of his death
in his fifty-ninth year of ago.
He came to America in 1851 or 1852,
firstsettling in Louisville, Ky., where he
engaged in store keeping. He removed to
St. Paul in May, 1856, where he soon after-
wards became a member of the police
force. He resigned this position after
several years, honorable service totake the
position of wharf master, the duties of
which he discharged with fidelity and
honor and in the fall of 1874 he was elect-
ed to the city council from the Second
ward, since which time he has been honor-
ed with the distinction of serving nine
successive years. ~

In the death of Mr. O'Connor, St. Paul
willmourn one of her most upright, faith-
ful and zealous officials.

He was ever active in promoting the
best interests ofthe city at large, and par-
ticularly devoted to whatever concerned
the constituents or welfare of his own
ward. Possessed of firm convictions, his
character was wanting in trickery or bun-
combe, and it has been justly said that he
was a man without deception or guile. In
speaking of his character yesterday, an
old and esteemed citizen said that he was
as square as a die, and that his word was
as good as his bond, and that the latter
was as good as the pledge of the state.
Fidelity was a ruling trait in his life, and
he was never known to have deserted
a friend or abused a trust.
Besides a large circle of friends, he leaves
to mourn his death a wife and three sons,
John, Richard and Dan, and his epitaph
may justly bear that highest of all praise,
"Here lies an honest man".

The funeral will take place from the late
residence ofdeceased at 9 o'cloek to-mor-
row morning.

A special meeting of the auncil has
been called for 2 o'clock this ararnoon to
take appropriate action on his death.

Mendota, Jan. 8, 1883.—Charles O'Neil
jr. aged nineton years, the son of Charles
O'Neil, an old settler of Burnsville, Dakota
county, died at an early hour on Thursday
morning, Jan 4, 1883, notwith-
standing the efforts made by some of the
most eminent medical men of St. Paul to
save his life.
