WILL THE TARIFF BILL BE PASSED?

FATAL PREIGHT TRAIN COLLISION.

AURORA, Ill., Feb. 14.—In a heavy fog
this morning two freight trains on the
Chicago, Burlington & Quincy road col-
lided on the curve between Plano and Sand-
wich.
