THE NUTT TRAGEDY.

An Interview with the Daughter of the Vie-
tim—Her Ewmphatic Denial of Dukes’
Charges.

[ Uniontown Pa., Cor. Cincinnati Enquirer. |

The excitement over the acquittal of N.
L. Dukes is still intense. This afternoon
an interview was had with Miss Lizzie
Nutt, in defending whose name her father
lost his life. She is quite a handsome
young lady, but the expression of her face
shows that she has suffered a great deal.
In fact, she looks and acts as though she
were completely broken down, mentally
and physically.

“There's not a word of truth,” she said,
“in Mr. Dukes’ letters. What induced him
to write them I cannot imagine, unless, in-
deed, his object was to manufacture an ex-
cuse for breaking our engagement. He
thought, I suppose, father would say noth-
ing about the letters. When father showed
them to me I was almost stunned. I told
him they were untrue, and asked him to
request Mr. Dukes to call 2t the house and
confront me with the statements. Mr.
Dukes pretended that his persounal safety
would mnot warrant him  in coming,
but in reality he kmew that he had
told falsehoods about me and was
ashamed to look me in the face. Oh!
That I should ever have loved such a man!
But he is not a man. I can’t understand
now how he won my affections. Everybody
has been deceived by him, and I most of
all.

“We had been engaged several months.
He was a constant visitor here, and was
cordially received by the whole family.
I did not suspect and he wanted the en-
gagement broken. Why didn’t he tell me?
Sach a course would have been manly, and
would have commanded my respect. In-
stead of doing this, however, he took my
ring for the purpose, he said, of getting
another that would better please him; but
his intention was to get the ring out of
my hdnds. Wasthat the act of a gentle-
man ?

“Then he wrote those vile letters to fa-
ther. All the world knows the rest. I would
rather have died than that this misery and
disgrace should have fallen on my mother
and her family. But indeed, sir, I am in-
nocent of each and every charge brought
against me. ON! That God would only
let me die, for Ishall never have any peace
this side of the grave!”

Mrs. Nutt sat in the room during most of
the interview. Hue corroborated her
daughter’s statement so fa: as her knowl-
edge went, and then added, to say the
least, the verdict had surprised her.

THE NEW REVENTE LAV,

Extracts Which Liquer and Tobacco Men
Will Find of Interest.

AN ACT to reduce internal revenue taxa-
tion, and for other purposes.

Be it Enacted by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the United States of
America in Congress assembled, That the
taxes herein specified imposed by the laws
now in force be, and the same are hereby re-
pealed, as hereinafter provided, namely:
On capital and deposits of banks, bankers,
and pational banking associations, except
such taxes as are now due and payable; and
on and after the first day of July, eighteen
hundred and eighty-three, the stamp tax
oh bank checks, d:afts, orders and vouch-
ers, and the tax on matches, perfumery,
medicinal preparations, and other articles
im by schedule A following section
thirty-four hundred and thirty-seven of the
revised statutes: Provided, That no draw-
back shall be allowed upon articles em-
braced in said schedule that shall be #x-
perted on and after the first day of July,
eighteen hundred and eighty-three: Pro-
vided further, That on and after May
fifteenth, eighteen hundred and eighty-
three, matches may be removed by manu-
facturers thereof from the place of manu-
facture to warehouses within the United
States without attaching thereto the stamps
required by law, under such regulations as
may be prescribed by the commissioner
of internal revenue. .

Sec. 3. That on and after the first day
of May, eighteen hundred and eighty-
three, dealers in leaf tobacco
shall annually pay twelve dollars;
dealers in manufactared tobacco shall pay
two dollars and forty cents; all manufae-
turers of tobacco shall pay six dollars;
manufacturers of cigars shall pay six dol-
lars; peddlers of tobacco, snuff, and cigars
shall pay special taxes, as follows: Ped-
dlers of the first class, a8 now defined by
law, shall pay thirty dollars; peddlers of
the second class shall pay fifteen dollars;

peddlers  of the third class
shall pay seven dollars and
twenty cents; and peddlers of the

fourth class shall pay three dollars and
sixty cents. Retail dealers in leaf tobacco
shall pay two hundred and fifty dollars,
and thirty cents for each dollar on the
amount of their monthy sales in excess of
the rate of five hnndred dollars per annum:
Provided, That farmers and producers of
tobacco may sell at the place of production
tobacco of their own growth and raising
at retail dire>tly to consumers, to an
amount not exceeding one hundred dollars
annually.

