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FINANCE & COMMERCE.

St. Paul, March 21.—The increase
of business throughout tha city was
not as great during the week as
it was anticipated itwould be, on account
of the cold snap that struck us last Satur-
day, sanding the mercury on one or two
occasions down to nine or ten below. Not-
withstanding this, business has been
gradually increasing, though mainly on
orders. Alldepartments of trade are im-
proving, though not to the same degree as

they would had not the cold wave reached
us. Quotations have not changed
much during the week either,
so that generally speaking the
price of merchandise remains about the
same, while the changes that are made are
not important. Flour has remained quiet
and pretty regular. The grain market dur-
ing the week has been dull and during the
whole week was gradually but surely de-
clining. For wheat there has been but lit-
tle demand. Corn and oats have been
quiet, though during the last part of the
week there was some increase in the in-
quiry for oats. Barley is quiet. Ground
feed and bran have been pretty
steady, and all along there has
been some demand. Baled hay
has been in moderate demand, but the
market closed quiet on light demand. Re-
ceipts of wild hay were liberal but timo-
thy was scarce. Butter is absolutely a
drug in tho market. There is nothing
doing in it at all, there is no call for it and
the market is overrun with offerings at Gc
for round lots. Most of all the butter now
on hand will have to be sold for from C to
Sc per pound to get rid of it. Eggs have
been as low as 16c, but under the influence
of Easter they advanced to 19,0*200 and
are strong at that. Fruits are improving,
but less rapidly than any other, depart-
ment owing to the cold snap which placed
an embargo on the business. Hides
are rath slow and weak. Dressed meats-
strong. Cattle in fairsupply. Hogs fair
supply for the demand. No live hogs
coming in. Cattle supply fair with firm
prices. In dry goods there is a fair busi-
ness withunchanged prices. Lumber is
active. Furs, finished iron and steel,
leather and hardware are unchanged. In
drugs, paints and oils there is an active
business. Lard oil has advanced slightly;
so have ipecac powder and oil anise, while
oil sassafras h as declined. In wholesale
groceries trade keeps well up and the de-
maud is good. Changes in quotations
this week are very few indeed. Generally
prices are firm and business satisfactory.
Alldealers agree that collections though
not very bad are not very good,' and
are behind what they ought to be at this
season of the year. Money is in very act-
ive demand, while country collections are
poor, and there is general complaint
among merchants about collections. Banks
are making such loans only as they feel
they cannot refuse.
