Bill Xye's Recipes.

To remove oils, varnishes, resins, tar,
oyster soup, current jeily and other se-
léetions from the bill of fare, use hen-
zine, soap and chloroform cautiously
witn whitewash-brush and garden hose.
Then hang on wood-pile to remove the
pungent efiiuvia of the benzine.

To clean ceilings that have been
smeared by kerosene lamps or the fra-
grance from fried salt pork, remove the
ceiling, wash thoroughly with borax,
trrpentine and rain-water, then hang on
w.i clothes-line to dry. After, pulver-
ize and spread over the pie-plant bed
for spring wear.

To remove starch and ronghness from
fiat-irons, hold the iron on a grindstone
for twenty moments or so, then wipe off
carefully with a rag.

A Jealous Husband Kills His Wife and
Himself at Washington, D. C.

RECK OF PRIZE FIGITER BEROKEN.

HORRIBLE MUEDER AND SUICIDE.

WasmNcron, D. C., April 3.—Frederick
Defronville, a former member of thesignal
corps, to-night shot and killed his wife and
then killed himself, at his wife’s home in
East Washington. Defronville and his
wife separated aboui eight months since,
the woinan refasing to live with him on
account of his intemperate habits. Mrs,
Defronville, who was a Dane, has been em-
ployed as a translator inthe agricultural

department, and lived alone. This even-
ing Defronville went to the house and de-

manded admittauce. DBeing refused
he started to break in the dcor, when his
wife sent &« man who was in the house
through the back entrance fora policeman.
Before he returned Defronville had broken
in the door and killed his wife and him-
self. No one witnessed ths tragedy, but
when the neighbors were alarmed by the
pistol shots and entered the house, they
found Mrs. Detfronville dead, shol through
the brain, and her murderer lying dead be-
sids her, with the revolver in his hand.
The motive of the deed is supposed to
have been ihe jealounsy of Defronville. and
kis wife’s refasal to live with him.
SHOT IN A QUARREL OVER A WANTON.

Sr. Lovrs, April 3.—Jast before 2 o’clock
this morning a bloody tragedy was enacted
at the house of Mrs. Theresa Pretiyman,
1125 Paine street. Albert or Burt Wing
shot and kilied Joe Glenn, a clerk in a dry
goods store, in the presence of Essie
Davis, a woman of the town. Wing and
the woman came here a short time ago
from Greenville, Ky., and Davis became an
inmate of tho house of Mattie Roberts.
Hers she made the acquaintance of Glenn.
The latter yesterday engaged a room at
Prettyman’s, and late ‘n the cvening, with
Glenn and Davis, went there. Wing had
became jealons of Glenn, who divided the
woman’s affections with him, and went to
the house and found them together. He
upbraided Glenn for his treachery, and
suddenly pulled a revolver and shot
him twice in the head, killing
him almost instantly. Wing rushed
from the house but was soon
arrested. The Davis woman was also
lodged in the calaboose. Wing claims the
shooting was done in self defeuse and that
Glenn drew a revolver, that a struggle en-
sued for its possession and that he secured
it and fired. Bat the woman says Wing
shot Gleun deliberately. The whole party
lived at Owensboro, Ky. The reai name
of the woman is said to be Mary Eaves,

Albert Wing is a young brother of Hon.
L. Ramsey Wing, who was United States
minister to Ecuador under Grant’s admin-
istratior. Joe Glenn was the son of a to-
bacconist of Carrolltoly, Ky., and Mary
Eaves, alias Davis, is the daughter of Judge
Eaves of that place. She iz a Mrs. Ringa,
Lat has left her husband and two children.
She now confirms the story of the shooting
as told by Wing.

THE TEWKSBURY ALMSHOUSE HORROR.

Bosron, April 3.—The investigation ef
the management of the Tewksbury alms-
house, was resumed this morning. Miss
Fanning testified that she got so much a
piece for iramsporting boxes, the conteuts
of which she did not know. She took up
the busineas after the dcath of a brother
who was previously engaged in it. Thos.
Marel, Jr., paid fer this work. The latter
thought it wouid be inconvenient to have
ths work dous by any one else. Gov. Bat-
ier examimed the witness very sharply and
endeavored fe muke her acknowledge
sho knew what was transported, but the
witness wounld not acknowledge that she
had been paid as late az last November,
and that tnerc have been boxes transport-
ed since.

Mrs, Charlotie A. Thomas, of Andover,
iu charge of certain departments of the
almshouse, testified:

Dr. Psasze.a female doctor who treated the
patients, evidently did not know the busi-
mess. Three putiemts lost their lives un-
der her treatment. The investigation ad-
journed until to-morrow.

