A COURIER FOR NAPOLEON.

Charles Jlartcl's Side From Warsaw to
Paris.

[Philadelphia Record.]
"Ionce enjoyed the high honor of carry-

ing letters from the Emperor Napoleon to i
Josephine," yesterday remarked Mr. I
Charles Martel, a French wigmaker, at No. \
B02 Walnut street. Mr. Martel, a venerable !
looking gentleman, who is in his ;

eighty-fourth year, feels very proud of the j
service rendered his commander in chief j
on that occasion. Whenever he can bo !
persuaded to talk ofthe affair his wrinkled j
countenance lights up with emotion and ;
the old man relates with" evident pleasure ;

the particulars of how he came to be!
selected courier and how well he discharged j
the task assigned him.

Mr. Martel was rather disposed to evade
the interrogatories of his visitor at first,;
but ho was eventually prevailed upon to j
tell the story. "The emperor was advanc- j
ing upon Moscow at the time I speak of, \
which was in the early part of the year ]
1812," Mr.Martel began. "The army had ar-
rived at Warsaw when Napoleon issued an |
order for a courier to instantly set out for
France. Iwas but thirteen years of ago
at the time and was a drummer boy in th.
fourth regiment of Hussars. Onr general
came to me knowing that I was a good
horseman, and told me that the emperor
wanted to see me. Upon being led into
the presence of Napoleon I found three
other soldiers there, who had also been rec-
ommended by their respective generals
to act as couriers. His excel-
lency had summoned the four of us
in order to seo for himself and make his
own selection. When I entered the camp
Napoleon smiled, and, turning to my gen-
eral, asked: "Do you think the boy will
do?" Though Iwas only a lad and knew
nothing ofthe contemplated mission be-
yond the fact that there was a long dis-
tance to be covered on horse bock, Iwas
ambitious to bo selected. You may imag-
ine how my heart leaped when my
superior vividly recommended lo the Em-
peror the tricks ho had seen me perform
with several of the cavalry men's horses. I
had learned to ride well, and even at the
age of 13I could manage a horso as well
as anybody. Napoleon appeared some-
what pleased at the recommendation of my
general, and remarked: "Ho will do.' He
then selected another man, much older
than Iwas, because at the time it was cus-
tomary to send two couriers by different
routes with tho fame messages, for fear
that ifone were dispatched the letter would
not reach its destination. After dismissing
the other two soldiers my comrades andother two soldiers my eomrades and I
remained to receive our instructions. When
all was ready and we were aboat to mount
our horses, Napoleon said: "I think the
boy will arrive first , though his route is
nine miles longer." Such encouraging
words from the emperor of France fairly
st.- me wild, and 1 resolved to hand my
packet of letters to Josephine before my
companion, though I should fall dead at
the feet of tho lady ths moment aftei
doing so.
