Chinese Labor in Less Demand.
[8an Francisco Alta. ]

Chinese labor is becoming something of
a drug in the market. The passage of the
immigration act did not have the antici-
pated effect of giving all the Chinese on
American soil steady work and high wages.
Since the check imposed upon the supply
of Chinese labor, it has not become scarce
or valuable in the market, but owing to a
number of causes that were hardly expect-
ed there seems to be less demand for it
than ever before. Chinese are being dis-
charged from the mines, and they fail to
find employment when they flock to the city.
It is said there are now more of them
walking about unemployed in San Fran-
cisco than ever before. A few weeks ago
the heaviest contractor on the Northern
Pacific stated in an interview at Portland
that he did not consider Chinese labor
really cheap, and that he was satisfied he
could employ Scandinavians with more
profit. The latest set-back received - the
“little brown man,” and one of the worst,
is the announcement that Onderdonk, the
contraclor who is bailding the western end
of the Canadian Pac:fic, after a fair trial
of the Chinese, haf concluded to dispense
with them and employ white men, of
whom he has already engaged 4,000,
