the ipark commission, and that body hav-
ing elected him as president, he acecorded
the Journal the following interview yester-
day:

He believed that parksshould be selected
which are very easy of access. The ex-
pense of five cents to reach a park would
be an objection to many who had families
of five or more, and who would be obliged
to pay ten cents to go and return. He fa-
vored the Yale tract for a park. He want-
ed one large park and numerous small. He
believed in parks for the poor. When the
rich man wants to go and get a breath of
fresh air he can take his horse and go into
the country, but poor people want parks

where they can get to thom with-
out cost Referring to the bencfitsof a
park  system, Mr. Loring said

that in Chicago he drove out Michigan av-

enue, which was turned over t» the park

commission one year ago, and property
has increased from $100 to $450 per foot,
up to Thirty-fifth street,and on the next
parallel sireet property has not aivanced
a cent in ten years. Other cities corrobo-
rate the evidence of the value of a system
of boulevards. In Baltimore I saw a track
which for years laid as the Yale tract did.
Its owner would not let people come on it,
even to sit nnder the shade of the trees,
but when he died thecity took itand
it isa handsome park. Mr. Loring also
favored drives around the lakes with
small parks here and there. He thought
the parks could be secured with
out cost to the city, and their value would
be incalculable. He referred to ths
Chicago commission, which received no
pay and which had never been suspected
of doing wrong. They are appointed,and
Mr. Loring thought that here the judge of
the court should have the appointment of
our commission. When you get the parks
into politics you must have the bill re-
pealed. A member of the New York com-
mission had warned him that the members
shounld start out by belisving that they
know nothing about parks. Get an archi-
tect, alandscape gardener, said he,and rely
upon him as you would upon ar archi-
tect to build your house. Of course ideas
of the members may be introduced. The
opinion in New York is that the property
has been enhanced in value by the parks
more than the amount ef bonds issued.
In Chicago the commission has sole charge
of Michigan avenue. They have macada-
mized it and they assess the taxes, keep all
heavy traffic off the street, have police con-
trol of it, and in fact have all the powers
they would if they owned it.

Being asked as to whether he would fa-
vor getting the land at once and improv-
ing it as fast as possible, Mr. Loring said
he would prefer to examine the bill before
expressing an opinion.

medicinal, scientific or mechanical pur-
poses, 5. The ordinance also specifies
the price for hackmen for each passenger
over twelve years of age per mile at 25
cents; belween the ages of five and twelve,
15 cents; for hack per hour, with privilege
of driving to various places and stopping
as long as passengers may choose, §1. The
ordinance prohibits gaming in any saloon
or room under the control of the owner, and
forbids any lewd character to be employed
in or allowed to visit any saloon. No von-
cert or theater can be heid in any rooms
where liquors are sold except under the
management of local societies. Most of
the featnres of the license ordinance were
identical with that of last year.
vides that upon first conviction of a
violation of the ordinance the muniecipal
court may,and upon second couviction
must revoke the license.

Upon motion of Ald. Glenn the rules
were suspended and the ordinance was
given a second reading for the purpose of
smendment.

Relative to section 2 Ald. Waitt
thought matters were decidedly mixed and
moved that it be stricken out.

Ald. Nelson thought such’action would
kill the ordinance. The motion was lost.

Section 3 fixes the rates. Ald. Hashow,
as a member of the committee on license,
rose to explain his position.
