The Stéckholders Ratify.

New Yorx, April 21.—The stockholders
of the Western Union Telegraph company
to-day ratified the lease of the Mutual
Union Telegraph company’s line in ac-
cordance with the ruling of the court.
There was only one dissenting voice, and
that came from Josiah C. Reiff, the holder
of 100 shares of Western Union stock,who,
through counsel, entered a protest against
the vote being taken. With the exception
of this protest Reiff took no active part in
the meeting. The votes in favor of ratify-
ing the lease amounted to 612,586, out of
a total of 800,000 shares. The same
votes were also cast in favor of a contract
dated May 7, 1881, for the lease of the
lines and property of the Northwestern
Telegraph company; the Wisconsin cor-
poration; for the International Ocean
Telegraph company, which has under con-
trol the cables to Cuba; the Gold & Stock
Telegraph company; the American Tele-
graph and Cable company, which has two
cables to Europe, and the Continental
Telegraph company, whose system of wires
connects New York and Washington. The
contracts for the purchase of the lines of
the Michigan Telegraph company were
approved.
