Washington, May 20.—Postmaster Gen-
eral Gre?hain has issued new regulations
inregard to sub-contracts on star routes.
These regulations will take the place of
those in force since 1879. The now regu-
lations provide that contractors must in
all cases secure the permission of the
postmaster general before making a sub-
contract on any route. The application
to sub-Jet must bo made separately for
each route, specifying the number and
terminal points thereof. A sub-contract
must be executed for service upon the
whole route and for a period not less than
one year, or for the balance of the contract
term, when less than one year,and itmust
be tiled by the contractor in the office
of the second assistant postmaster general
within thirty days after the tim9when
service is to begin under it. Itmust be

executed in the form prescribed by the
postmaster general, and must specify the
rate to be paid per annum under itincase
the service shall be changed, must stipe-
late that the sub-contractor shall assume
liability for lines and deductions, and that
he shall receive pro rata of the one month's
extra pay allowed the contractors for cur-
tailment, reduction or discontinuance of
service. The lib-contractor mast be a
resident of a locality upon or contiguous
to tho route. The evidence of payment of
a sub-contractor by a contractor must be the
receipt of the sub-contractor, attest-
ed by a postmaster at a terminus of the
route sub-let on a form prescribed by the
second assistant postmaster general.
Should itbecome necessary to file a copy
of a sub-contract such copy must bo certi-
fied to be n. tree copy of the original by a
postmaster at one of the termini of the j
rontc iiiereon sub-let. No
sab-contract can be recognized unless
roadvj with the original contractor.

FBAUDULENT LAND EN'TBIES.

On March last, Secretary Teller directed
the commissioner of the general" land of-
fice to investigate certain alleged fraudu-
lent pre-emption cash entries of land in
the Denver district of Colorado, and H. C.
St. John was detailed to perform the ser-
vice. From his report it appears that a
careful examination of the lands fails to
disclose any evidence of improvement or
residence, and that the pre-emptors im-
mediately after entry, conveyed their
lands to Gideon Taylor, reputed to be a
wealthy cattle owner, and dealer. The
lands embraced in the specified entries are
not suitable as a whole for farming pur-
poses, but are chiefly "valuable for grazing
purposes, the ownership'of which controls
p- large area of public lands in that local-
ity now inclosed with a post and barbed
wire fence. The commissioner of the gen-
eral land office in transmitting the report
to the secretary says: "Itseems to be ,ev-
idonl from the report and other papers
that all of said entries were fraudulent and
illegal, and made for speculative pur-
poses." The secretary, concurring in the

of the commissioner, has transmit-
ted copies of the papers in the case to At-
torney General Brewater, recommending
that criminal proceedings be instituted

against tho pre-emptors and suits tovacate
the patents forlands issued them, for, in
his judgment such proceedings and suits
can be maintained. These entries are said
to be the ones referred to by Senator Hill,
in his letter of April30, addressed to Sec-
retary Teller. It would, therefore, ap-
pear that the matter was being investigat-
ed when Senator Hill wrote his letter.

THE COLOR LINE.

The VirginiaEpiscopal Council Commit-
tee, Composed of White and Black Min-
isters, Report A^aiust Colored Bishops—
Interesting Opinion on ltace Relation-
ship.

Richmond, Va., May 19.
—

Inthe Virginia
Episcopal council to-day, a committee re-
ported on the subject of the bishop's ad-
dress in relation to thu relations of that
church to the colored people of the United
States, as follows:

We believe that the true, the only bolu
tion to our church's relation to the colored
race is to be found in giving them the
right, and encouraging them to exercise
the right to tho separate organization they
have a6ked, and it is natural that they
should request separate congregational
organization. The race difficulty, in a
local point of view, is a real one. The col-
ored people recognize itas clearly as the
white, and are prepared to act according-
ly. A white pastor to a colored congrega-
tion is not and cannot be such a
pastor as the congregation demands, and
raally needs. He may visit the homes of
the people, he may go in and out of their
families, but there is no free, unrestrained
recognition of their families by the bar-
rier between his family and the families
of the congregation, which render that in-
tercourse unreal. Itis by no means a mv- j
tual recognition. Our white congregations
have no intention of asking colored men
to be their rectors. Itis not a spirit of
resentment, but a desire for more than a
semblance of church relationship. That
the colored people willask that their pas-
tor shall be of their own race, what is true
of their own congregations, in its princi-
ple, is true of the larger congregation.
The intercourse between the
white and colored ministers and
laymen incouncils and convention, is not,
while they are so few innumber and their
churches so feeble as not to have a lay
representation

