John Lally was defined under the head
of a '"simple drunk" by Officer Merritt,
and accorded the privilege of paying five
dollars.

Officer Wright found Robert Dawson
asleep behind a downtown brewery, stupid
and helpless from drink. The officer
was obliged to procure help
to take him to the station. In the face of
this evidence, Dawson protested that not
only had he not been drunk, but that he
was a member ijgood standing of a tem-
parance union, and hadn't drank a drop
tor years. His statements were altogether
too romantic and the author was fined five
dollars and five days.

E. J. Drannon, Andrew Hogan and J. H.
Fitzgerald, a trio fromthe lumber camps of
Wisconsin, were charged with drunkenness
and di=orderly conduct about the union
depot. Each denied the impeachment of
lis sobriety and all insisted that any of
them were in the condition alleged. The
hearing of the evidence was continued to
procure the attendance of witnesses.

Several complaints of nuisances were
called and continued one week.

Thomas Barrett, an importation from
Chicago, and just released from the work
house, was again before the court charged
with vagrancy. Some time ago he was
arrested on a warrant sworn out by an un-
fortunate woman whom he had beaten,
and upon trial was convicted and sentenced.
When released from the city caravansary
he came forth with threatenings and
slaughter of those who had been instru-
mental in securing his arrest and punish-
ment. The chief of police stated that the
accused was not a desirable citizen to have
about, and upon his recomnjeudation Bar-
rett was ordered to leave town.

John Johnson and O. G. Alquist, arrest-
ed on Friday evening by Captain Clark for
distressing the peace and good
order of a Seventh street hashery,
feaid they were only toying with each oth-
er, indulging a season of harmless pleas-
antry, as it were, for the amusement of
themiselves and their friendb. From the
evidence of three Swedes, all of whom
spoke English, wonderful to relate, it ap-
peared that Johnson was averse to the
entertainment, but as clay in the hands of
Alqui9t, who led him a dance through the
parlor of the mansion, into the bar room,
the dining room, the kitchen, into the
yard, where he was preparing to finish his
Victim up in one tableau with the usual
accompaniments. At this juncture Cap-' \ tim Clark arrived and Johnson's trip to

1 ikingdom come was temporarily postpon-
;ci. Inview of the facts adduced, the court

considered that justice would be placated
in the payment of $15 by Alqnist and one-
third that amount by Johnson, and co
directed.

Charles MeClure and George Draver
were arraigned for the crime of assault
and battery, alleged to have been com-
mitted upon Ferdinand Steim, employed
as a bell boy at the Metropolitan hotel.
On Wednesday night the defendants were
returning home from the theater, accom-
panied by two young ladies. Both testi-
fied that when they were near the corner
of Third and Washington streets their
ears were saluted by & series of expres-
sions the most vile and infamous known
to the vocabulary of outoaets. They
quickened their footsteps to escape the
disgusting language, but were folowed by
the author of the expletives, who continued
their use. When the Metropolitan was
reached Steim came abreast of McClure
and firing a filthy shot promiscuously,
turned into the hotel. Thereupon the ac-
cused followed Steim and administered a
dose of fiaggellation. Steim, with two ac-
companying witnesses, admited the lan-
guage used by him, which was simply
beastly, but gave as an excuse that it was
not directed toward defendants, and that
its expression was the outgrowth ofa drunk-
en frenzy. The judge assessed a fine of
$25 each, against McClure and Draver,
which was paid, when they left court with
remarks to the effect that it was rather
difficult to determine where the goddess
justice got in her work, ifmen were to pay
penalties for protecting ladies from the as
saotts of which the above was a sample.

Mrs. Scheffer. whose husband conducts
a saloon near the Union mills, obtained a
warrant yesterday morning for
the arrest of Mat and John
Kelley, whom she accuses of assault.
About midnight Friday night they led a
gang of thirsty beer bibbers into her hus-
baua's tap room, and having been served
with two or more rounds of "bock" refus-
ed to settle on a cash basis. The madamo
declined to compromise on any other
terms and the crowd left. When the twain
whom Mrs. S. alleges as the causes of the
effects complained of are arrested, the
story will be continued.
