The .State Bar Association Organized by

Choice of Officers ami Committee*— Fall
Account tit Proceedings.

The initiatory gathering of a large num-
ber ofprominent members of the Minne-
sota state bar at the supreme court rooms
at the state house. April3, in which the
necessity and advisability ofthe formation
of a State Bar association was thoroughly
discussed, and which resulted in the ap-
pointment a committee, of which Attor-
ney General Hahn was chairman, to draft
a constitution and by-laws, who decieed
upon the letter and text of the same
May 30, whic'i was published in the
Globe on the morning of May 31, we
are pleased to chronicle was submitted to
a meeting of forty members of the bar
yesterday, was unanimously adopted and a
fullorganization under said constitution
and by-laws completed.

InNew York, Massachusetts, Vermont,
Illinois, Missouri, Nebraska and other
states of the union these bar associations
have been formed and ha**e been found
not only to work most pleasantly and ad-
vantageously inbringing the members into
better acquaintance and relationship, but
to have given them great benefit by free
interchange of opinion upon legal sub-
jects, and added to this have had marked
effect insecuring the best legal legislation
to these respective states.

The :c of membership is placed at s;l,
with annual dues of $2 per annum after
the first ytar. The association comes to-
gether once a year, on the first day's ses-
sion of the April 'jrm of the supreme
court, for the disc- --.ion of questions of
law, for the companion of opinions, and
the transaction of business, as also for
making choice of delegates to attend the
annual session of the American Bar asso-
ciation, which is held at Saratoga, and is
made up of members from the several
state associations.

The state association meetings wind up
with a speech from the president of the
organization and a banquet, the oral exer-
cises following which are replete with the
highest and most enjoyable interest.

The meeting to complete the organiza-
tion of the Minnesota Bar association con-
vened yesterday morning at 11o'clock, in
the United States court room in the cus-
tom house.

The meeting \fas called to order by Hon
J. N. Castle, ofStillwater, and on motion
W, C. Wiiliston of Red Wing, was elected
chairman and J. N. Castle, secretary.

The report of the committee appointed
at a preliminary meeting, held at the su-
preme court rooms last April, was read
by Hiram F. Stevens of St Paul, and on
motion the same was adopted.

On motion Gen. J. B. Sanborn and
Messrs. Castle and Cole were appointed a
committee on admission.

The members present then applied to
said committee and were reported on fa-
vorably and elected to membership, and
thereupon the association proceeded to
organize by the election of Gordon E.
