SEVENTH STREET.

THE CITIZENS MEET TO PROTEST
AGAINST DELAY IN IM-

PROVEMENTS.

The Council Criticised Because of the Slow
Progress of Work on the Phalen Creek
Fill — Speeches by Messrs. Middleton,
Scheffer, Merrill and Others—A Letter
from P. H. Kelly—A Series ot Strong
Resolutions Adopted.

The mass meeting of citizens residing
on Dayton’s bluff and east of the Seventh
street bridge was held last evening, pur-
suant to adjournment, to consider the
questions of the delay of the city council
in not pushing forward the proposed im-
provensents of the Fourth street tunnel
and the Seventh street fill over Phalen
creek. At an early hour people began to
assemble in the grove at the corner of
Maria avenue and Seventh street, and by
8 o’clock the number present was about
150. Just before dusk Mr. Gustav Wil-
lius mounted a dry goods box and called
the assembly to order, and stated the
object of the call.

On motion James Middleton was elected
chairman, and Mr. D. D. Merrill secre-
tary.

The chairman said it surprised him to
be called to preside. Another man was
expected to fill the position. However, he
would return thanks for the honor. He
briefly explained the object of the meet-
ing. which was to agitate the Seventh
street improvements, and to take steps to
present the matter before the city council,
and urge that bedy to push the work to
early completion.

Mr. Koenig called on Albert Scheffer,
Esq., to address the meeting.

Mr. Scheffer desired to be exensed.
He was not ons of those
who had been instrumental in

issuing the call. He had been invited to
be present and give his views, but he had
had no time to prepare for the occasion
by investigating for facts, He said it had
been stated in the public press by a rep-
resentative thereof (referring to the P. P.
reporter) that this was an “indignation”
meeting, which was the reverse of the fact.
All that it was necessary to do now was to
appoint a committee of five to confer with
the city authorities and railroad compa-
nies interested in the work, make a thor-
ough examination into all facts of the
case, and report at a meeting to be held

one week from this evening, and
if it could be ascertained who
were guilty of the charge of de-

laying the improvements he would be in
favor of giving them something more ef-
fective than bird shot. He was in favor
of a committee and adjournment for one
week.

W. P. Murray. city attorney, was called
for. Hedesired to be excused. He had
come over to listen. and would like to hear
from citizens living in this precinct. He
was satisfied, in his own mind, that if a
committee was appointed to investigate
the caunses of delay they would find that a
satisfactory explanation could be given.
The city government had been hedged in
on all sides by obstacles which were not
yet removed, and which for good reasons,
he was not at liberty to state to the meet-
ing.f

Capt. Burger moved that a committee
of investigation, to consist of five persons,
be appointed by the chair. .
Mr. D. D. Merrill said o far as he knew
the object of this meeting was to impress
upon the city government the importance
of hurrying up the grading of Seventh
street, and commencing work on the “fill.”
The insecurity of the bridge had intensi-
fied public feeling, which had culminated
in this meeting. He believed the council
was in harmony with the spirit of the meet-
ing, but there had been trouble in various
ways. The railway companies were slow
to decide what they wanted under the two
bridges, and there had been trouble to se-
cure the adoption of a grade. The time
will come when we shall be dissatisfied
with the preseut one, but it is the best we
can do now.

P. H. Kelly was called for. The chair-
man stated that Mr. Kelly had been sud-
denly called to Chicago, but had sent to
the committee the following letter, which
he would read:

G. Willius and G. W. Freeman, Com.
Gentlemen : I am obliged to go to Chi-
cago on the noon train to-day and cannot
be with you this evening, but I fully sym-
pathize with the object of your meeting.
The patricts of *76 desired nothing more
than you ask for. namely, representation
for taxation. The citizens of that portion
of the Fifth ward east of the railroads have
no police and no protection from fire,
while the Fourth ward has now under con-
struetion or contract sewers amounting to
$60,000. While we are not disposed to find
fault with what has and is being done for
the other wards of this city, we do most
emphatically protest against our portion
of the Fifth ward being so unjustly dealt
with. The contract for the Seventh street
fill should be let at once.

The street from the end of the present
Seventh street bridge to the Harvester
Works should be at least eighty to 100
feet wide, so as to allow two Street car
tracks in the cenire, with a carriage drive
on each side.

With regard to the water supply I will
say for the boird of water commisioners,
of which body I have the honor of being a
member, that if one-half of the Seventh
street cut is made by the 1st of jSeptember
next, you will have water on your graded
streets, say Maria and Bates avenues, dur-
ing the ¢oming fall,*

L'he road bed through the tunnel should
be paved. and the openings above should
be coverered in such a substantial manner
that trains will not frighten teams passing
below.

