ABOUT THE SMALL-POX.

What Mrs. Powling Has to say in Her Own
Bebalf—She Prescribes in Accordance
With the Directions of an English Doc-
tor Who Lived in 1717,

Mrs. Hattie Dowling, an eclectic and
magnetic healer who lives with her hus-
band and daughter, and who has an ofiice
in rooms on the second floor of a building
near the Seven corners, was brought before
Judge Barr yesterday morning charged
with not having reported the case of small-
pox on Fifth street. She was found guilty,
and, pending the sentence, was conducted
into the clerk’s office, from which she
shortly after emerged and went home.
She will be brought into court on Monday
and sentence pronounced. Mrs. Dowling
stated to the court that the case was not
one of small-pox, for if it had been why
had not the hundreds of people who had
gone in and ont of the room where the
child was sick and had died, taken the
disease. The doctors, however, declared it
was a clear case of this virulent disease in
its worst form.

In an interview with Mrs. Dowling by a
Grozk representat.ve, she said she was not
an educated ~woman aud would
not dare to prescribe or com-
pound medicine unless when “impressed”
by her “doctor.” She cured diseases by
the laying on of her hands, and by the use
of remedies when directed by “the doctor.”
The doctor was an English physician,
born in England in 1717. He was eighty-
two years old when he died, and he had

been dead eighty-four years. On being
asked his name, she said it wes
Dr. Abram DeWolf, and that he
had told her that a search

among the English records would show
that there was a doctor by that name liv-
ing in those days. She had been under bis
spirit influence for twenty-thrse ears.
and had performed many remarkable
cures, some of which she cited. Tle first
time she ever felt this influence was when
her own daughter was sick and uct ex-
pezted to live. She was cured throngh
the influence of her doctor, and is now in
perfect health, living in Kansas City. She
could not, of her own will, prescribe for a
patient. but when she had calls then “the
doctor,” “my spirit doctor,” said she,
“comes and impresses me and tells me
what to give. My mode of treatment is by
laying my hands on the patient, and then
my spirit doctor does the work .and im-
presses me what medicines to give and
what quantity.” She hasa good practice
in the city and has been very successful.
She had had charge of the case on Fifth
street and treated it for sciatic rheuma-
tism. The eruptions on the child’s body
and face were caused by heat and scrofula
humors, which run in the family. When
asked to treat the child (and, by the way,
it took from four to five hours to give a
treatment) she was impressed by her
spirit doctor to give it boneset, then castor
oil and pernyroyal tea, to allay fevar. She
has great faith in her doctor, and despite
the carefully expressed convictions of
three of our skilled physicians, insists
that the case was not one of smail-pox.

Daughters of Rebekah,

FROM.

A Unanimous Endorsement—Music, Fire
Works, Bon Fires, Speechesand Congrat-
ulations,

| Special Telegram to the Globe. |

REep WiNG, June 29.—Scarcely ever be-
f ore in its history has our city beenso
waked up and excited as last night.
Seldom has any man been hailed with so
hearty an endorsement by his old friends
and neighbors. For several days the city
had been in an anxious fever over an ap-
parent act of perfidy performed and
another one threatened. On Wedresday
morning, when a paragraph was read, in
one of the papers of your eity, saying that
“Mart Chandler was asked last evening by
Gov. Hubbard to present his name in the
convention to-day, but Mr. Chandler de-
clined to give an answer to the request un-
til this morning”--hot words of indigna-
tion were heard everywhere. Chandler had
sought and obtained the chairmanship of
the county deiegation, and the delegation
having been instructed by unanimous vote
to present thy name of Governor Hubbard,
it seemed strange that he should take time
to consider whether he would do that which
he had pretended to seek the privilege of
doing. A= no news of Hubbard’s nomina-
tion, or of any action of the convention

There was a great feeling of relief
everywhere ~when the news came of
Governor Hubbard's renomination by ac-
clamation.

The excitement occasioned by the feel-
ings of that afternoon, tended to give zest
to the reception last night in which Mr.
Chandler was entirely ignored, except as
his intended perfidity was openly scored
by the different speakers.

A liberal purse was quickly rased
among the business men, the First Regi-
ment band of your city telegraphed for
and arrapgements made for a grand time.

