WaAsHINGTON, July 18.—In the criminal
court Judge Wylie delivered an opinion
upon the pleas obtained by the defense
and the demurrer entered by the govern-
meant on the case of the United States
against Wm. Pitt Kellogg, charged with
illegally receiving money while United
States senator for action in connection
with the expedition of certain star routes.
The law required the plea of abatement to
be drawn with great exactness, said Judge
Wylie, as he took up the first plea based
upon the failare of the indictment to
agree with the presentment. He dismissed
this plea because it was not material. The
vext pleas charging him with illegal
attendance upon the sitting of the grand
jury, Judge Wylie said, was not based upon
fact.

THE HILL INQUIRX.

At the opening of the Hill investigation
Thomas announnced that his engagements
compelled him to retire temporarily from
the case. Coleman offered in evidence, a
voucher for moneys paid Geo. L. Damon
on account of safes and repairs thereto
since 1876, for public buildings in New
York, Philadelphia, Boston, and other
cities, for a majority of which safes no
contracts were made. Coleman asked for
correspondence between Hill and Damon
in reference to the safes and vaults in 1876.
Steinmetz was recalled to testify in regard
to the heating apparatus of the custom
house at Chicago, which he pronounced in-
ferior in quality and workmanship. Most
all the ventilators were boarded up in the
large mail room, and the atmosphere was
bad in consequence, Coleman announced
that the prosecution had closed the Damon
case with the exception of introducing the
correspondence between Hill and Damon.

Jacobs, of the architect’s office, testified
that the safe men had said to him they
would like to furnish safes, but could not
compete with Damon in his prices. On
oross examination the witness said there
had been but one advertisement for safes
since 1879. He was satisfied that Potter
did not resign because he did not care to
continne Mullett’s practice, that had since
been followed by Hill. Witness’ knowl-
edge of the cost of safes supplied was de-
rived from vouchers and orders passing
through his hands, Witness was asked if
the office had not refrained from adver-
tising for safes, so as to aid Damon in his
business, and he said he o>uld not answer
that guestion.

Hill then took the stand and said that
Damon’s figures were so low that the other
safe makers told him they could not com-
pete. The indifference manifested by the
safe makers was the reason why the adver-
tisements were not more frequent. The
advertisements were made only to protect
the department and get a fair rate. Da-
mon had not been given the slightest
advantage over the other dealers in safes.
Safes were usually required in haste, so
that time could not be allowed for adver-
tisement. Three or four kinds of safes
were equal to Damon’s safes, which were
g ‘aerally satisfactory. Cross-examination
was deferred until to-morrow and the com-
mittee adjourned.

The quarantine officer of the marine
hospital service on duty at Ship island,
has been instructed to prevent all non-in-
fected vessels from anchoring within two
miles of the quarantine station.

stone valley will cause any expense to the
government. It isalso specifically denied
that telegraph lines will be erected which
will cost thousands of dollars, and that the
180 horses are being provided for the par-
ty to be paid for with public funds. The
fact of the president’s being a member of
the party will not add a single dollarto
the expense of the trip. It is notto bea
pleasure party for the benefit of the presi-
dent, but an official exploration party, and
the president is to accompany it as an in-
vited guest.

The exploration would be made this year
in any event,s regardles of whether the
president accompanied the party or not.
It is the custom to send out one or two
partieseach year to make explorations for
the war department. Last year Lieut.
Gen. Sherldan made an exploration of a
part of the territories of Idaho, Wyoming
and Montana, and several months ago he
determined to make another exploring
trip and invited the president to accom-
pany him. The president did not accept
the invitation at the timc because ke did
not then know whether he weuld be able
to go. He subsequently accepted the in-
vitation, however, and, as above stated, will
accompany the party as an invited guest,
but will not consent that the government
shall be put to any expense by reason of
his acceptance. He will leave Washing-
ton in time to be present at the opening
of the exposition at Louisville on the 1st
of August. He will then go to Chicago
and the party will leave that city August 3,
for Fort Washakie. From this point they
will follow the route’traveled by Gen.Sher-
idan last sammer until they reach the Hot
springs. They will then branch off and
follow the Yellowstone river as far
as Shields river in Montana. Prior to his
departure for Louisville the president wiil
make a visit of from two to three days to
New York.

