New Yobk, Aug. 19.--Oscar Wilde is no
longer admired either as a poet or a
beauty. His beauty, like Samson's
strength, layinhis hair. lie is now a big
red-faced, long, shambling, ill-dressed and
unpleasant looking young man, all reports
to the contrary notwithstanding. The
greatest mistake he ever made was when
he cut of his long tresses, for by skillfully
drawing them over his face he
succeeded in somewhat dwarfing
the siza of his features and
thus increased his manly beauty.
Now that his hair is cut short his face
stands out infullrelief, and the promi-
nent cheek bones, flabby ears and long
chin show to advantage. Wilde's legs
look like those of the traditional Uncle
Sam. That is, the trowsers are worn very
short, and have long straps made of the
same cloth as the trowsers themselves
which extend under the feet. He wanders
up and down Broadway every afterooon,
gazing withan alleged fascinating air at
the women. What a prodigious fraud the
man is.

Hie Slade-Mitchell Fi'jht.

Itis located as the geographical cen
ter of that line. It has had a most marvelous
growth.

The Branch Line to ttie Yellowstone National
Park has its terminal point here, and all the im-
mense travel to that famous resort is compelled
to stop hero froma few hours' time to a number
of days. The principal shops of the railroad
company between Brainerd and the Pacific Ocean
are now being built here. They will give em-
ployment to probably 1000 men. Pine timber is
plenty in the surrounding country, acd various
sawmills inthe immediate vicinity of the town
furnish work for hosts ofemployts. The valleys
of the Yellowstone, Shields and Smith rivers axe
vast and very richin agricultural resources, and
are wellsettled. Their trade is entirely tributary
to Livingston, while magnificent cattle ranches
abound inevery direction; vast mines of true bi-
tuminous coal, whichcan be coked for 1)4 cents
per ton;also rich iron mines are within two to
four miles from town, ar d are being worked.
The gold placer mines of Emigrant Gulch, Bear
Crevice, MillCreek, and Eight-Mile Creek, are
all in the Yellowstone Valley just 6outh of Liv-
ingston, directly tributary to it,and are being
actively worked. That wonderfully rich quartz
country, silver and gold, known as the Clark's
Fork District, is south of town, and Livingston.
is the headquarters and outfitting point. Im-
