The only thing which marred the festiv-

ities of yesterday was the failure of the
banquet service to meet the expectations.
Itwas not for lack of liberality, we might
almost say prodigality, on the part of the
city but the shortcoming was vexatious
and mortifying nevertheless.

The Star-Times composing room was
burned opt in a fire at Cincinnati yester-
day afternoon. Tbe fire caught in an
adjoining building and five persons are

supposed to have perished in the ruins.
Several are dead from injuries received
while others are wounded severely.

Monday's celebration, was in its way, as
great a success as the building of the
Northern Pacific. Besides being a suc-
cess it was a development. The St. Paul
people now have in an enlarged sense, a
clearer understanding of the resources of

the business firms of the city, of the in-
dustries and all tho elements ofa great busi-
ness and manufacturing center. The sur-
prise of the populace at the demonstration
was complete. But such a surprise party
is gratifying and the people enjoyed it.

HON. H. M. XELLEB,

secretary of the interior, was called upon
by General R. W. Johnson to respond to
the toast, "The United States Government."
In commencing Secretary Teller called at-
tention to the benefits derived from the
opening of a transcontinental route, which
confer more especially a vast benefit upon
Minnesota, Dakota, Oregon, Idaho and
Washington. Aside from the fact of the
completion of the road, itbrought in re-
lations of direct communication the citi-
zens of these commonwealths, which was
of far greater importance than mere
financial benefit. It centralized ideas,
and no nation could be a
unit in sentiment unless the
people were so situated as to be afforded
an interchange of views. Such a thing as
unity of sentiment among people a thous-
and miles and two hundred hours apart
was impossible, and it was the facility for
an exchange of views that this great rail-
road opened up more than all else that
constituted its real value. Itamalgamated
the interests of the farmer, the tradesman
and the mechanic, and to just this extent
it perpetuated the best interests of the
Union and the States. In conclusion he
referred to the immense extent of fertile
territory traversed by the Northern
Paoifie railroad, which opened up
to the commerce of the world a vast and
golden empire; and reference was made to
the munificent grant made by congress to
the Northern Pacific Railroad company,
and to the admirable use which had been
made of the munificent gift.

The next toast was: "Our foreign guests,
the representatives of nations whose peo-
ple are becoming the strength and glory
of the great Northwest." This toast was
responded to by Hon. L. Saekville West,
minister plenipotentiary from England to
the United States. In responding to the
toast, Mr. West referred to the rapid
growth and expansion of the country,
and to the development of the
Northern Pacifiio Railroad. He
said that while such an enterprise was of
vast importance to the commerce of the
country, it also united the sympathies of
the people in a common bond and did
away with the curse of war. Nothing, he
thought, could equal the opening up of
such a vast and fertile country. Such an
undertaking was a benefit to mankind and
it was an honor to its supporters and pro-
moters.

Dr. Hoffman responded to the toast,
"OUE GEBHAN GUESTS."

There was no more gratifying feature
of the procession in St. Paul yesterday,
than the appearance of Mayor Ames at
the head of the Minneapolis Zouaves, oi
which he is captain. The young lady who
marched so charmingly as the "Daughter
of the regiment," is the daughter of Mayor
Ames. Whenever the Mayor was recog-
nized, the spectators rent the air with
cheers. If his presence had been known
in advance, still greater honors would have
been bestowed upon him and bis gallant
oompany.

A WONDERFUL DISPLAY.
To say that St. Paul covered herself^with

glory yesterday is to very mildly express
the situation. We do not believe that any
city anywhere, of equal size with the
Globe, ever enjoyed such a display. Our
citizens vied with each other in friendly
rivalry, and if the "bull" can be permitted,
each one seemed to outdo his
neighbor in his display. The Globe has
aimed to give a fair resume of the
display, but any attempted description is
utterly inadequate to do jus-
tice to the actual fact. If
there was anything necessary to show that
St. Paul is competent to grasp the busi-
ness ofa continent and meet any and all
demands of trade, the display of yester-
day determined the question forever.

President Arthur was met at Elk
River yesterday by a delegation consisting
of Senator Sabin, ex-Senator Ramsey,
Gen. Terry and others while en route to
St. Paul. At St. Anthony junction the
president's train met the train from St.
Paul with Mr. Villard and his guests.
bound for Minneapolis from St.
Paul. At the solicitation of
Mr. Villard and others the presi-
dent said that, with the consent of the St,

Panl gentlemen (he being the guest of St.
Paul), he would spend an hour in Minne-
apolis. This consent, was of course, ac-
corded. Upon arriving at the Minneapolis
depot, Gen. Washburn, M.C, met them with
three carriages. The President, Mr Vil-
lard, Gen. Grant, and two or three others
were supplied seats in the carriages when
Gen. Washburn with an imperious wave of
the hand shouted to the others "get out into
the road," and to the drivers "drive on."
Both orders were obeyed.
The drivers of the three

carriages" drove on and the bulk of the
Villard party, together with all of ihe St.
Paulite who had courteously plaoed their
guest, President Arthur, at the disposal of
Minneapolis, "got into the road'"and walk-
ed to the Nicollet.

