They will give em-
ployment to probably 1000 men. Pine timber is
plenty in the surrounding country, aud various
sawmills in the immediate vicinity of the town
furnish work for hosts of employ:8. The valleys
of the Yellowstone, Shields and Smith rivers are
vast and very rich in agricultural resources, and
are well settled. Uheir trade is entirely tributury
