County Agricultural Society— Splen-

did Exhibition—Fine Display of Speed

on the Track.

ISpecial Telegram to the Globe*]
SnixwATßß, Sept. —The fairs of the

Washington County Agricultural society
have been known to general fame through-
out the state, as meetings of extraordinary
interest and value. The enterprising and
wealthy citizens ofthis city have put their
shoulders t» the wheel and have
placed these fairs m the front
rank of Minnesota agricultural
fairs. The officers of the association
for the present year, are Win. Fowler,
president, W. H. Veazie, vice president,
Newton McCusick, secretary, Matt Clark,
treasurer, F. E. Joy, corresponding secre-
tary, E. W. Darant, James O'Brien, Isaac
Staples, David Cover, James Middleton
and Joseph Schupp, executive commit-
tee.

The grounds of this association are
larger, better located, and better equipped
than any grounds of similar character iH
the state. The buildings are not wood-
sheds but substantial and elegant struc-
tures. The horse barns are models of their
kind and supplied with everything neces-
sary. Floral hall has just been
built this season and corresponds
in size and character with the other build-
ings. The grand stand, the new band
stand and the players' stand cannot be ex-
celled anywhere. The grounds are abomt
a mile and a halffrom the city, of which
they afford an excellent view at different
points. The track is a mile track, a little
long it is claimed by horsemen, but withal
the best track in the state. Everything
about the grounds is kept in apple-pie
order—neat, tasty and substantial.

INDUSTBIAL HALL.

This building is occupied by pome of the
very finest exhibits your correspondent has
seen at all the fall fairs this season. The
arrangement of the various entries exhibit
marvellous skill and,taste. The leading
firms of Stillwater have taken hold and the
hall looks like a fairy palace. No counter-
worn goods and old stereotype arrange-
ments; everything is fresh and new and
displayed to the greatest advantage. In-
terchanged with the commercial display is
the floral exhibit, and the place is a verit-
able garden in full bloom. The ball is
constantly crowded with eager throngs ad-
miring the exhibition.

STOCK.

The stock exhibit is something, also be-
yond the ordinary. The citizens of BSD.
water and the farmers ofWashington coun-
ty are famous for the interest they take in
matters of this character. The various
breeds of horses, especially of a racing
strain are numerous and well selected. The
entire stable of Isaac Staples and Durant
and others are on the ground. Of Nor-
mans and Clydesdales, there are many,and
draft and matched teams are equally nu-
merous.

The cattle exhibit is not so large but
first-class what there is of it. Durhams
and Holeteins are in the lead with some
very fine specimens of Jerseys. In poul-
try, swine and sheep the entries are fair
and the stock as good as any that can be
found in the state.

SECOND DAY.

The opening day on Tuesday did not
draw a very large orowd, bat the exhibits
and programme were in no shape to ex'"
peot much of an attendance. To-day,
however, everything was on its feet, and
the people turned out. The early morn-
ing threatened rain, but the weather
cleared up towards noon, and the crowd
came pouring in from various points.
The Stillwater band discoursed sweet mu-
sic, and with the incidents of the pro-
gramme a wheel of fortune, a circus tent,
and other arrangement? to amuse a crowd.
Everybody had lots of fun, and went home
satisfied to come again to-morrow.

THE PACING MATCF.

The pacing match for draft horses
came off at 10 o'clock. A large stone
weighing 5,785 pounds was placed on a
stone ilatboat to which the teams were at-
tached. Each team was allowed ten min-
utes in which to pull the stone, and the
one making the greatest distance in that
time to take the fire>t prize of $30. Three
entries were made: Robert Maloy, team
weighing 2,580 pounds; Ed. Elliot, team
weighing 2,090; David Robinson, team
weighing 2,700 pounds. The judges were
Wm. Cox, Ed. Stewart and James Pinning-
ton. Maloy's team hauled the stone three
feet and live inches in three pulls and took
the prize, Elliott second and Robinson
third. Another match of the same char-
acter will take place to-day and some in-
teresting trials of strength are expected,
about five entries having been made.

The foot race announced in the pro
erramme did not fillin time and was post-
poned until to-day at 10 o'clock, q. m.

THE BACES

to-day attracted the principal attention,

and when the horses in the 2:35 class were
called up at 2 o'clock the grand stand was
well tilled with spectators. In this class
there were entered Theresa Scott, g. m.,
A. Rohrbach; David R., g. g., M. P.
Devey, and Fashion, b. g., J. Orff. Theresa
Scott was the favorite in the pools and won
the race and money in three straight heats,
best time 235 14- This was a Stillwater
victory and the crowd cheered heartily.

