Your committes are of epimion
that the portion of the ocity oecupied by
whelesale heases is now fairly well provi-
ded for in this respect,and suggess that the
mere remots districts should now receive
attention and provicion therefors be made
with the boxes to be purchased.

Your commiitee also recommend the
purchase of another chemical Fire Engine
of 200 gallers capaocity to be used on Day-
ton’s Bluf¥ as soon as the one now in #he
Department can be located in the emgine
house, now keing ereoted at the corner of
Eighth and Minnesota strsets, and here-
with submit a resolution for same.

Third, Youreommittee recommend that
the Beard of Fire Commissioners be an-
therized to purehase a lot en Dayton’s
Bluff and in the Sixth ward, and to erect
engine hounses thereor aad put into servios
a fire company for each locality, and here-
with submit for your adeption two further
resolutions to the end. The estimated ex-
pense of the lots and buildings is as stated
in the respetive resolutions.

The expense of fitting wp the jown hall
in the Sixth ward for the emgine heuse,
weuld be nearly half the exponse eof a lot
and permanent structure erested for the
purpose, and whea so fitied up it would be
erampdi and ineenvenient and its mse as
sueh must be only jemperary, whereas the
properiy ean besold fe goed advaniage as
it now stands for at least §1,300, whish
oould be utilized inthe ereetion of a mew
and entirely suitable building.

The same is true of a temporary build-
ing en Dayton’s Biuf. In our judgment
aow and subsimatial

siruciures are re-
quired ia both plases.
