Inspectors Donnelly, Schiffmann .and
Officer. ' The superintendent submitted
the following report which was adopted:
To the Board of Education of the City of

St. Paul:

GextrexeN: The enroliment of the pub-
lic schools for the month of September
was 5,624, and that without the high
schools and the Adams School which have
not yet been opened. These schools
would have addedat least five hundred to
the num of pupils in the schools.

Although aslarge additions to the school
accommodatiors to the city as the finan—
cial condition of the board would permit
have been made in the past, I have still
to report that the demand for more school-
houses is pressing. Befere the close of the
school year just begun, there will scarcely
be an unocupied school-room in the ecity.
In former roports I have shown the need
of an addition to the Webster school, a
new building in Arliigton Hill’s addition,
a new bailding in the Rice school dictrict,
and some school facilities to accomodate
the residents of the Third ward living west
of Oakland cemetery. In addition to these

ing can be found, it would seem to me
desirable to open another
school ip this district at once. The per-

manent relief of this part of the city by
an addition to the Humboldt building or
otherwise, should also receive considera-
tion.

Tha Harrison school building is proving
too smelil to accommodate the pupils of
that rapidly growing section. The atten-
tion of the board is called to the needs of
this district.

The High school building will be so near-
ly finished by next Monday, October 8,
that the sessions of the school can be held
in it. The completion of so important
an addition to our school facilities
seems to me an event which deserves
more than ordinary mnotice. It has
been anxiously awaited by many whose
children would expect to avail themselves
of the advantages of the high school. The
organization of the high school dates back
sixteen years. Through all these years
there has been with many the hope that in
the near future the crown of our system of
schools should be housed in a comfortable
and tasteful building, located away from
busy streets, and should be supplied with
illustrative apparatus, and everything
that would tend to give it its greatest ef-
ficienoy. This hope, long deferred, is now
to end in fruition, and it would seem to me
to be appropriate to open the building
somewhat formally and call out the public
by a programme of exercises which would
commend the school to public notice
and favor, and which need not
necessarily be characterized by grandilo-
quence or buncombe.

The opening of the High school in its
new home, which the board has so gener-
ously provided with laboratories for the

lemonstration of science, calls attention
to the fact that there is soarcely anything
worthy of nctice in the way of apparatus,
either physical or chemical, in the posses-
sion of the school. Ia order to utilize the
facilities for teaching scienco already far-
d it will be necessary to have appar-
3 nd hould be supplied at ouce.
in the pur of this it would scem to
me to be wiso io have that oaly which is
certain to be used. Instead of appro-
nount to be expended for
elected perhaps from a

ake up the amount to be
expended, are when purchased, scon
thrown aside, nnused, it wonld be better,
»plying certain esseotials, which
lude an air pump, an elactrical §
ralvanic battery, a stereopti-
con with oscope, and polaiscope at-
tachment, to make purchsses from time
to time of what the work in the school
should demonstrate the necessity. In
these purchases, if science is to be made
prominent 1n the high school course, none
but the best should be thought of. If prac-
tical work is to be done in our labratories,
original investigation should be
permitted and encouraged by the
pse of appliances fitted for such work.
Anything like the toy apparatus which sold
for u=e in rome schools seems to be useless
and its purchase an extravagance. In
order to properly equip our labraiories
than the expenditure of quite asum will
be necessary and should be made only for
the best and from time to time as use
shows the actual need. An air pumpmade
by J. H. Ellis, of Peoria, has been examin-
ed by Mr. Weitbrecht and Mr. Gilbert, of
the High School, and both earnestly recom-
mend its purchase. Dr. Howland now
lecturing on science in Market hall pro-
nounces it all things esnsidered preferable
to any other form he has ever seen. This
air pump with ‘Nicols’ prisms
can be obtained for $150.
I would suggest that the malter be
referred to the committee on High School.

I have also to report that requests from-
the parents of fourteen children attending
the Neill school, and twelve attending- the
Jackson szhool, for the instruction in Ger-
man which is given in like grade in all the
other schools of the city, have been re-
ceived.

St. Paur, Oct. 1, 1883.

The Committee on Real Estate report as
follows:

That they have contractad for the addi-
tional stone steps for the High School for
$130.00, and %$11.00 each for the small
steps, if any are required, all to be placed
in position; also for the grading and sod-
ding of the High School grounds for $300,
the same to be done to the entire satisfac-
tion of the Board; also for cementing the
cellar of the Adams school (the bottom
and 18 inches cf the side walls) for $1.00
per square yard, as per authority you have
givenbefore. Approved.

