There was considerable bearish talk
on the street in the morning as u?nal, bnt
an exception seemed to be made in favor
of the Villard stocks, and on the stock ex-
change they sold up rapidly at the opening
and lor the first hour. At 53 lor Oregon
and 61 for Northern Pacifies preferred,
there was free realizing, and at times
North-Western lagged and threw a damper
over tho rest of the list. After a decline of

about 1 point on Viliard stocks, there was
very little appreciable change in the mar-
ket until after the bank statement came
out, showing the reserve $1,214,325.
This served to be the sequel
for an onslaught by the bears, first on Vil-
lardf, then on Coalers. Oregon was offer-
ed down by clique brokers in hundred
share lots of forced Bales below the market
price. Jersey was sold seller GO,ore point

under going prices. The syndicate of
liar*circulated reports of prominent bank
failures in the city. Northwestern wps the
weakest spot in the whole list, and :;old at
120. Toward the close it was learned that
the meeting ofNorthern Pacific directors
was harmonious, and that they adopted the

W. T. Baker k, Co. (New York
and Chicago) said there waa a general ex-
pectation that some favorable action would
be taken ct the directors' meeting to-day,
and the ViMarda were bright in anticipa-
tion. Other stocks were kept about
steady. After the first hour the
bears began Belling the Villards in antici-
pation of the selling by the bears after
the directors' meeting, and these stocks
broke sharply. The rest of the list was
sold down, especially Northwestern, St.
Paul, Union Pacific and tho coal stock?.

At the meeting of the Northern Pacific
directors, Villard whs re-elected president,
and an issue of bonds was authorized, not
to exceed $20,000,000, for the purpose of
repaying the advances of the Oregon &
Transcontinental company, finishing the
road and buying additional equipment.
A meeting of preferred stockholders, to
consent to tho mortgage, is called for

Nov. 20. The books close Oct. 20,
It i-; necessary that three-quarters of the
preferred stockholders should content to
this mortgage cad it remains to be soon
whether they will do so or not. Northern
Pacifies became steady on the announce-
ment of this result, and although the rest
of tho li.-i *oM oil considerably, they were
w?.ll i itoined.

Chicago, Oat. 0. —The bears wore in full
sway todi-y and in the board of trade a
lower range af values was effected on all
the leading speculative markets. Flour
was quiet and trading light; still a better
f<se!:ng was noticeable in trF.Jo and it id
said a good quantity conld be handled
vere tho stock here and ready for imme-
diate delivery. The home trade were buy-
ing very little, but Canadian buyers were
looking about and picking up considera-
ble good bakers' stock, and the export
buyers were bidding firm prices and would
tike considerable good to low grade were
it to be had. Eye- Hour slow.
Bran and all millstuffs were holding at
steady prices. Among the sales were 125
barrels double taring extras, 100 bags
Minnesota bakers' at $4.75, 75 barrels
Fittsburg straight on P. 1., 100 sr.cks B at
$4.25.

Winter wheat was dull and lower. In
Spring wheat there was a fairly active
businessl, but prices were weak and lower.
November dosed about \}J cents lower
than at 1 o'clock yesterday, and December
about lji cents lower. The cables re-
ported strong markets abroad, but
tha feeling among the local opera-
tors was decidedly bearish, and with
very few buying onions to support the
market and a general disposition to sell.
Tho market ruled weak, opening }<£o lower
than at 1 o'clock jssterdcy and felloe
more, then fluctuated slightly and closed
weak. Receipts were only rather moderate
and offerings rather liberal. We are going
into winter quarters with an immense
stock in store and there ara no indications
whatever for the property. The tendency
is downward. November touched the low-
est point to-day of the jeir's crop. Tho
outlook is gioomy, and many strong op-
erators are selling short. Vessels were en-
gaged to carry 70,000 bushels.

Corn W3B fairly native but lower, Octo-
ber closing about %a lower than yester-
day, November about },£c lower and year
about J4e lower. The first pales were at
almost the closing figures of yesterday but
soon began to weaken in sympathy with
the weakness in wheat which induced heavy
offerings and prices finally ifell %@,%c,
then fluctuated slightly and closed weak at
the decline. Receipts are too large for
any deal but still it may be inaugurated.
Everingham does not see a sufficient for-
eign demand to justify any advanco at
present and Kent sees no reason
to change from the bear side, bnt ad rises
customers not to follow the short side very
much lower.

