continues to rage in the Kentucky news-
papers. In a recent contribution to The
Louisville Courier Journal, Capt. John J.
McAfee, formerly of Morgan's command,
tells how Morgan, "painfully wounded as lie
was, breathing and goffering with the tan-

son stream trickling from his wounds," v,\.s

thrown across a horso and borne through the
\u25a0streets of Greenville, "with .'.us blanr: _tl

face turned to the light, running his
fingers through his hair, while his
eyes v.ore liftedhi their speechless agony to
heaven," Capt. McAfee does not assart that
ho witnessed this scene, for he made his Grc^
appearance the next forenoon, bearing c Gag
oftruce to obtain Morgan's remains, which
were delivered to him. All other Recounts
agree that Horgaa was slict dead in his
tracks.

Capt. McAfee falLsiuto another error, liow-
«ver, iv which ho has tha company ofall who
have written ra the Confederate side. Ho
tells the old story that it was young Mrs.

\u25a0quiet street of Washington and in a very
modest house lives Mi's. Sarah E. Thompson,

I formerly ofGreenville, Term. . To a Tribune"
' correspondent this evening Mrs. T&mpson

told ihe folio-wing story:
"Iam the woman who sent to the Union

forces under Gen. Gfllemthe intelligence that
Morgan and his command were in Greenville.
Iwas a widow then, my busband, who was
« Union soldier, having been murdered by
Morgan's men sometime before, while he was
a prisoner in their hands. Iwas living then
at Main and Railroad streets, in Greenville.
One afternoon Iwas busy baking lightbread
and making tomato butter, when John Mor-
gan and his men rode into town. He dis-
mounted at my door, came to the porch, sat
down and made himself at home. He tflted
bark his chair and sat there an Lour or more,
smoking his pipe and talking to me in his
boastful way.

SIAKING BPOET OP A WOMAN.
"He knew I was a Union woman and he

tantalized me by telling me what great things
he was. going to do and advising me to hunt
up a husband on the rebel side. Among
other things he said he was going to take
KnoxviUe and hold it. I told him ho would
strike a snag before he ever got toKnoxville.
After a while he %vent over to Mrs. Williams'
honse, which stood on a cross street, her yard,
in which were maay grape vines, adjoining
mine. Ab soon as he had gone Iwalked over
to a little frame houso, which was occupied
by some colored people and which overlooked
the premises of Mrs. Williams. A colored
woman lived there wbo had done some work
for me. I said to her: 'Milly,ifyou wiil
-watch Morgan until Icome back I will give
yon this,' and Ihanded her a five-dollar note.
She promised, and I went back home and
got my bonnet and started out Main street.
Ihiul not gone far before Imet a man whom
Ihad known from childhood, and I asked
him to pass me through the pickets so Icould
go and find my cow. He went to the picket
post with me n «i ordered the guard to pass
me out and bac :, and then hopointed tosome
cattle on a hilland asked if mine was not
among them. Itold him my cow was a red
mnUy cow and walked on. When Igot near
the top of the hillI threw a stick at the cow,
and she startM down the other side
and Ifollowed. As soon as I got out
of sight of the guard, I went into Davis
cornfield and through itto his house. I told
Mrs. Davis Iwanted a horse, and she let me
have one. Irode off through the fields hi the
direction of Bull's gap, where the Union
forces lay. After riding some miles I found
a boy, Wilcox by name, and sent him on
with the news to Gen. Gillem. I was told
afterward that he would not believe the boy,
bat some of his officers declared that they
were going after Morgan, anyhow; so the
general concluded to try it Icam& back to
Greenville with our troops. The advance
dashed into town nud searched Mrs. Williams's
honse without finding Morgan. When we
came up they were mad, and declared that
they had been fooled again; but as soon as
Millysaw me she cried out that Morgan was
in tuo yard, hiding among the vines. I told
the men that if they would tear down the
fence and charge I would insure them Mor-
gan's body.

