ago, and has ruled daring the same time a little
stronger and somewhat more encouraging far
thebulls, who suffer so long as the situation re-
mains unchanged. Tinstock in sight having
increased only about 500,000 bushels, which is
considerably less llian for several weeks past,
and shows conclusively that deliveries have
grown beautifully less. But we hive got to see
the stocks in sight steadily decrease in order to
establish a permanent advance. The market ap-

pears to us a stagnant one, bet very plainly the
bears do not care to increase their line, and the
bolls hare been nippe ! bo badly that they look
for something to turn up to assist them in their
eCorts to advance prices. How near we are
to this "something" ia the question, but we
should Judge that prices ard inviting enough,
and capital will bo induced to take wheat out of
the market and salt it.
