ways people who believe the financial outlook
gloomy and work in that way. We believe
there is nothing which should indicate any
trouble in tho financial world, and therefore
thank present price, cheap. Of course we should
not lose sight of the fact that the consumptive
demand is not brisk, and that foreign couatries
pursue the hand-to-mouth policy, and in addi-
tion .to their own supply buy only for immediate
wants, and this they take of other countri's
than ours. For in* . ice, the imports la-it week
into the United Kingdom were 2.0,000 quarters,
equal t- 3,210,-00 bushel*, while we have only
exported in the pat six weeks about . 00,00)
bushels per week (without flour), and therefore
other countries have famished it. When Eae-
sia« ports close, in a fortnight or so, a better
demand for our grain maybe looked for, and a
permanent advance mast certainly be the re-
sult.
