Itwas decided to make a uni-
form Advance for the winter season of five
cents per hundred weight on all freight,
irrespective of classification, east bound
from Chicago. The new schedule willtake
effect on the 26 th instant.

A L,ar~e Meeting la tit*Interest of Tern-
peranoe Reform I.ant livening;—

By Mils Frances K. Willartl, of Chicago.
An immense audience assembled at

Market hall last night to hear Mrs. Frances
A. Willard, president of the Woman's
Temperance Christiaxtunion, lecture on the
subject of temperance. The hall was fes-
tooned with streamers of red, white and
blue, while the platform was banked wiih
flowers, plants and evergreens. Con-
spicuous among the floral offerings ;

was a miniature easy chair of inwrought i

roses.
On the platform were a number of St. i

Paul ladies, members of the union, and
the Rev3. Drs. Dana, Miller, Gilbert, Ed-
wards und Marshall.

The services were opened byDr. Gilbert,
who read the 10th Psalm, after which Dr.
Edwards offered prayer. The audience '
then sang a couple of temperance songs.

Mrs. Willard, the speaker of the even
ing, was introduced by Rev. Mr. Gilbert,
and in commencing her address she re-
lated an anecdote going to prove the great
influence of the Bible in the work of tem-
perance. Temperance, she said, was
merely applied Christianty, and the \
truths of the Bible were given as weapons ;

to combat the great enemy of the body '
politic.

The temperance movement was like a
torch held up in the gloom; a light in the '
window for the tempted wayfarer. S"he
then spoke of the vast number who had
been helped out of bondage. Inexplain-
ing the nature of the work, she said the
object was to persuade men to take the
pledge; not to single out any individual as
a black sheep in the Hock, but to take the
stricken brother by the hand, quietly,
earnestly and help him out ofhis bondage.
The object was to take the flask out of the
pocket of the drinker and put therein the
sacred Testament; the object was to enter
the charmed circle of the human heart and
persuade it to follow the right path. It
was the desire of the movement to throw
the charm of temperance around the home
circle; to dethrone king alcohol
weaken the power of tho tempter. The
speaker made a verr eloquent plea for the
introduction of temperance gospel in the
home work, and total abstinence was
spoken of as the one great safeguard
against the temptations of intemperance.
The importance of Sunday school work in
the interests of the movement, was also
alluded to, and cogent reasons were given
why this field should be cultivated.

Itwas in the power of women to demand
total abstinence; they should demand
purity for purity, virtue for virtue, and it
was only by introducing a high standard
of morality that the work could be suc-
cessful. The relations of Bcience to the
work was then alluded to, and the speaker
demonstrated how temperance could be
taught in the publicschools. Some whole-
some words were spoken concerning the
natural advantages of a lifeof temperance,
and a graphic picture was drawn of the
fearful ruin and ravages of rum.

Fire Department.

To the Editor of the Glob»:
The past few weeks have made us painful-

lyfamiliar with fires. First the Third street
burning, and again a few days since my
dwelling was ignited in the oornice and
along one »ida from the burning house
next door.

From my experience Ifeel it a public
duiy to make a brief statement regarding
the working of our firedepartment. The
men with their machinery saved at least
$100,000 in stock and buildings for the in-
surance men; the total loss would haTe
been much greater. Through the kindness
of friends with the use of wet blankets,
the tire was held m check from bursting
ia thromgk the broken windows of my
dwelling for a space of three minutes, by
which time the chemical engine got on a
stream which in one minute removed all
danger.

On two stores. Third street, the chemi-
cal worked wonders. A sheet of flame,
from the roof of the large building de-
stroyed, shot under the t*o stores adjoin-
ing. The assistant chief dropped through
a hole in the roof with hi* exten-
sion and almost instantly the lire at that
place was extinguished. By this single
act saving at least $30,000 worth of prop-
erty. Iwrite this statement for the rea-
son that Ihave watched the management
of our fire department for the past few
years and feel that under its present man-
agement the property owners now have a
reasonable protection against fire. Tour«

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THE COUNCIL.
The Question 'of Bridging Third Street

Railway Crossing—Paving Tbird Street

With Granite—Other Street Improve-

ments—Miscellneons Doings.

