Northern Pacific rose 1per
cent, to 30%, preferred 1% per cent, to 67,
Oregon Transcontinental 1 per cent. 43%, and
St. Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba V4. per cent,

to 93J^. Improvements inother shares ranged
% to I per cent. In the afternoon prices ran off
% to.%'per cent, but in the closing hour of busi-
ness Wabash and the Villards displayed marked
strength, Wabash ri3ing from 2l}£ to 22% and
preferred from 33 to 34%, Northern Pacific sold
up to 30%, preferred to 67% and Oregon Trans-
continental to 50%, St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba advanced 3% per cent, to 101%. The
market closed strong at or near the highest
prices of the day. Wabash was strong on an in-
crease of $60,253 in the ear.iii.gs for the second
week in November. Villards were strengthened
by the refusal of the courts to prohibit the Ore-
gon Transcontinental company voting on their
Northern Pacific preferred stock at the stock-
holders' meeting to-mormw. St. Paul, Minne-
appolis &, Manitoba was belter supported by in-
sides on account of increased earnings for the
second week in November. Chicago, Milwaukee
& St. Paul W'.b activelytraded in and stock was

affected e.itiieiy byrumors regarding the lowa
pool. At one time it was stated the company
had rof used to pay over the money in dispute,
and later it was rumored the matter had been
ste'.tled.

scale. The crimes which give rise to the decline
are various, but the principal ones seem to be
the influence of rapidly-accumulating stocks and
the unsettled condition of affairsbetween France
and China, both of which seem to deter large
operators. Owing to prospective low water the
Minneapolis millers predict that they will be un-
able to grind more than half their capacity; con-
sequently a larger share of the . northwestern
crop will go to the eastern markets. To-day's
