Chicago, Nov. 22. —The bulls are again joy-

ful on 'change to-day. The markets were firm-
er and higher under the influence of warlike
news. The demand was principally from the
shorts, who v. -9 scared into buying by the
lightreceipts i. \u25a0'\u25a0 fears of foreign complica-
tions. . The ma;.. t w.^s as it has been, almost
entirely local. V. ,eat was active and irregu-
lar, being weak and lower early and selling fully

\u25a0% c below the closing price at 1 o'clock yester-
day, but then firmed up, influenced by sympathy
with tho strong feeling in corn and provisions

•and gradually improved about l#c from the
lowest point earlier in the session, and at the
close December was about %c higher than at 1
o'clock yesterday, January Vc higher. The
weakness early was attributed to free sales by
longs, who had a profit in former purchases,
and were disposed to realize. Later the reasons
above given caused the reaction and set the
shorts and speculators to buying. Humors that
France and China had at last become engaged
in actual war also imparted a good deal of
strength to the market, and was perhaps the
principal reason for the advance. The visible
supply showed an increase of 600,000 bushels.
Hobba, Baker, Lindblom, Spence and Beam
sold heavily, while the Adams' crowd and
Hutchinson's brokers were ready takers of all
offerings. Wheat is believed to be worth every
cent that is asked for it. Every possible bear
influence has been laid upon it, but like
elastic it gives way only to
come back again. The shorts are
afraid to go many minutes without it, and un-
derneath the surface of things there seems to be
a bed rock belief that though the supply be
great it willcave its outlet in due time. There
are no more bull arguments loft, and probably
no other are needed besides the prices which
have attractions for speculators, and they will
rale the market ring the next four months.
The bull* only neud a good leader now—one
that ' will not desert them on every
rally of a cent. On call offerings
moderately largo »nd the demand active. Prices
comparatively easy. Trading was principally
in January and May.

The latter contain not far from
7,000,000 \u25a0 bushels of the whole quantity
reported in store in New York. The elevators
contain the onlygood wheat, which is but . a
small portion of the 8,000,000 odd bushels round
the harbor. Parties in the tiade say that the
elevators keep the wheat just as it is received
from the hands of the inspectors and ought not
to be charged with the sins of their irresponsi-
ble brethren, who have done their best (or
worst) tokill off the export of wheat from oar
Atlanticseaboard.

There is now some reason to hope that
the visible supply of grain will
be reported as compiled in Chicago.
The matter is under consideration by a com-
mittee of | directors of the board of trade; also
some important reforms in the rules for samp-
linggrain.' •A correspondent calls attention to the advis-
abilityof having corn for seed to the extent of
several times as much as will be wanted by the
individual. He believes that so many | farmers
willnot have abushel t'f corn fit for seeding as
to give a good demand on the savings of the
more fortunate ones. We note an important
suggestion . in regard to ' crib-
bing corn. A few parties
tried itlast year with iron tiles placed at inter-
vals of about two feet through the crib; and ob-
tained excellent results. This year there is a
much greater need of some such service and the
farmer is recommended to try it. \u25a0

A DEVILISH DEED.
FOUR PERSONS MURDERED IXTMEIR

JiJSDS IfEAR JACKSON, MICH.

Robbery the Supposed Motive—The Victims
Chloroformed and then Shot in the Head
—One of Them Followed from Texas by

-the Assassins— Crime of Unparalleled
Atrocity,

A FEAKFUIi TBAGEDT.
\u25a0 Jackson, Mich., Nov. 22.—This jmorning

four persons, Jacob D. Crouch, aged 74, a
widower, Henry White, aged thirty-eight,
son-in-law of Crouch, Eunice White, aged
thirty-three, daughter of Crouch, all of
Summit * township,.: Jackson county and
Moses Polley, aged twenty-six, of Trans-
fer, Mercer county, Pa., were found mur-
dered in their beds, all having been shot
through the head behind the
ear. It is supposed they were chloroformed
first as no signs of a struggle appeared,
each victim lyiug as though asleep, and
the odor of the chloroform was notiseable
when the bodies were discovered. Mrs.
White was also shot through the left . arm.
No clue has yet been discovered, although
tracks around the house indicate. a guard
wo? plaoed aronnd the house while the
murder to bein£ perpetrated. Crouch
was a wealthy finnar living;..' seven
miles south of Jgck?<<n, the owner
of aa extensive sheep ranch in Texas. It
is rumored he had juat received about
$50,000 from Texas iv payment of. sale
made on the ranch. Backers here state
that no money was deposited by Crouch.
and itis presumed the money was in
Crouch's hands. Polley was stopping at
Crouch's, having just come from Texas
with a large amount of money for the pur
pose of . - buying blooded stock,
and . the theory ,-• is that he
(Polley) was followed from Texas by the
murderer, or murderers, for the ; purpose
ofrobbery, The house was thoroughly

I ransacked and everything of • value oar-
; ried away. A. young girl,adopted daughter
\u25a0 of White's, and a . negro, . aged ; eighteen,
i wore sleeping up stairs, bat say they heard
no firing, , although the negro - says
ho \u25a0 heard a thumping noise
about the middle -of . the
night and thought it was canned by a fierce
wind which was blowing. Airs. White was
expected .to become a mother in a week
or ten days. The murder has caused in-
tense excitement, and hundreds of peo-
ple flocked to the horrible scene, Officers
are very quiet upon the subject, but hard
at work trying to get a clue to work upon.

Crunch slept in an alcove opening into thesitting room, near the front part of the house.
His daughter and her husband occupied a front
bedroom opening into the parlor. In another
bedroom opening also into the parlor, lay the
remains ofPolley. Crouch was lying with his
face to the wall and had a ballot hole in the left
side of hi» head two inches back of the ear. The
ball passed through tks brain and death was in-
stantaneous: White was shot twice, one ball
entering the right side of the neck two inches
below the ear. severing an artery, the second
ball entering the temple near the right, eye.
H» was discovered lying on his back as
if peacefully sleeping. Uis wife was »hot nve
times, and made a hard nrrnggle for life, as
could be judged by th« position of the arms and
the disorder of hor clothing. Two balls were
through the right arm, one through the left and
one through the right breast into the langa. One
through tha chin and nock, and another through
the wrist. . Tollywas shot twice, one entering
the opening of the right oar directly into the
brain, and the second naming tnrongh the chest'
from the right Mile. Bio indications of a strug-
gle. The slif-ntf believing the shot* were fired
ny one person and one revolver, as a number of
empty catrid^es . found on the floor all
chow the. same calibre. There
are conflicting rumors regarding
th,-> use of chloroform. The physicians claim
chloroform, but the theory of one person doing
tho butchery, and the testimony of the first
neighbors at the scene, were that the chloroform
wa» suffocating. Theyoung negro, Boles, is ar-
rested and jailed toawait the result of the coro-
ner's inquest, which will be held to-morrow.