BSee. 3. That hereafter the special tax of
a dealer in manufactured tobacco shall not
be required from any farmer, planter, or
lumberman who furnishes such tfobacco
only as rations or supplies to his laborers
or employes in the same manner as other
supplies are furnished by him to them:
Provided, That the aggregate of the sup-
plies of tobaeco so by him furnished shall
not exceed in quantity one hundred pounds
in any one special tax year; that is, from
the first day of May in any year nntil the
thirtieth of April in the next year: And
provided further, That such farmer, plant-
er, or lumberman shall not be, at the time
he is furnishing such supplies, engaged in
the general business of selling dry goods,
groceries, or other similar supplies in the
manner of a merchant or storekeeper to
others than his own employes or laborers.

Sec. 4. That on and after May first,
eighteen hundred and ¢ighty-three, the in-
ternal taxes on snuff, smoking, and manu-

factured tobacco, shall be eight cents
per pound; and on cigars
which shall be manufae-

tured and sold or removed for consumption
or sale on and after the first day of May,
eighteen hundred and eighty three, there
shall be assessed and collected the follow-
ing taxes, to be paid by the manufacturer
thereof: On cigars of all descriptions,
made of tobacco or any aubstitute therefor,
three dollars per thousand; on cigarettes
weighing not more than three pounds per
thousand, fifty cents per thousand; on ci-
garettes weighing more than three pounds
per thousand, three dollars per thousand:
Provided, That on all original and un-
broken factory packages of smoking and
manufactured tobacco and snuff, cigars,
cheroots, and cigarettes held by manufac-
turers or dealers at the time such reduc-
tion shall go into effect, upon which the
tax has been paid, there shall
be allowed a drawback or rebate of the full
amount of the reduction, but the same
shall not apply in any case where the
claim has not been presented within sixty
days following the date of the reduction;
and such rebate to manufacturers may be
paid in stamps at the reduced rate; and
no claim shall be allowed or drawback
paid for a less amount than ten dollars.
It shall ‘be the duty of the Commissioner
of Internal Revenue, with the approval of
the Secretrary of the Treasury, to adopt
such rules and regulations and to pre-
scribe and furnish such blanks and forms
as may be neccessary to carry this section
into effect.

Sec. 5. That from and after the pas-
sage of this act every manufacturer of to-
bacco and snuff shall, in addition to all
other requirements of law, print on each
package, or securely affix by pasting on
each package containing tobacco or snuff
manufactured by or for him, a label on
which shall be printed the number of the
manufactory, the district and state in
which it is situated, and these words:

NOTICE.

The manufacturer of this tobacco, has
complied with all requirements of law.
Every person is cauntioned, under penalties
of law, not to use this package for tobacco
again.

* * * * * Wyt

See. 13. That the repeal of existing laws
or modifications thereof embraced in this
act shall not affect any act done, or any
right aceruing or accrued, or any suit or
proceeding had or commenced in any civil
cause, before the said repeal or modifica-
tions; but all rights and liabilities under

said laws shall continue and may be en-|P°

forced in the same manner as if said repeal
or modifications had not been made, nor
shall said repeal or modifications in any
manner affect the right to any office, or
change the term or tenwre thereof. Any
offenses committed, and all penalties or
forfeitures or liabilities incurred under
any statute embraced in or changed, mod-
ified, or repealed by this act may be pros-
ecuted and punished in the same manner
and with the same effect as if this act had

not been All acts of limitation,
whether applicable to eivil causes and pro-
i or to the prosecution of offenses
or for the recovery of penalties or forfeit-
ures embraced in or modified, or
repealed by this act, shall not be affected
thereby; and all suits, proceedings, or
prosecutions, whether civil or criminal, for
causes arising or acts done or committed

prior to the passage of this act, may be
commenced and prosecuted within the

same time and with the same effect as if
this act had not been passed.