The suit was not
ovposed, It arose out of the shooting of
Frank T. Iglehart by Tevis as he was leav-
ing a notorious establishment in company
with the latter's wife, Iglehart was wound-
ed in the arm and until recentiy was an
inmate of a hespital here. All parties are
highly connected.,

TO BE LET OFT.

MrLwaTkeg, April 3.—General Thomes
Reyunolds, late pension agent at Madison,
who frandulently cbtained §5,000, will es-
cape punishment. The United States at-
torney at Madison having received a letter
from Attoracy General Brewster, aathoriz-
ing him to enter a noile prosejyui, when
the case comes up, provided Reynclis re-
turns the amount taken.

NECE BROKEN IN A PRIZE TIGHT.

Dusnors, Pa., April 3.—In a priza fight
here last evening between Mike McLaugh-
iin and Martin Linksy, miners, six
rounds were fought. In the last romud
both men clinched and fell, Linksy break-
ing his neck in the fall, which resulted in
instantansous death. MecLaughlin gave
himself up to the authorities. The partic-
ipants in the fight were not over eighteen
years of ago.

SENTENCED TO EIGHTEEN YEARS.

Langaages in India.

The number of spoken langna in
India is said to be 243, and,g;x‘mmin r
dinlects, 549, Translations of the Bible,
or part of it, exist in about seventy or
eighty of these languages and dialeets,
but those who have a Christian litera-
ture are much fewer. Some half a dozen
of the leading tongues—Urdu, Hindoo,
Bengali, Mahrati, Tamil and Telugu—
possess a number of Christian volumes
of all sorts, the result of haif a contury
or more of labor, but the rest are very
destitute, and a most formidable under-
taking it will be to make them snything
else. The English language ought to
be simplified and then made the ono
wedinm of communication in all {he
Bast, The rapidity with which its nse is
growing in India under the send oys-
tem of education in that tongue in both-
Government and mission schoals is ol
most startling, In the last twentv-two
years the Madras University alono has
examined about 25,000 candidates for
the matriculation examination, ail of
them possessing a fair knowledge of Fi-
glish. As many as 8,000 or 10,000 can-
didates go up now annually for this ex-
amination in three great universities of
India, and English is the chief language
used. This stream of influence year by
year is telling very strongly upon the
country, more so than many suspect,
The Indian Mirror, a native paper,
said the other day :

““Foreigners can hardly realize the
extent to which the English language is
spoken and written by the educated
clisses in India, almost superseding in
some instances the use of the vernacn-
Jars, When educated Hindoos meet
they talk English ; when they write lot-
ters to each other, they show a decided
preference for the Eng{is o

Paris Oysters.

It always made me mad to see
a Frenchman sit down to a plate of raw
French oysters—for when he did so he
did it with an eir which seemed to de-
clare that of all countries none save
France cculd raise an oyster, and none
save Frenchmen knew how to eat an
oyster. Yet the poor creatures, in all
their self-conceit, sat thus before a plate
of thin, coppery bivalves with naught of
condiment before them, save salt, pep-
per and vinegar. And I was obliged
to gaze on all this ignorant pomposity,
as to the oyster, with visions ~before my
eyes of the palatial oyster suloons in
New York, Philadelphia, Baltimore and
Washington, where human culinary <kill
has renched 1ts highest flight in dealing
with | . oyster; and the *‘roast,” ¢ pan
roast,” ‘‘fried,” ‘fried in ecrumbs,”
‘‘fried in batter,” ¢ plain stew,” ¢ box
stew,” “ Boston stew” and “ breil.” all
attest to the range and scope of Ameri-
can ingenuity in dealing with the king of
bivalves. And to regard these conceited
Frenchmen looking as if they had
reached the acme of human perfection
in dealing with the oyster, when entirely
ignorant of America’s triumph in oyster
cooking, and I unable to beat the
vestige of an idea into their vainglorious
brains! —Paris lefter.

Don’t Use Big Werds,

In promulgating your esoteric cogita-
tions, or articulating superficial senti-
mentalities and philosophical or psycho-
logical ovservations, beware of platitudi-
nous ponderosity. Let your conversation
possess a clarified conciseness, compacted
comprehensibleness, coalescent consist-
eney and a concatenated cogency. Es-
chew all conglomerations of flatulen:
garrulity, jejune babblement and asinine
affectations. Let your extemporancouns
descantings and unpremeditated expa-
tiations have intelligibility and veracious
vivacity, without rhodomontade or thra-
sonical bombast. Sedulously avoid aw
polysyllabic profundity, pompous pro-
lixity, psittaccous vacaity, ventrilognial
verbosity and vaniloquent vapi(cllity.
Shun double entendres, prurient jocosity
and pestiferous profanity, obscurant or
apparent.