—
itvery surely willnot h&

as real as itout to be. There is cordial
welcome to every colored man who enters
onr council, but all of us know that, under
the'present csiiditien of things our colored
brethren, though*£they have every right
upon this floor, we do not feel that they
have the same measuro cf influence which
we would all desiro for them. However
much this or any olher diocese might need
a bishop, and however grati-
fied* intellectually and religiously
the colored men might be., whom we could
find, we 1-niw we would novei[j make a
choice of a colored bishop to go in and
out amongst onr families and congrega-
tions. We prefer white men for the earns
reason 1hit the other race would take the
colored man, rather th.in an Indian. We
submit that, in order to have this work
thoroughly done, there must be a thorough
organization and such organization^ will
not make this body of our population feel
that they are merely patronized. We trust
the council will agree with us, that
our deputies to the general
convention willuse their best efforts to
have colored people encouraged to prepare
for an organization which willbe their own,
subject of course to the general conven-
tion, but independent and separate and un-
der the fostering care of the general church,
to design and execute for themselves such
plans as should conduce to their moral and
spiritual well being.

The report is signed by the three colored
ministers on the committee, the commit-
tee stating that especial regard was had to
the carrying out of the views of the col-
ored members.

CHOOK HEARD FROM.

In the Sierra Madras Looking for the
Apaches— AProtect Against Ills Opera-
tions.
Tombstone, A. T,May 19.— follow-

ing information is direct from the head-
quarters of the army of operations against
the Indians dated Apo^aar, Sonora, May
13: On Tuesday evening last a courier ar-
rived fromBavispe with a communication
from Lieut. Pario? stating that Crook had I
reached there the sth with 200 Apache sol-
diers and one hundred American and Mex-
ican troops. Crook obtained guides from
the military commander of the town to
conduct his force to where Garcia had his
late light. Next day be departed to Sierra
Madras via Guacheria. The command
was accompanied by forty pack mules
laden with provisions to last a
long period. The main body of
Crook's force numbering 500 camped at
Alamohuers, twenty leagues with Janos.
Itis stated that had Lieut. Parros consult-
ed with Heady before giving Crook a
guide, none would have been furnished, on
the ground that Crook's entry was a vio-
lation of the treaty. Crook made all his
preparations deliberately, and had the
sympathy of the Mexican pepulation. By
return courier Col. Bandota, now com-
manding, wrote Crook remonstrating in
corteous, decided language, that his action
was an infraction of the treaty. Neither
Bandota or Garcia, lately in command
have received instructions as to what
Crook, by consent of tho government; is
permitted to do. Bandota he
sayß, will oblige all American
military forces to adhere to articles of the
treaty. When Bandota received news of
Crook's arrival at Bavospe, he took im-
mediate steps to guard against the Indians
making another raid ifdriven out of the
mountains by Crook. Many familiar with
the Apaches state Crook willnet be able
to find the Indians. If they learn of his
approach they willscatter intosmallbands,
and [hide in ;mpenet aYe fattne^es.
Others confidently state that Crook will
not be able to bring them to a fight be-
cause the Indians exhausted nearly fill
their ammunition in Saroia'a fight.

WIND ANDFLOOD.
FUtITHERDETAILSOr THE CYCLONE

INMISSOURIANDILLINOIS.

The List of Casualties Increasing— Dead
wood Visited by a Destructive Flood—
Damage Kgtlmated :u $700,000— Fires
and Railroad Arcldents.