In a word, we ask of our “city fathers”
what is just and right, and whatis due us
as citizens and tax-payers.

Before closing this letter I desire to say
that from the best information I can ob-
tain, the delay in this much needed im-
provement is not entirely due. nor should
the blame entirely restupon the common
council,

Ald. van Slyke said he didn’t come over
to make aspeech. He approved, and was
in accord with the suggestions made by
Mr_ Scheffer: find out where the fault is,
and, so far as I can, I will most cheerfully
id incorrecting it.

Mr. F. Willius said five years ago the
citizens of this precinct, to the number of
two hundred or more, petitioned the coun-
cil to give this improvement question the
attention 1t deserved. But no attention
was paid to them, and they were pigeon-
holed. Other .petitions followed, which
received a like fate. There was organized
oppositionin the councilto lay all obsta-
cles in the way of this improvement. He
would be the last man to charge these
things if they were not so. He referred
specially to Alds. Starkey and Van Slyke,
who had done much in favor of the work.
From some data he had he was satisfied
there were obstacles in the way, one of
which was a proposed change ef grade.
The contract for the culvert over Phalen
creek had been let, and he was glad to see
that the stones were now being laid. The
city engineer was at work making plans
for the culvert over the St. Paul & Dulath
road, and when these are done there ought
to be nothing in the way of eompleting
the improvement. He favored the ap-

pointment - of a committee, and was

satisffed a  thorough investigation
would expedite the work. He referred
to the law of 1861 aunthorizing the city to
make this improvement, and cited some
of its provisions which were repealed last
winter.  The railroad companies had
sought io be relieved of their share of the
burden, brt there was no provision to re-
lieve the taxpayers, who had paid their
money.

Capt. Burger here called up the motion
which was adopted, and the chair appoint-
ed the following gentlemen as such com-
mittee:

F. Willius, D. D. Merrill, Jas. Middletor,
J.P. Crippen and’D. W. Freeman; Albert
Scheffer and P. H. Kelly were subse-
quently added to the committee.

Mr. Merrill thought that the contract
for grading from the harvester works
tothe end of the bridge could be let
separately and proceeded with at once,
and asked Mr. Murray’s opinion on that
point.

Mr. Murry could not state until he had
seen the law.

Mr. Middleton said the masonry work
coulq be let in several contracts, but the
grading could only be let in one.

The following preamble and resolutions
W:re then read by Mr., Merrill, and adopt-
ed:

WHEREAS, During all of said time the
many residents of Dayton’s Bluff and all
the vast territory east of said creek have
vir?uall)‘ had no other avenune through
which they could pass to or from the other
portions of said city; through said Seventh
street and such street by reason of its well
known condition and situation as to rail
roads and passing railroad engines and
trains, has during all of said time been
unfit, unsafe and dingerous to travel upor,
and the bridge thereon and over which
parties in traveling such portion of said
street have had to pass has daring all of
said time, as is well known, been unsafe
for use and constantly growing more and
more rotten and unsafe, until the same has
become, and for a time past has been unfit
for use and dangerous to life and property
passing over it, and condemned by engin-
eers of said city as unsafeand so dangerous
that the fire engines of said city could not
pass over the same; and

WaEReas, By reason thereof, and of the
fact that all the fire engines of said city
are located west of such creek, all the vast
improvements and buildings whick are
east of such bridge, in said city, are placed
beyond, and are deprived of the protec-
tion of the fire department of said city.
And the residents of the portion of said
city are unjustly and unlawfally deprived
of that protection as to their lives and
their property, which as citizens and tax-
payers they are entitled too under the
laws; and

Waegeas, In order to enable the city of
it. Paul to make over Phalen’s creek, on

ast Seventh street, in said city, the nec-
essary improvements to meet the then ex -
isting imperative demands of its citizens
and to protect them in their lives and
property, the legislature of this state did
by an act passed in February, 1879, au-
thorize and empower said city to condemn
such lands as might be necessary for the
making of such improvements, and the
said legislatuae by an act passed in March,
1881, did not only specify the kind or char-
acter of the improvements which should
be made on said street, over such creek,
and fully authorize said city to make such
improvements and provide the manner in
which the same should be paid for. But
such legislature did also in and by said act
require and make it the imperative duty of
said city, and of the city council thereof,
to make such improvements within a rea-
sonable time and without unnecessary de-
lay; and