At seven in the evening the reception
¢ommittee, cousisting of Mayor F. B.
How, ex-mayor S. B. Foot and T. K. Sim-
mons attended by the “Hubbard Guards”
in full uniform and bearing muskets and
led by the band proceeded to governor
Hubbard’s house and escorted him to the
St. James hotel, amid the lively strains of
music, booming of anvils, the shouts of
the happy populace and the burning of
fire-wozks. Arrived at the St James hotel
where a dense crowd consisting of several

thonsand had gathered, reaching up
and down Main and Bench
street, filling the sidewalks,

doors and windows of the adjoining
buildings and the balconies of the hotel,
a halt was made Rousing cheers were
given for the governor, and Capt. A.
Wright was called to the f ront to take
charge of the ceremonies. He made some
remarks with regard to a similar joyous
occasion two years before, and introduced
Prof. J. B. Wilson. Mr. Wilson told
something of his experiences in the 1irst
campaign for Governor Hubbard, and the
assurances that be then gave
with regard to the gnualifications
of hisold friend and neighbor, for the
position that he then sought, and said
that those assurances had been more than
fulfilied #He referred tothe opposition that
Windom, who seemed to think that he
owned the state. had thrown in the way of
any one who had aspirations to seek hon-
orable position without Windom’s consent.
paid his respects to the “Mossbacks,”
McLaren and the rest. struck right fiom
the shoulder and straight into the face of
those of the old ring, whom he showed
guilty of perfidy and conspiracy, and then
highly complimented Governor Hub-
bard on his character and ad-
ministration and explained to him
on the part of his old neighbors
the gratification that they felt at his de-
served renomination to the high office of
governor of the great state ot Minnesota.

Governor Hubbard responded with dig-
nity, thanking his neighbors for this unex-
pected demonstration, and assured them of
a desire to further merit their good opin-
ions.

O. M. Hall, Esq., was then introdaced to
the assembled multitade, who showed no
disposition of letting up in their fervor for
a general congratalation all around. Mr.
Hall announced himself as one of the un-
terrified, who lived on hope. but was will-
ing to rejoice at the deserved good fortune
of any honorable Red Wing man, although
he be & Republican. He paid the highest
compliment to Governpor Hubbard's
careful integrity and watchfulness of the
interests of the state; told of finding Gov-
ernor Hubbard away up among the heavy
timbers of the capitol building during its
erection, anxiously supervising everything,
and again happening upon him in his of-
fice while he was carefully, laboriously
and patiently examining a great stack of
vouchers. He said in these times we wan!
a governor who will examine the vouchers,
He spoke of the capitol as a monument to
Governor Hubbard’s honesty, that would
remain after the present genera-
tion had passed away. This
speaker made a number of humorous hits
which kept the vast crowd in constant
good humor, but which were vastly easier
to enjoy than to remember and report.
One >f his most enjoyed tunes was to
quote in grandiloquent style with violent
gesticulation, &  passage from Mart
Chandler’s nominating spcech. Its humor
consisted largely of listening to fulsome
praise of Chandler’s alphabetical list of
Republican office holders, from the lips
of a Democrat, with the idea that Chan-
dler had thought to tickle the pride er add
to the character of such men by such praise
on ruch an ocecasion.

Hon, F. W.Hoyt followcd O. M. H1ll and
added further to the flood of congratula-
tions and to the commendation of
the governor for his industry
careful forthought end care of the inter-
ests of the state.

B. B. Herbert was the next speaker in-
troduced, and took off the jealousies, to
which a rising man is often subjected,
by a reference to Hans Christian Ander-
sen’s story of the “Ugly ing.” He
said that it was the mother’s love that
quickened wisdom to discern and honor
the swan of the brood. Red Wing had
always been ready to encourage and honor
her worthy men, and the kindly feeling
existing in the commaunity, had
made her citizens quick to discern true
worth. This was a season of congratula-
tion and there was no greater cause for
congratulation that the production of true
and perfect manhood, the baving in their
midst of a genuine man, worthy of
honor and high trust.

Hon. W, C. Williston pronounced 2 most
able encomium upon the character and
sterling honor and worth of his friend—of
all of which, a close acquaintance of more
then a quarter of a century had furnished
proof. Hs said that his integrity had

tinally “conquered the world, the flesh, the

devil and even the Pioneer Press.” He
spoke with great earnestness, making
pleasing points and closed by urging that
4s the only minister of the occasion, he
asked God’s kindest blessing upon all.

He seemed inclined to quote!from the
somewhat famous nominating spsech and
stated that from what he knew of Gen.
Hubbard he did not believe tbat he had
surrounded his administration with any
“demoralizing influences.”