THE REDUCTION IN POSTAGE INSTRUCTIONS,

A circular was issued to-day from the
office of the third assistant postmaster
postmasters
throughout the United States of a redac-|
tion in postage rates to take effect the 1st |
of October and directing them to make
preparations for it. Postmasiers are
notified it is desirable to have as small a
stock of the present three cent stamps
and stamped envelopes as pessible on
band when the reduction of rates goes

| intojeffect and they are accordingly directed

to limit their requisitions for stamps and
envelopes of this denomination to such
quantities as npon careful estimation they
may deem sufficient to last until the 1st of
October.

They are instructed to take all available
means, without incurring any expense, to
cal! public attention to the coming redue-
tion, so the purchasers may not accumu-
late an unnecessary supply of such stamps
and envelopes.

The circular also directs that as no ar-
rangements have yet been made for the
redemption of the three cent stamps and
envelopes in the hands of postmasters, or
for exchange by postmasters, of those
stamps and envelopes in the hands of
private holders, until further notice, post-
masters will not make exchauges for the
publiec, nor return to the department
the stock that remains on their hands
after October 1. Postmasters are, how-
ever, notified that as te the two and three
cent stamps and envelopes of the pressat
issue that they will continue valid after
that date, and that they must be accepted
in payment of postage when offered in
proper amounts, and that the three cent
stamps can be used in combination with
other denominations on letters requiring
more than one rate of postage and on par-
cels of the third and fourth class mat-
ter.

The circular also announces that the de-
partment will be ready to issme two cent
stamps of the new design on the 15th of
September, but that these stamps and en-
velopes must not be placed on sale, or
used by postmasters before October 10.
Also that . no three cent stamps will
be & issmed] after September 14,
unlessa requisition therefor is accompan-
ied by the statement that they areneeded
for immediate use, and that the full supply
called for will become exhausted by Octo-
ber 1, and further that no three cent
stamped envelopes will be issued after the
31st of August, unless a requisition for
them is accompanied by a similar state-
ment. The circular further instructs post-
masters as to the design for the new two
cent and four cent stamps and stamped
envelopes, and notifies them that the prices
of envelopes, exclusive of postage, will re-
main the same as at present and that no
change be made, in postage due stamps,
and that the rates on drop letters will re-
main the same as at present.

The Flouring interest.
The following resume of the flour busi-
ness for the week was prepared by the
Miller:

On the whole, the situation with the
milling business may be said to be slight-
ly improved this week, an advancing
wheat market imparting more confidence
to flour. However, the situation falls very
far short of being satisfactory to millers,
but they hold out hopes that = point has
now been reached when there will be a
turn in their favor, and by which they
will be relieved of fighting against such
large odds. A larger number of our mil-
lers have been running this week than last,
but all have not run steadily, several of the
fifteen in operation only getting in from
one te three days’ work, while others are
not running to more than one-half to two-
thirds capacity. The flour
production this week will average
about 9,500 barrels per day, against 10,000
barrels last week, and is likely to be in- .
creased a week hence. The export busi- |
ness continues light, but there is more
firmness and mere inquiry at old prices.
There is a better demand from the east,
the market being firmer, and this gives
rise to the opinion that the bottom has at
last been touched.

Our receipts of wheat have been ma-
terially lighter the past week, and the ship-
ments notably large. A point has evi-
dently been reached where large inroads
on the stocks in the ecity wili be buta
question of short time. The wheat stored
in Minneapolis elevators, including the
transfer elevator, on July 17 was
1,200,000 bushels. There was about 525,-
000 bushelsin the mills, making the totol
amount of wheat in store inthe city 1,725,-
000 bushels, against 1,737,000 bushels last
week. The wheat stored at St. Paulis
about 130,000 bushels, against 218,000
bushels a week ago. The wheat ini store
in Duluth elevators on Saturday was 336,-
678 bushels.