He said that be fully and en
tirely sympathized with the great
undertaking just completed at the
head ofwhich stood one of his own coun-
trymen, Mr.Villard.

NEW CIVILIZATION.
Since these words were uttered civiliza-

tion has crossed th<* Mississippi, and at
Fargo and Moorhead on the Red River of
the North, Bismarck on the Missouri,
Helena at the gates of the Rocky moun-
tains, and Portland on the Pacific coast,
are busy centers, with those factors of
prosperity, the factory, the church, the
Bchoolhouse, and the daily newspaper.

These and numerous other important
points are connected by the steel rails of
the Northern Pacific railroad, the comple-
tion of which we celebrate to-night, be-
cause of the importance, and the grand
part it will play in revolutionizing the
commerce of the world. While ships found
their way to Virginia and New England,
by a long route, by way of the West Indies,
immigration was Blow, but when Gosnold
discovered a new, short route, there was a
comulete change, and population poured
from the old to the new world.

A Fire and a Fight.
Faboo, Dakota Territory, Sept. —

He Sled a homestead
entry on a quarter section of land which
is now in the heart of the city of Fargo,
before the Northern Pacific was surveyed,
but the land was absorbed by the company
and he was not permitted to prove up.
The case has been litigated and is now
before the supreme court of the territory.
He leaves one daughter who is not a very
savory character, having in times past
figured largely before the police courts.

A
few days ago a woman came from Milwau-
kee and registered at one of the hotels as
Mrs. Dr. Kurtz. Dr. Kurtz is a prominent
physician of the city, with a wife who is
now visiting friends in Montana. The al-
leged Mrs. Kurtz went to a tenant who was
livingin one of the doctor's houses and
tried to collect the rent, but did not suc-
ceed. She claims publicly to be his wife.
It transpires now that the woman is Mr?.
Eustace, formerly a resident of this local-
ity, who got a divorce from her husband
and was on very friendly terms with the
doctor, so much so as to excite remarks.
She then went to Milwaukee, where he is
said to have been in the habit of making
occasional pilgrimages. It is stated
that the denouement was the result
of his failure to come to time
with the customary allowance she is al-
leged to have been reoeiving from him
The end is probably not yet, as his real
wife has yet to be heard from.

When ex-Senator Conk-
ling was there he thought he'd take a warm
sulphurous bath, and for that purpose ad-
journed to one of the bath rooms, all of
which are roughly made and the walls are
somewhat cracky, affording ventilation.
He turned on the hot water, disrobed, and
sat down on the edge of the bath tub to
meditate over the ruins of lost political
preferment, and to study the complex
question of how to capture the Republican
nomination for the presidency in 1884.
The tub filled, and happening to notice the
fact, the great statesman, legal sight and
philosopher roiled over into the water,
which was almost at a boiling point.

Interview with Hon. John G. Carlisle, who
Thinks R irnlall will be Defeated ifHe
Tries for It— Ideas Concerning Itlack-
burn-He will not Button-Hole for the
Place bnt Thinks He, Carlisle, will be
Elected to the Position.
Louisville, Sept. 2.—A special to the

Courier Journal from Frankfort 6ays:

Hon. and Mrs. John G. Carlisle are here,
the guests of Mr. and Mrs. Will Saffell,
and willremain until after the inaugura-
tion, of Governor Knott , In conversation
with the Courier-Journal correspondent
Mr. Carlisle said his candidacy for the
United States senate is just as it has al-
ways been, that itwould be ridiculous in
him to Bay that he wonld not accept snch a
high position if the people should confer
the honor upon him, but it would be un-
true to say that he was a candidate in the
sense in which it is commonly received,
by button-holing for the vote iof the
general assembly.He said be know nothing
of Capt. Blackburn's intention to decline
the race for speakership and was just ap-
prised of it by the Courier Journal which
was brought to him at the springs. That
he does not yet know Capt. Blackburn's
intentions respecting his vote and influ-
ence, excepting that he is opposed to Mr.

Regarding the latter he said
that whilst he is somewhat crafty within
the lines of the party organization he is
politically honorable and too good a Dem-
ocrat to think ofseeking the speakership
at the hazard of party interests and that
viewing the race in that light
the present indications give him rea-
son to believe Mr..