BUNNING BACE.

The next race on the programme was
running race one mile dash; purse |200.
There were entered, Goe Ricely, La Belle
N. and Lubric. A good start was obtained
with Goe Ricely to the pole, who made a
terrilio burst for the lead, which he ob-
tained and worked manfully to keep.
Ricely led to the half-mile post, but the
little mare, La Belle N. slowly kept creep-
ing un on to him and finally passed him
on tho three-quarter stretch and came
under the wire three or four lengths ahead
as everybody expected she would. Ricely,
who has made a record of 1:42 did
the best he knew how in this instance, but
but itwas no use. Youth and blood were
too much for him. La Belle N has won
every race she has entered this fall, and is
no doubt the fastest horse in the north-
west to-day. She is a "dandy" and no
mistake. Originally an eastern horse, she
won her spurs on the Saratoga track in
very good time. But she was overworked
and broken down. Her present owners,
it is reported, bought her for $200. She
is now fullyrecuperated and it would no
doubt toke quite a little pile to buy her.
A steadier horse was never seen on the
track. Vhereisno fretting and fuming
and fussing abont her.

Herod kept his feet gallantly and passed
ander the wire a neck ahead of his long
limbed competitor. Bay Brino repeatedly
broke and behaved bad but managed to
save his distance.

The second heat was but a repetition of
the first. Herod, with a good start, had
the lead and kept it all the way around,
breaking but once. Pedro broke at the
quarter and three-quarter pole?, but suc-
ceeded in getting in second by a scratch.
Bay Brine, third. Time, 2:30. It was
now taken as a foregone conclusion by all
but the knowing ones that Capt. Herod
was the winner, but the third heat rather
disappointed many of his backers. Itwhs
an exciting and deeply interesting heat,
and contested foot by foot. Herod asd
B*y Brino got off together and at the
quarter pole Herod lost his feet and the
bay stallion got the inside of the track,
which he hugged for dear life, and the best
speed he had in him. Both horses broke
repeatedly, but in this respect the d—l
could not beat Bay Brino: he was on and
off his feet as fast as the eye oould wink.
Neck and neck they went around the half
mile pole and up the home stretch, Pedro
cemplacently fetching up the rear, but be-
yond the hope of getting in ahead. About
twenty rods from the wire Herod was given
his heat and made a leap or two, which
*ut quite a hole between him and Bay
Brino, who had hitherto been leading and
he came in ahead, Bay Brino second, and
Pedro third. The judges, however, weighed
the matter on the driver's protest and
gave the heat to Bay Brino. Time, 2:34}^.

RAIL AND EIVEE.
Extension •/ tltm Milwmukar Jt Bt. Paul

Bead t*Ghtppeum falls.
I Kau Claire Free Press It.]

The long talked of proposed extension
of the Milwaukee 6 St. Paul branch of the
Milwaukee & St. Paul" railroad fr«m Earn
Claire, the terminus of the jOhippewa Val-
ley division of J that road, to . Chippewa
Falls, is now a fixed fact, and its comple-
tion will add another important railroad
enterprise to the interests of the city. The
work of grading was fairly commenced
this morning, the boarding houses, sleep-
ing shanties, etc., at various points along
the emrvey having just been com-
plated. A large force started out early
this morning and will be distributed
along the survey at localities where it
is advisable to have the grading com-
pleted first. The contract forbuilding the
road has been let, with the exception of
the construction of the bridges, to Mr.
O'Haria, a prominent and efficient railroad
contractor of lowa. Mr. O'Harra, has
sublet a good portion of the building of
the road, in sections comprising a mile
and upwards. It is expected a force of
five hundred men will be engaged in the
work beforo the close of the week. The
contractors say they experience no diffi-
culty in procuring plenty of men a pres-
ent wages, and crews of experienced rail-
road laborers are constantly arriving from
every direction.