That they have selected a site for the lo-
cation of a school in the Rice street dis-
trict, at a cost of $3,500, and would ask
that an order be drawn to pay for same,
subject to the approval of the title by the
Attorney of the Board. Lots 10 fo 21, in-
clusive, in block 4, Gray’s addition outlots
to McKenty’s outlats. Ordered.

That there is but a 1-inch water pipe
connection for the High School building.
We would recommend that an additional
counnection pipe be put in, for the rsason
that when water is used in the boiler room
it cannot be used in the water closets and
chemical laboratory at the same time, and
plenty of water should be had at all times
for both of these apartments, especially
the boiler room and water closets.
Adopted.

That the boiler rcom of the High School
needs to be excavated, bricked and flagged;
that the cost of same will exeeed $300, bat
we recommend that it is necessary and
should be done; also that a small coal
house should be built at cost of about $100,
and ask your instruetions in regard to
same, as whatever is to be done should be
done at once. Adopted.

Plank walks shounld be laid from the dif-
ferent entrences to the sidewalk, and
would ask for aathority to have seme done
for the High school. Ordered.

Weo would recommend that you desig-
nate the amount of insuranee you wish
placed on the High school building and
furniture at once. We would suggest
$75,000 as the amount to be earried on
both building and furnitore. Approved.
We would recommend that the Board
room be fitted up about like the plan of
the council chamber and as per attached
diagram, end that the Committee on Pur-
chases and Supplies be empowered to havs
the room fitted up at once. Ordered.
Referring to your instructions to pro-
care bids for grss fixtures for the High
school building we would first ask if it is
intended to put fixtures of their proper
kind in all rooms and in all places where
gas fixtures were intended, or only in those
actually needed for use the present winter?
We have bids in different ways. Referred
to Committee on High Schoels with power
to act.

The ground around and in the rear of
the addition to the Lincoln school is higher
than the basement windows ard the sar-
face water runs into the cellar. The leader
pipes on the old part need repairing, and
we ask authority to have the grouads
graded so as the water will run away from
the building and pipes repaired. Ordered.
The Monroe school that was damaged
by lightning is being repaired by the in-
surance companies.

We would also recommend that you des-
ignate the amount of iusurance on the
Adams school building and furriture.
$8,000'0ordered placed.

SPECIAL REPORT ON BUILDINGS.
Regarding the needs of new buildings,
additions, ete., for next year’s building,
we would report as follows:

The Webster school should have an ad-
dition of four rooms as the building is now
fully occupied, and before the addition
can be completed it will be over crowded.
The River school should have an ad-
dition of two rooms or else a new site more
centrally located on the flat should be se-
lested and a brick building built on the
same, The present school, with the aid
of a rented room, could be run until one
was completed.

The Humboldt school should have an ad-
dition of four rooms. If the brick six or
eight room building should be built on
the flat it would relieve the Humboldt.
The Rice school should be enlarged and
we recommend that the present building
be moved back a little further on the lots
at once, where it is now situated, 2nd that
a new brick front of four rooms be built so
as to conneet with the present building.
This will give the Board the use of an eight
room - building for a year or two, until the
other districts, that are sorely in need of
school room, are supplied; then the old
parb can bo disposed of and
an addition of four rooms
built in the rear. Thiscan be done with—
out any interference with the scheol. The
foundation can be put in this fall, and th
building set back on it during the next
wonth, so that ithe work for the addition
can be commenced early in the spring.

A building is needed in the Arlingion
Hill distriet on the site owned by tine
Board. This wou!d relisve the Lincoln
and the Harrison, temporarily.

The Harrison school is overcrowded,
and some provision will soon have to be
made for a larger school in that lceation,
Vour committee would suggest that when
it is done that a new building beerscted on
the same lots, (there is room alongside of
the present building,) and that ihe build-
ing now occupied be moved out further
towards the Harvester Works, and that a
site be selected for the same.

As regards the Washington building, we
are of the opinion that it will have te be
kept occupied as a school for some time
to come; at least till buildiegs can be
erected to supply the other parts of the
city that are sorely in need of school room.

The residents of the district west of
Dale street, towards Lincoln and Grand av-
enues and Victoria streets, have waited
upon your committee and requested that a
school be built upon the site owned by the
Board on the corner of Loretta and
Grand avenues, instead of building an ad-
dition to the Webster school the coming

€ar.

X It is also advisable that a new site be
selected at once not far from the corner of
Fisk street and Marshall avenue, as prop-
erty is rapidly advancing and can now be
bought at a reasonable price, and it will
not be ever two or three years before a
school will be required in that section.