Oats were weak and quiet strongly de-
clining, and there were so few buying
orders th.it there was little effort to check
the market on the down turn with the gen-
eral depression in grain helping to niora

free selling and a lower range. Samples
were going out fairly, but at a lower range
of prices.

Pork was active and tho market weak,
the October option selling oil 60c below
the price current at the close of 'change
yesterday, while November was Ssc lower
and January 2C@22)£3 los-er.

Gash was quiet at full October
prices. An unsettled feeling; prevailed,
and prices fluctuated considerably. The
shipping demand was moderate. Hatchin-
sou bought a lino of January pork at
$11.22}.,'. Warren sold I*ooo,ooo pounds
of January ribs at $5 75. At the close
Armour paid §G. 90 for October ribs, •which
was an extravagant price, as they had just
sold at $0.75. Hogs were higher at the
jclose, with an estimate of 18,000 fox Men-
day and 100,000 for next week.

Lard was comparatively quiet and prices
were easier. The October option was sell-
ing ell 300 per 100 pounds below yester-
day's closing figures, but re-acted some
and closed at a decline of 20c. The larger
options were 7j^@loc lower end rather
quiet. Cash was in fair demand by local
raficers and was held firm at a small pre-
mium over October.

New Yobk, Oct. 6.—The directors of the
Northern Pacific Railroad company at
their meeting thi3 morning re-elected the
present officers and adopted the following
plan for relief:

Wheseas, There is now required to

provide for the present unfunded debt,

beyond cash means available the sum of
$9,459,920 and whereas an additional sum
of $5,500,000 willbe required to complete
the construction ci the mainline, contract-
ed, including bridges and tunnels and
provide pay for ail equipments required
and contracted for; therefore

Resolved, (Unanimously) That this
board, subject to the approval of three-
quarters of the preferred stock, authorizes
the execution of -a second mortgage for

twenty millions on all property, subject
only to priority of the present general
mortgage; that this mortgage shall be only
to the liens of said mortgage.

Hesohed, That a finance committee be

appointed to open negotiations for the
sale ofeighteen millions of second mort-
gage bonds and report their action to this
board.

Resolved, That a meeting of preferred
stockholders of this company be called to
be heid at the clSce of the company in
New York, the 20th of November next,
and vote npon tho question of the issue
of twenty millions of second mortgage
bonds, and that in accordance
wilh the plan ofreorganization the secre-
tary to give notice of said meeting at
least thirty days prior thereto, and that
for the purpose of said meeting the trans-
fer books of preferrod stock of this com-
pany ba closed the 20th of October at 3
p. ia,, and remain closed till the 2Gth of
November at 10 o'clock, a. m.

• He-soli-ed, That tho officers of this com-
pany be requested to prepare and publish
with all dispatch, for information of the
stockholders, a circular giving full par-
ticulars of the funded and unfunded debt
of this company acd of the present con-
dition of the opc-ruting and land depart-
ments, insluding in the latter the cancel-
lation ofbonds, with the proceeds of land
sales.

It is understood the financ3 committee
is engaged in a negotiation, which will
probably result in a successful issne.

The case of Ray. R. C. Ambler, of Sauk
Centre, against whom charges of immor-
ality baye been made by D. E. Keith, of
Dakota, has been under consideration.
The story is thn3 stated:

Ambler's wife and the wife of Keith were
very intimate friends when tho later was
holding n charge m Catselton, Dakota.
Afterwards he removed to Sauk Centor,
and while there i-ars. Keith, who was suf-
fering from illness, visited the Ambler
famly. While there she wss induced by
Mrs. Ambler to put herself under the
treatment of her husband who had formerly
behn n practicing physician. This waa
dene, bat Mr. Keith who appeared
upon tho scane later, opposed
this arrangement and fcok his wife home.
He never said a word about the charges he
now makes of indecent proposals, until
within about a week afterwards he wrote
to Ambler and oflereil ii' ha (Ambler) gave
him (Keith) his g<;U watch he would say
nothing abaut the matter, then for the
first time making tho charges. Ambler
paid no attention to this, claiming it was
a blackmailing scheme. Shortly
after he received another letter
stating that §100 would heal the heart of
Keith for the insults to his wife. Ambler
says he has these letters, and will show
them when the proper time comes.

The conference committee appointed to
investigate this matter met in one of the
class rooms of the church at 2 o'clock p.
m. yesterday. Allwere present including
Ambler and Keith.