KILLED WHILE FIIILKG HIS PISTOL.
"Just then he was discovered. Ho had a

revolver and fired on Oiirmen, and they fired
on him. Then he was killed and his body
taken by a man on horsoback asH t.irried off.
By that time Morgan's men ivere tiirowing
cannon balls down at us from the artillery
they had on the college green. Our men re-
treated out of the town, and I went back to
my own house. The rebels came down there
and made me a prisoner in my own house and
set two men to guard me. They told me
they would hang me the next day from the
same limb from which Fry, one of our men,
hail been hanged. They did uot have much
time to threaten me. however, for our men
charged back into tho town and held it. One
of my guards was shot through the feet and
both were captured.

IDENTIFYING MORGAN'S BODY.
"After awhile an ambulance camo along

ivitli Morgan's body. Gen. Gillem stopped
the aruhulance, rode up to my door and asked
me if 1 knew Morgan. Itold him that Idid;
that my husband and Ihad played cards
\u25a0with him at Glasgow, Ky., fiveyears before
and euchred him. 'And now,' Iadded, 'I
have helped to euchre him again.' Iidenti-
fied the body, and it wa6 then taken to Mrs.
William's bouse and prepared for burial. I
went with our troops to Bull's gap when they
returned that afternoon."

Mrs. Thompson is now employed in tho
treasury department and has in her posses-
sion letters from Andrew Ji:.- vnd oth-
ers, testifying to the servi ioh she
rendered to the Union cause dm .iig the war.

For and Acainst the Sparrow.

New York Herald.
In twenty years the sparrow in America

has increased so that it is now difficult to
find a section of the country from Boston to
San Francisco which has not its chirping,
saney sparrow, fighting in the roadway or
making a meal from the droppings in the
street. They are not migratory, but remain
the year through wherever they may be,
whether in tha gulf states or Canada. Every-
where he is the same, and everywhere he has
bitter enemies and, most ardent friends. It
is claimed that he is and is not a fruit eater;
that he does and does not drive away native
birds, that he is and is not an insectivorous
bird, and each ofthese directly opposite con-
clusions is supported by any quantity of ob-
servations. Sparrows by the hundred have
been dissected in all seasons, and their maws
found filled with grain or insects, as the op-
erator was a sparrow-phobe or a sparrow-
phile.

Dr. T. M. Brewer, the Boston naturalist,
has been the great sparrow advocate. His
death left the birds without any prominent
defender, while Dr. Elliot Cones, of the
Smithsonian institution, has been the leader
of those who are writing down the sparrow.
Many of the states have outlawed the little
bird, and exposed him to slaughter by who-
ever may care for the work.

The charges against the birds, brieflystated,
are that they perform very inefficiently the
work they were imported iodo; they attack,
dispossess, drive away and sometimes actu-
allykill various native birds which are much
more insectivorous than themselves, and
which might do better service if equally en-
couraged Lthey commit depredations in the

kitchen garden, the orchard, and the grain
field; they are personally obnoxious and un-
j?lt-;- aibtoxnaj ypersons md they have at
present no natural enemies and no check ;
upon their limitless increase. ,i i

C. V. Riley, the entomologist, gave his tes-
timony against the sparrow, and recently Dr.
Cones has declared that the repression of the
bird is a mat' 1 of national importance, for
they are crowding out into tho grain fields
and threaten to have a material effect upon
the crop reports. The daughter of Audubon,
the naturalist, also wrote regetting that they
had ever been introduced.

San Fkancisoo, Oct. 13.The United
States man-of-war Ranger, now at Mare
Island, will leave at the end of this month
for Central America, to complete the sur-
vey began by Capt. W. J. Phillips. An
uncompleted portion of the survey con-
sists of about 600 miles of the coast north
of Panama. The vessel will have a party
of IGO men, under charge of Commander
Clark.

Dewey, alias Halport, arrested yesterday
charged with forging bills of lading on
Montreal, Boston and other eastern cities,
says he feels confident he will be able to
clear himself of the charge of fraud and
says ifany forgeries were committed they
were done by his partner, Mcßean. A
dispatch was received this morning by the
chief of police from Inspector Huns com,
of the Boston police, dated at
Si. Louis, otatirig that ho
would first go to iian Antonio after a man
snooted there, and afterward come to San
Francisco. The prisoner horo willbe held
to await hljarrival, as ha corresponds to
tho description given by • Chief of Police
Adams, of Boston. Dewey had seventeen
hundred dollars on his person when ar-
rested.