The following business was transacted
by the common oonscil last evening:

BEIDGING IHIBD STUEET.

The report of the special commiitee in
regard to bridging Third street was read.
It states nat the committee is unanimous-
lyof the opinion that the proposed bridge
at the foot ofThird street should be built
without any delay. Aside from its press-
ing necessity, for business purposes, it
would greatly relieve the citizens of Day-
ton bluff and the surrounding country who
are now suffering on account of the poor
facilities in getting to the business part of
the city. The bridge the committee says
can be built in sixty days, and it recom-
mendb the construction of a biidge with a
twenty foot roadway, a six foot Eidewalk
on the north side and a ten foot
sidewalk on the south side, over the track,
to extend to the property line on eaea
side, and by steps from this point down to
the street, with a grade not to exceed five
foet to the hundred. The following are
the estimates of the engineer:
IH-footroadway, two 6-foot sidewalks.s 54,000
80-foot roadway, two 8-foot sidewalks.. 83,0U0
42-foot roadway, two 12-foot sidewalks. 195,000

The last estimate includes paving with
blocks.

The profiles presented to the council
contemplate building a bridge only half
the width of the street, to be so constructed
that the other half can be hereafter built
and attached to it. An order was adopted
for the board of public work 3to investi-
gate and report.

BOAED OF PUBLIC WOBXS.

This board was directed to pave Third
street from Sibley to Seventh street at the
Seven corners, so-called, with granite
blocks and curb, and build the necessary
retaining walls between Market and St.
Peter streets on the south side of Third
street; to construct a sewer on Western
avenue from Selby avenue to Dayton
avenue; to open, widen and extend Sher-
man street from the levee to Bridget street
in the Sixth ward.

The same board was directed to investi-
gate and report as to the grading of the
street or levee along the west bank of the
Mississippi river from the weet line of
block C, of Olivier's addition to West St.
Paul, at Menominee avenue to the south
line of section 9, town 28, range 22, in the
Sixth ward; as to grading McCarthy street
to a partial grade and full width from
State street to its intersection with the
street opened for a levee; as to grading
Dakota avenue from the end of the Waba
skaw street bridge to Isabel street, and Sib-
ley street from Dakota avenue to Goffe
street, and Goffe street from Isabel
street to Caroline street; as to
hridcrinirThird Htrf>«t from Tjoonsi strfifit

to Commercial street; as to opening and
extending an alley through block twenty-
three of Bt. Paul proper; as to the recon-
struction of a sewer on Robert street from
seventy-five feet south of Third street to
Seventh street; as to opening and extend
ing Milton street from Marshall avenue to
University avenue; as to opening, widen-
ing and extending Josette street from
Martin street north to University avenue;
as to constructing a sewer on Walnut
street from Oak strreet to a point sixty-
eight feet south of the south line of Pleas-
ant avenue.

MISCELLANEOUS.
Charles Clifford's requo3t to be allowed

to erect a frame building, faced with brick,
on lot 10, block 15, Robert &Randall's ad-
dition, was referred to the committee on
fire department. The same with a similar
request of G. W. Sherwood and others,

H. S. Patterson's claim for damages on
Commercial street was referred to the
committee on claims.

J. J. Palmer sent in a long statement of
the difficultieshe had in grading and mac-
adamizing Oak street, and asking to be
allowed the sum of $425. The same was
sent to the committee on claims.

The request of Michael O'Brien to be
paid $315 due him for grading and mac-
adamizing Fort street was sent to the com-
mittee on claims.

A statement in writing wa3 made by
Aid. Starkey to the effect that the fire com-
missioners had made an arrangement for a
lot on Dayton's bluff upon which to erect
an engine house, and had commenced to
excavate for the building, but that they
had no title to the lot, and, owing to a se-
rious difficulty, cannot get a title within
any reasonable time. Aid. Otis explained
about the title, and thought there would
be no difficulty about it, and Mr. Murray
stated that an abstract had been furnished
him, and he presumed that the title had
been made good.