St. Louis, Mo., May 20.—Additional de-
tails gathered from various sources show
the tornado last Fridayjnight plowed
its way through three counties inMissouri,—

Montgomery, Warren and St. Charles —
and besides destroying a large amount of
property, killed and wounded over twenty
persons. The largest amount of destruc-
tion! seems to have been wrought in St.
Charles county, where the storm swept
along south of the Wabaeh railroad, level-
ing to the ground nearly everything inits
path, and leaving nothing but devestation
and ruin in its track. The principal
losses in addition to those reported last
night are the farm houses of Joseph Post,
Wm. Henis, George Jenkins, Jessie John-
son, E. T. Wolff, C. C. Allen, W. Water, O.
P. Abbington and Henry Mercer. Doug-
lass Luckett, his wife and two daughters

'
were severely injured. At the house of
John Jenkins, which was ruined and part
of itcarried away, Mr. Jenkins was killed,
two sons seriously injured, two daughters
badly injured, andJohn Lowry a good deal
bruised. Inthe neighborhood ofFlaristee,
St. Charles county, and thence intoWarren
county for about fifteen miles,
the line of the storm is traced
by the followingwrecks: James Brooks',
house and outbuildings destroyed; Thomas
Mills, «ditto; M. J. Youug, house unroofed
and badly wrecked; John Glassford, resi-
dence torn to pieces, and John Glussford
and Mrs. Glassford slightly injured; N. S.
Pringle, dwelling unroofed and outhouse
destroyed; Wm. Spiers, residence and all
outbuildings blown away and Spiers and
Ira Sherman severely hurt, Mrs. N. P. Par-
son, thrown down; George P. Strong,dwell-
ing and outhouses and a large peach or-
chard destroyed; Mrs. Strong seriously, and
Hiss Strong slightly hurt; Joseph Burling-
ame, allbuildings carried away;John Meir,
everything gone, and one of his children
injured; IS. Oney and R. Johnson, houses
down; John Pan!; rut, houso gone; P. John-
Bon, all buildings down and salf and wife
wounded; D.Brick, home demolished; C.
C. Allen, allhis buildings and machinery
destroyed and stock killed; David Cole-
man, elegant residence and outbuildings
swept away. Besides these, more than a
score ofbuildings were unroofed or other-
wise damaged and no end of fence and
other property destroyed. On Dog prairie
near Richland station on tho Keokuk rail-
road the splendid country residence, fino
barns and granaries of Elisha McTee and
Leo Ilayden wero almost utterly destroyed
entailing a loss of at least §20,000 to

'
each gentleman. Mr.McTee was injured.
The dwelling and outhouses of Conrad
Short near Richland and two houses be-
longing to Mrs. Isenbrand on Allen
prairie were carried away, and fences torn
down. On Loutre island in the Missouri
river near Herman, a number of miles
southwest of any of the above named
places the storm totally destroyed the
dwellings and outhouses of Wm. Maxey,
Mr. Wm. Kelmeyer, Wm. Hatwick, J. C.
Whitesides and Henry Van Willick. No
estimate has yetbeen made ofthe damage,
but it is very bad, and will no doubt
ran up into the hundred thousands. Sev-
eral persons in describing the storm say
the whirling funnel-shaped cloud looked
like an immense column of mist, and
emitted myriads of electric sparks
which presented a very beautiful appear-
ance.

Over inIllinois the storm raged inabout
the same manner itdidinMissouri. Luck-
ily there is on this side of the Mississippi
riveritstruck no town of much size, but
spent its force upon farm honses, country
residences, growing crops, forests, etc. In
the vicinity of Edwards, 111., on the Indian-
apolis &St. Louis railroad, the residences
of Geo. W. Kinder, Isaac Davis and M.K.
Barnett, were utterly wrecked. At the lat-
ter house, Mr. Barnetfs daughter, Mrs.
Frank Maxey, ofUpper Alton,who was vis-
itingher parents, was instantly killed, and
all other members of the family more or
less injured. A well or the place contain-
ing twenty feet of water, was sucked per-
fectly dry. Wolf's store, at Hammel, a
few miles from Edwardsville, was blown to
pieces and four persons killed,bat their
have net yet been reported.