WaerEas, During all of said time, said
city has had full power and authority to
make such necessary improvements to
protect its said citizens in their lives and
property; and during all of said time
said citizens have over and
again, and repeatedly, and in every man-—
ner and form they could think of urged
and begged said city and its common
council to make such improvements and
give them their equal rights and protec-
tions under the laws, nevertheless, as yet,
although many years have elapsed, vir-
tually nothing has been done by said city,
or its common council toward making
such improvement or rendering said street
suitable, safe or fit for use or travel, and

WaEeREAs, The little that has been done
by said city in that direction has been ob-
tained by the greatest endeavors of and
difficulties of the residents and citizens of
that locality; and

WHEREAS, A considerable number of the
members of the common council of said
city have heretofore, on all occasions when
“uch improvement has been under consid-
eration, apparently manifes'ed a disposi-
tion to disregard such acts of the legisla-
ture, and prevent such improvements
being made, and to delay and retard as
much as pessible every move 1n that diree-
tion, instead of obeying the law and the
command therein contained and making
such improvements as therein directed,
without unnecessary delay and within a
reasonable time; and

WhEREAS the said residents and citizens
of the locality east of the said creek have
suflered and endured the unwarrantable
delay and neglect of the said city iu mak-
ing suck improvements for a very unrea-
sonable time and until as they feel, when
they take into consideration the great dan-
ger to their lives and their property, which
they are constantly subjected to by reason
of the neglect and failure of said city and
its common council,to do their simple,
plain and manifest duty in ths premises
patience has long since ceased
to be a virtue; and

WaEereas, The Fourth street tunnel seems
to be the only outlet that can be used by
such citizens until such improvement is
made on said Seventh street, and such tun-
nel, although it has been years since the
construction thereof was commenced, it is
in its present condition more unfit and un-
safe and dangerons for use and travel than
said @ @1 h street; and

WaEereas, The said tunnel could with
comparatively small expense be putin
suitable condition for use while such im-
provement is being made on said Seventh
street, and to make the same safe and fit
for use it is necessary to widen and grade
both Fourth street and Commercial street
and to pave such tunnel and roof the same
its entire length under as well as between
the railroad tracks, and by properly light-
ing the same;

Now, therefore, the said citizens in mass
meeting assembled in view of all the
above facts, do hereby respectfully, yet
most earnestly, resolve and demand as
follows: That such tunnel in said Fourth
street be so put in condition for use and
travel as soon as the same can be, and
with as little delay as possible.

‘That immediately upoa such tunnel be-
ing put in condition and that Seventh
street bridge be forever condemned and
closed up as nnfit and unsafe and dangerons
for use or travel.

Andthat the proper and necessary steps
be taken at once and without delay to
make the improvements in said Seventh
street contemplated provided for and com
manded by said laws.

Resolved further, That this matter is cne
of such urgent and such vital importance
and necessity to the citizens, their lives
and property that we consider it the duty
of the mayor to at once call a special
meeting of the city council for the con-
sideration of this most important busi-
ness.

On motion Gustav Willius, A. Gotzian
and J. J. Lemon were appointed a com-
mittee to present these resolutions to the

city council.

GOV. HOADLEY,

THE NEXTGOVERNOROF OHIO x¥Oooir
INATED YESTERD.AY.

His Name is Geo.~, Hoadley, and He WilL
Sweep the State—A Splendid Platform of
Principles Adopted.

Corumsus, Ohio, June 21.—The Demo-
cratic convention convened at 10 a. m.
with the largest crowd ever seen in Colum-
bus. Not more than half the crowd could
be accommodated in the Opera house, and
sultry weather and rain made everything
disagreeable. The contest between Ward
and Hoadley for governor raged fiercely
during the morning hours. The conven-
tion was called to order by Clark Irvine,
chairman of the central committee, and the
reports of committees appointed last night
were heard. All preliminary organization
was dispensed with, and Hon. John Me-
Sweeney was introduced as permanent
chairman and was received with much en-
thusiasm. He spoke briefly in the line of
xhortation and predicting Democratic vie-
tory, but touched po issme. The floor of
the convention became so overrun with
spectators that business was suspended
and a sergeant-at-arms from each district
appointed to get the delegates seats. It
was about half an hour before work was
resumed, when the committee on rezolu-
tions, not being ready to report, the con-
vention proceeded to the nomination of
gevernor. There wasgreat delay in the
presentation of names. Efforts were made
to proceed to a ballot without the names
but after a long wait Senator Thurman
crowded onto the stage amid the wildest
enthusiasm. He followed T. E. Powell and
seconded the nomination of General
Durbin Ward. He made an able plea for
recognition of the services of Gen. Ward.
He warned the couvention about tying
themselves to one issue, and aunounced
that the party had always been arrayed
against sumptuary legislation and shonld
continue in that way. The names of
Hoadley and Geddes were then presented,