Gen. 8. P. Jennison was called out next
and made a speech in harmony with the
occasion and inaccord with those who had
preceded him. He accredited the nomina-
tion of Gov. Hubbard by acclamation to a
second term, t¢ the character that he had
given to his first administration. The
nomination came up from a satisfied peo-
ple. The demonstration here to-night
showed that the delegates from Goodhue
county had made no mistake in
refusing to accept the nomination for
themselves and magnanimously conferring
it upon Governor Hubbard. He honored
political magnanimity above all things,
because it was a magnanimity that was
never rewarded. This ended the speaking,
but not the jollifications. Large bonfires
were kindled, sky rockets were sent heav-
enward,sweet strains of music reverberated
through the air, while cheer after cheer
sounded along the street.

A Disgraceful Act,
To the Editor of the Globe,

Ten thousand citizens of St. Paul resid-
ing east of Phalen creek, have a mighty
grievancs, involving no less a question
than their lives as well as the
lives of the vast number of people residing
still further to the east and south, far be-
yond the limits of >ur city even to the bor-
ders of Wisconsin, who come this way to
the city.

Time after time, year after year have
these people anxiously asked, petitioned,
prayed the city authorities that some per-
manent relief be granted to them, only to
be met by fair promises and a “masterly
inactivity or an illustration of how not to
do it.”

Of course I refer to the great death trap
over Phalen creek on Seventh street,
which the prudent city fathers have for-
bidden the fire engines from crossing, for
fear of wrecking an eungine, the property
of the city. Let me say once for all to
these careful guardians of the public prop-
erty, that the loss of one single human
life in this deadfall is of vastly more im-
portance to the treasury of the city,in a
pecuniary point of view, than the valae of
half the fire epgines ic the city. Money
will not pay for reckless waste of human
life.

Generally our petitions and prayers in
this matter, our suggestions and argu-
ments have been listened to with the re-
spect that the gravity of the subject mat-
ter demands, but a special meeting of the
city council having been called at 7:30
o’clock last Monday evening to consider
this matter specially, I wassurprised upon
arriving at the City hall at7:30 o’'clock,
sharp, (some claim it was two minutes
later.) to find that the council had met ana
adjourned for want of a quorum. That
the motion to adjourn, as I was informed,
was made by Alderman Charles E. Otis,
who afterwards stated to me that after the
resolutions passed at a mass meeting of
citizens residing east of Phalen bridge, we
could not expect any different treatment
from the city council. Therefore, I infer
that the personal malice or spite forlan-
guage used by a large and respectable
number of citizens, smarting under rights
deferred, was thus permitted to defeat the
consideration of grave public business, at
a time specially designated for that pur-
pose by the deliberative body of which he
is a member. and who are the paid guard-
1ans of pubiic affairs, whose special duty
it is to aevote sufficient time to their con-
sideration. What makes it all the more
disgraceful and inexcusable is the fact that
Mr. Otis then and there stated to me that
he was well aware of the dangerous condi-
tion of the bridge and of the fearful situ-
tion in which the said 10,000 people are
placed.

Within five minutes from the adjourn-
ment and while the perpetra-
tors of the outrage were  still
upon the ground, more than enough mem-
bers of the council came to have formed a
quorum, and at three different times there
was a quornn on the ground. This act is
without a precedent as is also the outrage
without a parallel, and to our grievances
now is added the insult of a refusal to
listen to our complaints.

When and where before was any subject
matter of so grave importance made the
special order of business of a deliberative
body meeting and adiourning on its own
motions, and whose daty it is to consider
and act upon the matters involved. and

the whole defeated by so small and
malicious a trick? Are these
men onr masters or ounr servants? Are

they selected and placed in positions of
honor and trust to insult us, or to con-
sider our grievances with respect and re-
dress them so far as it is in their power to
do so consistent with the publie.

CASUALTIES.

THE WINNIPEG DISASTER.

WiNNIPEG, June 380.—The excitement
about the fire last night contiaues. The
disaster has been fully more widespread
than at first anticipated. The damage to
the city on account of the concussion was
serious in broken glass, but no buildings
were shaken. The statements of Ashdown
and men as to the quantity of gunpowder
stored are at variance with the facts, as the
police authorities had some 300 pounds
taken out during the fire and believed that
nearly 200 more were in the building, as half
of that was found to-day unexploded, after
the fire. George Seale,the young man whose
parents live in Montreal, and who was so
seriously wonnded, died before midnight.
A coroner’s inquest was summoned to-day
by Coroner Benson. The belief is express-
ed that a verdict of manslaughter will ba
brought in against some persor, and this
being before the courts the criminality of
the offense uponits merits. The air is
already filled with romors of actions for
damages against Ashdown, both for de-
struetion and for property.