The survey of the xeute starts from the
depot yards west of north Barstow street
and runs in a direct line northward along
Forest street to the terminus of Huyssen,
Mansfield & Galloway's addition to the
city, passing under the shore abutments
of the Omaha Railway company's bridge
to the pulp paper mill. From thence it
runs to a point a short distance west of
Mount Simon, where as we understand, it
will cross the river and re-cross at the is-
land on which is located the mill of the
Dells Lumber company. From- there
the route takes in the mills of
the Badger State and Lafayette
Lumber companies, and also touches at
the Gravel Island mill a short distance be-
low Chippewa Falls. A spur track it
should be mentioned, will connect with
the Empire Lumber Co.'s Eddy mill. Near
Gravel Island mill the road will intersect
the present grade of the branch of the
Wisconsin Central's new road, where it
willre-oross on the bridge now in course
of construction, and willrun into Ghippe-
wa Falls on the same grade with the Cen-
tral to the depot. The time limited for
the completion of the road has not been
made publicly known, but is generally
understood outside of railroad circles that
it is to be fully' equipped and ready for
service toward the latter part of December.

X*ieHaute From St. Paul to Chicago.
Mr. A. B. Stickney has been for some

time engaged in renewing his project for
a new road from St. Paul to Chicago via
the east side of the Mississippi river. His
surveyors have been in the field at work
for some time, but a few days ago a party
of engineers struck in a few miles in ad-
xance of the Stiokney party, near Stock-
holm, Wisconsin, opposite Lake City, and
have been looating a line and buying the
right of way at almost any price that is
asked. It is supposed that the Milwaukee
& St. Paul Company is the new comer.

Hail Notes.
Mr. Geo. K. Barnes, of the Northern

Pacific road, will be back Friday.
Mr. Manvel, general manager of the

St. Paul & Manitoba road, has returned.
Wm. Hurder, assistant traffic manager

of the Canadian Pacific road, is in St.
Paul.

George W. Clayton, general western
agent of the Missouri Paoifio road, is in
town.

H. C. Davis, assistant passenger agent
of the St. Paul & Manitoba road will ar-
rive to-day.

On Sanday next there wiii be a change
of time on the Chicago, St. Paul & Omaha
lines west of St. Paul.

The Oregon short line of the Union Pa-
oifio railway was opened on the 17th to
Caldwell, Idaho, fifteen miles this side of
Boise City.

On Saturday last twenty-four cars
loaded with salmon left Portland and
twenty cars more of salmon were started
from the same place for St. Paul.

The Northern Pacifio road yesterday
took 279 cars of wheat to Duluth and
eleven to MiciKapolis. The St. Paul &
Manitoba road took fifty-three cars of
wheat to Dulath and 108 to St. Paul and
Minneapolis.

Two hundred an a thirty-five tons of
silver bullijn ieft Helena, Montana, Wed-
nesday (or Newark, N. J., over the North-
ern. Pacific road. Eighteen cars are
required to transport it, and they will pass
through St. Paul in a few days.

The Omaha and Kansas City trains will
leave St. Paul at 3:50 p. m. instead of 4:05
p. m. The Dcs Moines trains are to be
consolidated with the Sioux City and
Sioux Falls trains and will leave St. Paul
at 7:20 a. m. instead of at 5;30 a. m. and
8:05 a. m. as heretofore.

The travel inte and out of St. Paul has
reached very large proportions. There has
never been anything like it in the history
of the city. On Tuesday the ticket agents
at the union depot sold forty through
tickets for Portland, yesterday forty-five.
A good many from lowa are going out to
Oregon, and still more from the older
states of the east.

The Illinois state fair commences at
Chicago on the 24th, and will hold over to
the 29th, and will be the biggest one held
in the west. John Dere & Co., of Moline,
111., and J. I. Case & Co., have each
chartered a train and bought 500 tickets
for their employes. Each company will
have a band of music. The exhibit of
stock, agricultural implements, etc., will
be something enormous.

The cattle business on the Northern
Pacific is increasing, On Tuesday twenty-
four cars consigned to Harris &Plunenger,
of Chicago, left Miles City: seven cars con-
signed to W. H. Hackney, three cars for
Merriam & Pringle, ani twenty-four cars
for Carpenter <fc Robinson left the same
place. On the same day twenty-one cars
left Glendive and twenty-five cars left
Mandan. Allol these will be along here
shortly.

The Chicago, Rock Island & Pacifio
Burlington, Cedar Bapids <fc Northern, and
Minneapolis it St. Louis railways have is-
sued a special joint tariffbetween Chicago,
South Chicago, Englewood, Washington
Heights, Blue Island and Joliet and Mor-
ristown, Faribault, Dundas. Northfield,
Waterville, Granville, Cannon Falls, Belle
Creek and Red Wing.

Fargo Republican 18: The directors of
the Fargo Southern railroad held a meet-
ing at their office yesterday afternoon, and
transacted routine business. It was stat-
ed that iron for<| the road would be
shipped by the 20th of September from
Chicago. It had been delayed because of
strikes on the part of iron workers. The
rails are to be of steel.