Mr. Ambler put in his side of tbe story
as given above, and Mr. Keith gave his
version of the affair. The committee sat
with closed door?, the reporters being
carefully excluded. The effort was made
on the part of Ambler to show that Keith
was a sort of crank and of unsound mind,
but this was not sufficiently shown to re-
lieve Ambler. The committee decided to
recommend that tho matter be referred to
the presiding elder of tha Red River dis-
trict, with instruction to call a court to try
Mr. Ambler on tho charges made. The
committee will thus report to the confer-
ence to-morrow.

The trouble the Rev. R.C. Ambler, of
S-.';k Center, has gotten into has raised
considerable consternation among the
brethren, who do not wish to sully the
records of their public proceedings with
any matter of the description
entailed in \u25a0 euch a vile scandal

The Globe reporter has been at some
pains to collect the opinions of the various
members of tho conference in this matter
a:id he has not found one man among them
nil who credits «he story against the Rev.
Mr. Ambler. That gentleman has been
connected with this conference for years
and has the reputation ofbeing an honest,
upright, conscientious Christian gentle-
man and a preacher of the Gospel. The
man Keith who makes the charge is known
as a crank, who has b« en known to some
of tho members for years . who
know him to be unreliable. It is con-
sidered to be a case of blackmail. Never-
theless, a thorough and exhaustible inves-
tigation willbe made, anJ if the charges
have the least color of truth the Rev. Mr.
Ambler will be seriously disposed of. Mr.
Ambler courts the fullest inquiry and is
dertaiiii that charges cannot be sustained
in the least.

At!)o'clock the bishop nailed the confer-
ence to order acd tho Rkv. John Lftmber
son led in the devotional exercises. The
following visiting brethren were then in-
troduced: Chaplain McCabe, Dr. Weldou,
Dr. Dma of the Pijmoth.Oong.

MAN IN MILWAUKEE.

The Fire Barns Over Three ami a Half
Block*, Including the Largest Kl«v»'-»r

GREAT FIBE INDALLAS, TEXAS.

Dallas, Texas, Oct. 6,1 p. Proba-
bly the largest and most destructive fire
that ever occured here is now raging. At
11 o'clock this morning a fire broke out in
the engine room of H. C. Howard & Co's
elevator, and soon after the flames were
issuing forth in all directions. Tho ele-
vator is situated right at the Texas &
Pacific road, one block north of Elm
street. The flames spread rapidly and
soon the cotton yard of the City Compress,
occupying a block of ground immediately
adjoining the elevator, caught fire and was
rapidly conenmed. A strong
breeze is blowing from the south-
east and the heat from the
burning district is frightful. At 12:.i0 the
elevator fell with a crash. A brick build-
ing adjoining it occupied by Sinker,
Davis & Co., containing boilers and en-
gines, is also a total loss, burning both to
the ground. The flames rapidly spread,
and soon the cotton around the city com-
press, across from the elevator, caught fire
and is now rapidly burning. It is hoped
that the compress will be saved with but
little damage as all efforts are now being
used in that direction. At 12:45 p. m. tha
fire is still raging, going in a northerly
direction, and has juat caught
and wiped out the elect
light works and a livery stable. That part
of the town in which it is now spreading
is composed of small frame structures
and there is no telling where it will stop.

The elevator contained wheat and oats
to the amount of 30,000 bushels, all of
which was destroyed. There are also
probably 4,000 bales of cotton consumed.
Thus far prominent insurance men esti-
mate the loss at $1,000,000. and the insur-
ance at three-fourths of that amount. Of
ourse this is mostly guess work as noth-

ing definite can be obtained.
Business is almost suspended, and the

whole town is excited. The fire depart-
ment responded promptly, but itwas near-
ly half an hour before they got regularly
to work .and th 9 water supply was in
adequate. One of tie engines seemed to
be nearly, worthless. Where the fire broke
out there were some twenty-five or thirty
box and Cat cars scattered around on the
track, aud as the hose tried to crosp, the
firemen were delayed until a switch en-
gine could remove the ears. Fort Worth
has been telegraphed for aid and an en-
gine and the Fort Worth departments are
expected in in a few minutes.

Latee— lt is said there were nearly 1.500
bales of cotton in tho yard and around the
compress and fully half of that Lumber
have been consumed.

At H o'clock the tire is still raging. The
fire engine from Fort Worth is here, and
with tho two Dallas engines is playing
npon the flames. Crawdo are running and
the excitement is unabated.

CHECKED ATLAST.

Dallas, Tex., Oct. 6.—The fire was got-
ten under control about 5 o'clock, at Col-
lins street, having burned three and one-
half blocks.