The poaching sealers of Bearing Island
have been seized by Hussion officers and
their fare confiscated for the benefit of the
Alaska commercial company. The vessel
was detained and the captain and crew and
one passenger held as prisoners.

It is stated that the Great Northern tele-
graph company has taken a contract to
lay a cable to Japan and Korea.

The disastrous eruptions in the strait of
Sunday has been connected at Yokohama
with the appearance of the sun, which from
nooa, August 30th, to the evening of Sep-
tember Ist, resembled a full moon, the at-
mosphere being obscured with dust and
laden with smoke from the Erakotan vol-
cano, carried twenty-five hundred miles
by a southerly monsoon.

Meeting of the International Society—An
Address from Herr 9oit,

Pittsbubq, Oot. 13.—The International
Socialistic Workmen's association con-
vened here to-night, and will continue in
session several days. Nineteen delegates
are present and it is expected that by
Monday when the real work of the con-
gress will begin, the Bumber will
be increased to sixty. Among the
most prominent socialists present are
Herr Most, Spiese and Drury ofNew York.
No business was transacted to-night, the
session being devoted to singing, speech
making and promulgation of socialistic
views. Herr Most stated that the special
businees of the convention would be to
harmonize the differences which exist be-
tween conservatives and radioal mem-
bers, and the promulgation of an inter-
national constitution by proclamation to
all "groups" of the western
hemisphere. Fittsburg was selected
as the place of meeting to show the falla-
cies ofthe tariff.Adeclaration of principles
prepared by Herr Most, which has been
presented for adoption recites at great
length that government,ohnrch, school and
all other institutions are controlled by cap-
italists; declares that a conflict is inevita-
ble, that the aristooratio class
must be destroyed by relentless
revolutionary activity; that free commu-
nity or property mast be established; that
wealth in the hands of one person must be
limited to $100,000; that free commerce
between nations and individuals must be
universal, and that all other dootrines of
socialism must be oarried into effect at any
sacrifice of lifeor property.

Chicago, Oct. 13.—The old lamp and
crockery house of Chapman, Qrier & Co.,
formerly Wheeler, Chapman & Co., is in
financial straits. Yesterday two of the
firm, Henry B. Grier and Albert Jack,
filed a bill in the supreme court against
the titular member of the firm, asking that
a reoeiver be appointed to take charge of
the assets and wind up the business. Mr.
Chapman has for some months past been
neglecting the business of the firm and
givinghis entire attention and time to
his mining interests in Colorado to the
serious detriment of the interests
of the firm. On Thursday their
paper went to protest, and the bill is filed
to prevent any of the creditors securing
advantages over others to whom the firm
i? indebted. They claim that their etook
and business generally is worth $150,000
but that it is doubtful ifmore than $60,000
could be realized at a forced or public sale.
Judge Jameson appointed R. E. Jenkins
receiver under bond of $50,000. Mr.Chair-
man, who is at Tin Cup, Colorado, was re-
quested by letter on the 4th inst. to con-
sent to an assignment, but has failed to
answer the letter, so the action Btated was
necessitated.

AllRightThough Badly JVlanaged.

Boston, Oct. 13.—Insurance Commis-
sioner Tarbox has made pnblio the result
of his examination into the affair, of the
City of London fire Insurance company,
John C. Page, resident manager. Tarbox
says the result is satisfactory in that the
company is in a sound financial condition,
but unsatisfactory in that itdiscloses im-
portant violations of the law, discredits) bin
business oondnct, and a reoklessly false
statement made under oath to the insur-
ance department. The resident manager
who made oath to the statement, professes
himself unable to give any information
or explanation as to the person who pre-
pared the statement or the means by
which the result was arrived at. With re-
formation in the conduct of afiairs the
commissioner sees no reason why the com-
pany should not command entire publio
confidence.