A communication was received, read and
referred to the committee on streets from
the St. Paul and Manitoba road, in which
the road oilers to contribute 2,000 toward
building the bridge on Seventh street over
the riant of way over the road, or the road
will build the same for $11,000.

The proposition of the St. Paul &Mani-
toba railway in regard to the railroad on
Mississippi street was accepted and the
matter was referred to the city attorney
and engineer to prepare and submit an
agreement.

The board of publio works 'awarded the
contract to McCarthy and Farrell for grad-
ing Dakota avenue. The committee of
the council to whom the matter was re-
ferred reported against confirming the
contract for tke reason that some parties
along the line of the street claim they own
the street. The council adopted the
report.

Permission was given George W. Sher-
wood & Co. to erect a wooden building on
the corner of Locust and Sixth street?.

The city clerk is to advertise forbids for
lighting the city with oil.

The resolution of the council instructing
the comptroller to withhold his signature
from the contract between Michael O'Toole
and tbe city of St. Paal for the grading of
Sherman street was repealed.

Codbolv
at his billiard rooms on Bridge square
where he acted a3 a porter and took care
of thtt table*, etc At times he was quite
queer bat those fits were laid to the fact
that he was acositomed after working
hard and faithfullythrong a the week to go
oS on a Sunday spree. A pawn ticket for
his watch was the only thing worthy of
mention foasd upon his person, and there-
fore bis relative*, if he has any, are un-
known.

Parties came into the city hall last even-
ing and stated that two carpet satchels full
of letters belocging to th« deceased were
at tk» "Waverly bou3e in this city, also that
he hailed from Sturgeon Bay, Wisconsin.

THIS PRESIDENTS.

Interesting Facta About the Chief Magis-
trates of the United State«.

President Arthur was 53 years old.seve-
ral weeks ago. He was born Oct. 5, 1830.
Ex-President Hayes was born Oct. 4, 1822.
The only other President born in October
was John Adams, who was born on the
19th., and was 62 years old when he was
inaugurated. Garfield, Pierce and Polk
were born in November; Andrew Johnson
ana Martin Van Buren in December; Mil-
lard Fillmore in January, Abraham Lin-
coin, William H. Harrison and Gaoige
Washington in February; Jackson, Tyler,
and Madison in March; Grant, Buchanan,
Monroe and Jefferson in April;John Quin-
cy Adams in July; Zachary Taylor in
September. As to deaths, Garfield died
in September; Johnson, Van Bnren, Tay-
lor, Monroe, Jefferson and John Adam 3in
July; Lincoln and Harrison in April; Bu-
chanan, Polk, Jackson and Madison in
June; Pierce in October; Fillmore in
March; Tyler in January; John Qninoy
Adams in February, and George Washing-
ton in December. Grant was our young-
est ' President, having been 47
years old at the time he was
inaugurated. Frank Pierce came
next at the age of 49. Then came Gar-
field, Fillmore and Polk, each 50. Then
Tyler and Arthur, both 51 years old. and
both Vice Presidents succeeding to the
Presidency by the death of Presidents.
Abe Lincoln was 52 when inaugurated ;
James Madison 54, Hayes and Van Buren
55, Andy Johnson 57, Monroe, Jefferson
and John Quincy Adams 58, George Wash-
ington 59, Andrew Jackson 02, Zachary
Taylor 03, John Adams 05, James Buchan-
an 00 and William Harrison 08.

Of these men, Garfield, Grant, Pierce,
Taylor, Polk, Harrison, Jackson and Wash-
ington bore the title of General and had
military reputations. All of them had
been in the Government employ in some
capacity before their nomination, and
some, such as Van Bnren, Jefferson,
Monroe and the two Adamses, had years
of training in the cabinets preceding
them. John Qnincy Adams received a
salary from the United States Government
for sixty-nine years, and the sam total
must have amounted to $500,000. At tho
close of his Presidential term he had fifty-
two years ofoffice-holding, and his salary
had aggregated $425,000; still, he had 17
years of Congress after this, and died at
the capitol, at a Congressional session.
At the cge of 14 he went to Russia as the
private secretary of the American Lega-
tion, and he was in after years Minister to
England, Germany, Portugal, Russia and
tho Netherlands.