At Woodsboro a brick school house,
church, and three residences were blown
down and James Charr and wife seriously
injured. The IQSS at and near StauntOD,
previously reported, is estimated at $30,
000, and in the vicinity of Edwardsville
$35,000. InDeWitt county nine houses
were destroyed near Kenny, and several
others in Texas township and three per-
sons, named Clifton, killed and aearly a
dozen badly injured. The house of a man
named McPherson containing six persons,
was liftedinto the air, carried 100 feet and
set down again and nobody received a
scratch.

DKSTBUCTIVE BTOBM AT DEADWOOD.
Dzadtvood, D. T., May 20.

—
A storm be-

gan here yesterday morning with the high-
est water ever known. Whitewood stream
runs through the heart of the city. A
channel was cut 100 yards wide and every-
thing w«nt before the flood. Allthe town
up the gulch is badly damaged. Penning-
tonis entirely gone, the valley flooded and
half of Spearfish washed away. Crook
City is nearly all gone. The water is now
falling, though there is much snow in the
mountains yet. George Chandler and wife
and two unknown men are known to be
drowned. Loss roughly estimated at
$600,000. Rope and basket communica-
tion is established between the two parts
of the city.

Bismakck, D. T., May 20.

The Tribune's
special gives additional facts as to tho
flaod at Deadwood. A heavy snow and
flood was reported Borne days ago in a dis-
patch from Stevenson. At Deadwood ad-
ditional rain had fallen almost every day
for a month, making the roads impassable
and saturating the groand thoroughly with
water. This was followed by a

heavy fall of snow. which
disappeared rapidly under a heavy warm
rain Friday night and Saturday. The
gulches or valleys in the hills are from a
few hundred feet to probably a quarter
mile wide, generally. Deadwood is at the
junction of Whitewood and Deadwood
gulches. Numerous gulches in this case
emptied their accumulations of
water from the mountains
into these two main gulches, and
gave a volume of water that rushed down
the Whitewood inresistless force. Central
City, Anchor City and Golden Gate are on
the Deadwood above. The greater portion
of Central would be above tho flood, but as
for Anchor and Golden Gate, there was no
escape. The gulch is not over 600 feet
wide. Deadwood is a town of 5,000 people,
the main residence portion of the city,
100 to 300 feet above the gulch, and the
main business portion above the danger
line. The portion destroyed was occupied
by cheap tenant houses, third class hotels,
laundries, small traders, sporting honseß,
livery stables, etc. Some of the buildings
were built over the stream, which, at its
ordinary stage, is but a few feet
wide. Its locality was avoided, however,
by tho shrewder interests for the danger
was recognized. In this case timely
warning was given by means of the tele-
phone system existing in the hills and the
most valuable articles were removed. So
far but three bodies have been recovered,
but itis now believed that the loss of life
has been great.

The loss in Deadwood will reach $700,-
--000. Golden Gate, Anchor City, Central
City, Sooth Bend and Crook City
are heavy losers. Several of the mills in
Deadwood Gulch were destroyed, and the
damage to the mines by floods cannot be
replaced for several weeks. Allroads are
impassable.

The watch-
men got freight engine 429 out, but were
unable to save engine 53, a good, large lo-
comotive owned by the New York,West
Shore &Buffalo railroad company. Loss
estimated on building, $30,000; two Pull-
man coaches, $52,000; two locomotives,
$24,000; eighteen passenger coaches. $144,-

Spooner and President Winter of the
Omaha company, who had been on the
field of action all day, gave orders to have
an engine and flat cars got in readiness.
The movement was executed quietly but
quickly, and the moment that the Central
people commenced removing their wreck,
an Omaha engine and flat cars came
steaming down the track, and
with their large force of men would have
laid their track over the crossing. Super-
intendent Carroll, of the Central, saw the
movement of the Omaha people, and was
either afraid of shedding more blood cr
losing a point. He came over to Presi-
dent Winter and Col. Spooner and asked
that further hostilities be suspended until
a conference could be had with President
Colby end General Manager Finney, of
the Central road on Monday. President
Winter and Col. Spooner consented on
the condition tint the Central people
would remove all obstructions from the
crossing which they did at once.