After the call had been concluded, some
changes began for Hoadley, and the great-
est excitement prevailed, delegates climb-
ing over each other and storming the plat-
form. Before the result of the ballot
could be announced, a motion to nomi.
nate Hoadley by acclamation was carried.
He had in the neighborhood of 350 votes,
319 being necessary to a choice,

Trouble was reached on the first ballot,
when Butler county was called, which had
a divided delegation, and resulted in a call
of counties to do aw:y with the unit rale
which was carried amic great confusion
and shouts. _The strength of the leading
candidates was thought to be about even.
The ballot was not completed till 1:30,
and was as follows: Hoadley, 290; Ward,
261; Geddes, 77; Denham 42,

The second ballot proceeded nutil Butler
county was reached again,and the same
trouble resulted. After the call had been
concluded some changes began for Hoad-
ley, and the greatest excitement prevailed,
delegates climbing over each other and
storming the platform before tne result of
the ballot could be announced. A motion
to nominate Hoadley by acclamation was
carried. He had in the neighborhood of
350 votes, 319 being necessary to a choice.

Judge Hoadley soon appeared and ac-
cepted the nomination in a ten minutes
address, during which he reviewed his con-
nection with the party, and although he
had worked at one time with the Republic-
ans to fight the battles of the colored race,
the Democratic party was broad enough to
receive him. He esteemed it a great com-
pliment to be nominated over a more
worthy candidate, and believed they could
win on a platform whose leading principles
were personal liberty, self control in tem-
perance matters and a license system.

The convention proceeded to the nomi-
nation of a lieutenant governer, and John
G. Warwich, of Stark county, was selected
by acclamation before the ballot was con-
cluded. DeWitt C.Coolman, of Portage
county, the other candidate, was with-
drawn.

The work of nominatien was frequently
interrupted and delayed and in the mean-
time General Ward was brought in and
made aspeech in which he severely re-
buked the party for failing to recognize
his thirty years service, though not to be
daunted, he announced hi:nself publicly as
a candidate for the United States sensate.
The speech of Judge Geddess was a some-
what different view, though both pledged
fealty to the party. Before the other nom-
inations were made the committee on res-
olutions submitted the following which
was adepted:

PLATFORM,
The Democracy of Ohio in convention
assembled, hereby reaffirm the principles
of the party as expressed in the primaries
of the state and in national platforms in
regard to perscnal liberty, the true func-
tions of the government, and as embraced
in the political creed expounded by the
great founder of the Democratic party,
Thomas Jefferson. The application of
these prineiples to our present condition
demands the purification of the public
service, the punishment of the robbers of
the public treasury, the equalization of all

public burdens, the arrest  of
profligacy and extravagance that
corrupts the administration of

public affairs and a total change in the
policy that has so long been pursued by
the Republican party, favoring individual
and class interest at the expense of the
laboring and wealth producing people of
the country, and we reannounce our pre-
vious declarations for stable money, for the
gradual extinction of the public debt and
the payment of pensions to disabled sol-
diers, their widows and orphans.
Second—We favor a tariff for revenue
limited to the necessities of the govern—-
ment, economically administered, and so
adjusted in its application as to prevent
unequal burdens, encourage productive in-
dustries at home and afford just compen-
sation to labor, but not to create or foster
monopolies.

Third—The act of the Republican con-
gress reducing the tariff on wool, while at
the same time increasing it on woolen
goods, already rightly protected, was in-
iquitous legislation, diseriminating in fa-
vor of monopoly and against the agricul-
tural interests of the country, and ought
to be corrected, and we heartily approve of
the action of the Democratic members of
the Ohio delegation in congress in voting
against that increase.

Fourth—The Democratic party, as 1t al-
ways has been, is opposed to sumptuary
legislation and unequal taxation in any
form, and is in favor of the largest liberty
of private conduct consistent with public
welfare and the rights of others, and of
regulating the liquor traffic and providing
against the evils resulting therefrom by a
judicious and properly graded license sys-
tem.

Fifth—The abuses of the present con-
tract system in ourstate penitentiary by
which the products of the labor of conviets
is brought into competition with the pro-
ducts of honest labor, to the great detri-
ment of the latter, are injurious and un-
wise and ought to be corrected, and tha
promises of the Republican party to abol-
ish this system are shown to be talse and
hypoeritical by its failure to do se while
it has had the power. 5
Sixth—The protection of the govern-

ment is due to all American ecitizens, na-