A special dispatch from Helena to the
Benton, Montana' Record, says: President
Villard was called upon at the train by the
Choteau representatives who talked with
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kirn half an hour about the requirements
of Northern Montana, and of Benton' » or-
gent need of a railroad. They alto pre-
sented aim with . doonmenta containing
facts and figures in relation to their coun-
ty, it*products, resources, business and
population. Villard was much interested
and assnred the committee that he would
furnish Benton with a branch road from
Helena or Billings, bnt was not yet pre-
pared to say when. He will enamine the
documents given him, and on his arrival
at Portland will adviie the oommittee
more definitely.

Fargo Republican: 18: The Manitoba
Bailroad company have again changed
the time of the train through Casselion to
Mayville, and thereby made numerous Far-
goians a little sour, so to speak. During
the summer they ran the train so that
close connections could be made with the
Northern Pacifio morning and evening,
and parties could go to Mayville, remain
three or four hour 3and return to Fargo on
the fame day. A3 it is now, it is necessary
to spend two nights in Casselton in order
to make the round trip to Mayville or
other points in that vicinity. It is a great
inconvenience to Fargo business men, and
there are a good many who have interests
that call them oyer that branch quite fre-
quently. Of course it is just as inconvtn
ient in regard to the carrying of mails.

Mandan Pioneer, Sept. 18: On Satur
day last a suit was filed against the North
em Pacific Railway company, by Mitchel
& McGindley, attorneys for Frank Lang,
asking for $25,000 damages. The damages
sought by Mr. Lang are for obstructing
and stopping the ingress and egress to his
property, and also for gravel and 6and
that have been removed. The railway
company took possession of the property
on the 20th of June, 1882, and has held it
until the present time. At the last session
of the district court in thi3 city a commis-
•ion was appointed by the judge to value
the property and name a price for the
company to pay Mr. Lang for his proper-
ty, but Mr.Lang would not accept th» de
cision of the commission, hence this suit.

A gentleman who has been largely
identified with the railroad interests of
Indianapolis, ten years ago purchased
$780 worth of stock of the Weatinghouse
Air Brake cempany. The first year he
held it he reoeived a 10 per cent, dividend,
the second year a 10 per cent, dividend in
cash and a 30 per cent, dividend in stock
From 1875 to 1881 he received a 10 per
cent, dividend on his stock annually. In
1882 he received a6O per cent, dividend,
and he this week has received notice that
an 80 per cent, dividend has been declared.
His dividend this year will be over $1,000
in excess ofthe original cost of his stock.
While the Westinghouse company hap
been constantly enlarging its works and
making improvements to the brake, tha
dividends have been surprising the stock
holders.

A HEQLKCTED GRAVE.

A Brave officer in the Army and a Re-
spected Officer in the Minnesota State
Government Sadly Forgotten.

There can not, we venture to say, be
found an old veteran in this state who will
not be touched to learn of the lack ofhonor
and we might say reverence, paid to the
remains of a brave Minnesota oSoer, and,
at the time of his death, the secretary ol
state of Minnesota, as revealed in the fol-
lowing:

In a letter received yesterday by Adju-
tant General Hawley, from Brownsdale,
Mower county, Minn., from Albert Swift,
oommander of Post 11, Grand Army de-
partment of Minnesota, in answer to Gen.
Hawley's recent notice desiring to know of
any soldier's grave in the state without a
headstone, that he might furnish the same
free of cost, comes the following:

"In the cemetery at this place lie buried
the remains of H. C. Bogers, colonel of
the Eighth Minnesota infantry. His death
occurred before Icame to the state, but
among his acquaintances here I have heard
him spoken of only in the highest terms of
praisp, and consequently two years ago we
honored our Post by giving it his name.
Uu tne 30th of May last we held our first
memorial service, and on that occasion I
caused to be erected at the head of his
grave a piiid board painted white and
containing the simple inscription, "Col.
H. C. Rogers." That is all that has ever
been erected to his memory. Ihave been
told by hi 3 friends here that if his ol£
friends and associates in St. Paul knew
these facts, they would be willing to con
tribute something, and perhaps liberally,
to provide a suitable headstone for his
grave. I further understand that he was a
very popular man, and was once secretary
of state. It is a shame that such a man's
grave should be thus neglected, but the
comrades of the post here are not able to
incur much expense in the matter. If you
were acquainted with Gol. Bogers you may
be able to advise me bow to act, so that
something better than the slab provided
by the government may be had."

Itmay be added that when Gol. Rogers
deceased he was supposed to have consid-
erable property, but having no relatives
as far as was known, it was not known
what became of it. He was well and pop-
ularly known and highly esteemed at the
time of his decease, which was in 1869,and
evidently during his incumbency of the
office of Secretary of stat*. he being elect-
ed for the years 1869 and 1870,
as shown by tne state re-
lords. He was a brave and noted officer,
having lost an arm in the late war and re-
ceived other wounds.

Further comment on our part is un-
necestary and we give publication to these
facts knowing that there are those who
will not let this thing be after their eyes
have rested on this article.

DEMOCRATIC OHIO.

Hon. B. P. Spalding of Cleveland Ohio,
is spending a few days in St. Paul, the
guest of his sen-in-law Mr. Charles Mo-
Ilrath. Although a somewhat frequent
visitor at St. Paul, Judge Spalding said
yesterday he realized more foroibly than
ever before the solidity and wonderful re-
sources of the city as evidenced by the
rapidity of its growth, trn volume of it:*
building eutorprises md i.-v v. mty and
the taste stij.vji in its aroaitectual devel-
opment.

Last evening a representative of the
GiiOBB had the pleasure of making a call
upon this distinguished citizen of Ohio,
at 378 Summit avenue, and found him the
life and centre of the social circle that
were grouped around him. Judge Spald-
ing is in the 85th year of his age, but time
has been lenient with him and he seems
but to have reached the maturity of his
powers, and to be entering upon, rather
than otherwise, a vigorous and polished
manhood. After allusions to some of the
«.vents of auld lang syne familiar alike
to the Judge and his caller, the conversa-
tion naturally and easily passed to
consideration of the political situation in
the Buckeye state. "Judge Hoadly, you
see," said Judge Spalding, "i3defeated in
the Republican papers, but rest assured
that there his defeat ends, and on the 2d
Tuesday of October he will be elected by
the people by an overwhelming majority.
Judge Hoadly is the ablest man who has
been a candidate for governor as the rep-
resentative of any party, in many years,
and yet no man in the political history of
the last twenty-five years has been subject-
ed to such a crusade of abuse as has been
poured out upon him."

Asked if there was not some disaffection
and division within the Democratic party
that might prove disastrous, the Judge
said there was not. Soon after the nomi-
nation an effort was made to discredit
Hoadlv'h Democracy because he had been
an anti-slavery man, but it made no im-
pression. Tf any effect was produced it
gave him strength and new friends.
Hoadly was a free-soiler and like Francis
Blair, Lyman Trumbull, Chase and many
others joined the movement against slav-
ery that underlay the organization of the
Republican party, but since sla-
very is gone, all that class of men,
like Hoadly and myself are now acting
with the Democratic party because we
chink it is the purest party in our Ameri-
can politics. Another cry was raised
against Hoadly that he paid $50,000
for his nomination. That was a mons-
trous story, but by the way I happen to
know something about that. I was the
chairman of the Cuyahoga delegation and
our 38 votes were cast for Hoadly. and
none of us heard of the expenditure of a
dellar, but the source from which the ca-
nard came sent it flying back into the faces
of its authors with a tremendous recoil.
No man in twenty years has been so set
npon by his partisan opponents as Judge
Hoadly, but the mud don't stick. Ihave
Known him from boyhood intimately, and
know him to be as pure a man as he is
able and brilliant. The Germans are a
great political power in Ohio, and every
German paper is ardently supporting
Hoadly aDd the German voters are doing
the same thing. My own county Cuyaho-
ga—will give him 5,000 majority. Ham-
ilton county will roll up its thousands for
him and hA willbe triumphantly elected,
Iheartily guarantee that. The Democrat-
ic party are at no odds among themselves.
The platform is satisfactory to all of our
people, and a thorn to the opposition. It
happened that Iwas able to influence the
formation of the tariff plank which chal-
lenges the candid judgment of every
thoughtful man;

"Atarifffor revenue, limited to the necessary
expenditures of the government, and so adjus-
ted as to give protection and encouragement to
home productive industry and labor without
producing or fostering monopolies.

That is the voice of the Democratic
party of Ohio, and of every Democratic
convention since held, and it is not too
much to assume that it will become the
tariffpolicy of the National Convention in
1884.

Touching upon the senatorial question,
Judge Spalding remarked that the Cincin-
nati Enquirer had made a breezy fight
against Senator Fendleton, and at one
time it seemed as ifthere might some mis-
chief flow from it. The fight against Pen-
dleton was quite unnecessary on the part
of the Enquire): He would not be re-
turned anyway and all that amunition was
wasted. While he did not think the peo-
ple generally were committed upon the
senatorial matter, he thought Hon. Henry
B. Payne of Cleveland was the most gen-
erally and influentially considered in that
connection. The senatorial matter, how-
ever, neither imperiled or added strength
to the state ticket. With the rank and
file tha controlling impulse was to uphold
the state ticket and permit the senatorial
subject to await its appropriate time.

'There is not much discussion in re-
gard to the next Presidency in my sec-
tion," said Judge Spalding. "For myself
I am heartily in favor of the "old ticket."
It should be nominated as a measure of
retributive justice, to make at a late day
gome atonement for the great crime of
1876. Regarding Mr. Tilden's health
that is not at all in the way. His nomin-
ation would sweep the country like an
inspiration, and he would enter the White
House with a majority behind him, before
him and about him that would show how
the American people love justice and
hate the fraud of politicians. Ohio
would stand by the "old tick-
et," yon may depend. Hayes is a
cipher, insignificant and impotent. Of
course co one can tell, the unexpected
often happen?, but if the current of opin-
ion prevailing to-day continues until 1884,
the old ticket will be nominated, elected,
and justice done, to Mr. Tilden, the party
and the country.

So said, in substance, the eminent jurist
and statesman, as eloquent in conversa-
tion as in oi atory in the halls of congress
or in judicial life, always interesting, ear-
nest and candid.

Judge Spalding expects, to pass the
coming winter at some point in the south,
possibly in Washington, in company with
his son Z. S. Spalding and family, who
are now in St. Paul, having come from
Honolulu to remain until the charms of
another summer tempt them to their island
home.FLIKS ANU BUGS.

THE COURTS.

Supreme Court.
In the matter of the application of A.

Snell for a writ of habeas corpms.
Syllabus—The supreme court of this

state has original jurisdiction of the writ
of habeas corpus. A prisoner bound over
and committed by a justice «f the peace,
who issues e«t a writ of habeas corpus
from this court, may hare a oerliorari as
auxiliary thereto to bring op the testi-
mony received by the justice and by hint
returned to the district court and there
Hied.

A decision of jao court or officer upon
a writ of habeas corpus, refasing to dig-
charge a. prisoner is not a bar to the issue
ofanother writ based upon the same state
of facts a3 tha former writ by aaothsr
court or officer or to a
hearing or discharge thereupon.

The evidence upon which a prisoner is:
bound over and committed by a jnstice of
the peace may be examined by the court
or officerbefore which or whom such pris-
oner is brought upon habeas corpus for
the purpose:

First—Of determining whether it fairly
and reasonably tends to show the com-
mission of the offense charged.

Second —Whether itfairly and reasona-
bly tends to make out probable cause for
charging the prisoner with its commission.
But the judgment of the committing
magistrate shuldnot be rejudged by an in-
quiry into the weight of the evidence
turtber than is necessary to determine
these two propositions.

The motion to quash in this case having
been denied, the evidence returned by the
justice to the district court and brought
oefore us upon oertioriri was examined
by us and being satisfied that it fairly and
reasonably tended to show the commission
of the oti'enoe and to make out probable
cause for charging the petitioner with its
commission, we refused to discharge him.
We were also satisfied that there was no
ground for reducing the bail.

Bebbt, J.
In the natter of the application of A.

Snell for a writ of habeas corpus.
Dissenting opinion.—l think the writ

should be quashed: The habeas corpus,
because the relator was not entitled to it,
and the oertioriri because being only aux-
iliary to and in aid of the habeas corpus,
it must fall with it. Notwithstanding
some data in England and some decisions
in America, following them Ithink when
a party has been heard en a writof habeas
corpus, the decision ia, until reserved, res
adjudicata vpon his right to a discharge
on the facts then existing. There may be
a reason for the contrary rule
when no review can be had,
but there is none in this state
where the party may always have the de-
cision of the court of last resort by ap-
peal where the writ is not heard in the first
instance in this court, or by certioriri if
no appeal is give a. If the decision be
not conclusive, then the party may as
often as it is against him, even though it
be the solemn decision of this court, apply
again and agrain either to the same court
or officer having authority to issue the
writ. And upon each application not-
withstanding repeated decisions even by
the same court or officer, the writ must
issue.

In my opinion the statute does not con-
template such a condition of things.
