Visit the Room* Daily—The Murillo

Room—Local Artists.

Tuesday begins the f-econd week of the
Minneapolis art loan exhibition. Al-
though partly an 6xporirrent, the associa-
tion is entitled to congratulations, and
moreover to unqualified praise for the
success which has been attained, and at
the expense of indefatigable efforts and
constant labor of the active members of
the association. The various rooms or
galleries are now well filled with works of
art in all its multiform branches. The
room set aside for

is a popular attraction, especially to resi-
dent admirers ofart. The more attractive,
perhaps,from the fact that it is a matter of
more than ordinary surprise that wo have
in our midst so many artists who-e pro-
ductions rank well with the artists of the
day. Perhaps the oil painting which at-
tracts_the most attention in this room,
and the painting which is truly worthy of
extensive mention and a goodly meed of
praise, is from the brush of Alex F. Loe-
mans, a former resident of Minneapolis.
The painting is that of William Tell's
Chapell, and it is a picture whioh has long
been admired by the writer. The strong
lighting of the baokground, to give espe-
cial effect to which the foreground is decid-
edly heavy, is the particular beauty of the
work, and is one of the most excellent
productions of the artist.

Two of the most worthy portrait paint
ings in this collectionlare from the brush of
Herbert G. Connor. Oae is that of The
Orphan, to which the critiques of the local
press have done gross injustice in stating
that the painting is not finished,
while as a matter of fact there is not an
oil painting in the room which is more
finished. Most of the works in the collec-
tion are merely copies, iu,.ably tho piece

Mater Dolorosa, Mother of Sorrow, by
Craves, and the Blind Girlby Miss Noegle.
These copies aro unusually well done, bat
the connoisseurs who claims that they aro
original are guilty of palpable error. Yet
much ciedit is duo the artists for their
faithful reproduction. Mr. j Con-
ors' second portrait is that of
the little daughter of Dr. Hutchins —
a beautiful child and an especially
admirable subject. The picture's exc.l-
leuce lies in the correct likeness, the true
colorings, and soft tints and warm flesh,
and is universally admired, especially by
all who have seen or know the original.

Lund's large marine view, the Stormy
Night, and his smaller marine view. Mid-
night, attract some attention, although
they are open to critioism.

Two little gems by Miss Maun are de-serving of unstinted praise. They are
still life studios and would do credit to amore famed artist Th.

Tho room which opens off the local art-

ists' room to the east, has been denomi-
nated the Murilloroom, from the celebrat-
ed painting from the brush of that oldmaster, The Child Jesus Bearing the
Cross, which is an exhibition in the farther
corner to tho right. It was painted over
two hundred years ago, and is the only
work from an old master in the entire eel-
lection of the exposition. Age has taken
not one jot from its pristine colors. The
painting is innocence and grace personi-
fied. This picture is the centre of attrac-
tion. In this connection it willnot be
amiss to give our readers; an epitome of
the life and work of Murillo.

A imXIBAPHICAL SKETCH.

Birtolome Murill> was born at Seville,
Spain, inthe year 1618, and was contem-
porary with his fellow countryman Velas-
ques, and but twenty years his junior,and
to the early teachings of this illustrious
artist undoubtedly his after lifeowes most
of its greatness. Although of obscureorigin and humble circumstances, Murillo,
by studying and painting the rugged boys
in the Gypsy quarters of Tirana and Se-villewhile he »a-, himself but little more
than a boy. soon achieved a reputation
and standing among the artists and art
patrons of Seville and Madrid, that he
-cut to Urn latter place at the age cf

twenty-four and became the pupil of the
greatest livingiartist of that age, Velas
ques, where he remained three years, and
made such rapid strides in art that he re-
turned to ISeville and established " the
Academy of Fine Arts and was its first
president;, and it was here that he re-
mained most of : his lifeand painted the
eraatest cumber of paintings. In 1682 he
was engaged in painting the "Marriage of
St. Catherine" in a church at Cadiz, and
by the falling of a scaffold while at work
was so severely injured that he shortly
after died, at the age of sixty-four; Unlike
Velasquez, Murillo was a great religions
painter and during the later years of his
life, he painted sacred subjects' almost ex-
clusively and all of his works show that he
was pre-eminently a Spanish painter, his
virgins being . dark eyed, olive com-
plexioned maidens, and even the "holy
child" Is a Spanish habeas is also his child
Jesus with cross, which is exhibited here.
The chief of Murillo's works are in Seville
though there are quite a few that are wide-
ly circulated. Probably his most
renowned painting is his \u25a0 "Mos-
es - striking the Rook" whioh
hangs in the church of the caridad in Se-
ville but the one on exhibition here was
evidently painted when the artist was in
the zenith of his power, and shows by its
wonderful coloring and good drawing that
although over 200 years have passed since
itwas conceived and painted, yet its crea
tor lives, acd will live as long as the
threads of canvass holds the color of
Murillo.

OTHER PAINTINGS.

. The Murilloroom contains a number of
the choicest works of the art loan. Hang-
ingnext to the work of Murillo are two
bright life pictures —Driving Home the
Herd, and a sheep picture. These paint-
ings are studies, than which there are not
two more interesting animal pictures in
the entire collection. They are by the
famous Belgian painter, Verborckhoven.

The most attractive picture, from its
large size, brilliant coloring, and striking
lighting, in this room is
a view from the Yosemite
Valley by Bierstadt; one of the most cele-
brated American artists. The scene is
said to have been a correct drawing, and
the atmospheric effect, and the production
of a glowing, rich yellow sunlight from
behind the rocky cliffs are truly won-
derful. __P_P

The Music Lesson by Compte is givenits
full share of attention by lovers of art.
Next to this is hung a pair of beautiful
Mosaics, The Forum and St. Peter's.
These pictures are from the Colby collec-
tion.

THE MITCHELL COLLECTION.

Mrs. Alexander Mitchell, a prominent
connoisseur of Milwaukee, has contributed
to the loan a fine collection of art works,
which are valued at $7,000, and which are
also hung in the Murillo room. The
Egyptian water carrier is a painting in
dark colors and shadings, but without
especial expression. It represents a
maiden carrying a jugof water upon her
head, and was painted by Elizabeth
Jenchow expressly for Mrs. Mitchell,
and was at one time on exhibition
at Berlin. Its particular merit is, per-
haps, in its oddity. A handsome and at-
tractive landscape from the brush of Count
de Bylandt hangs next. A beautiful work,
and odd as well, is a triple cabinet which
may be folded up, by Sarah Freeman
Clark, of Boston. On the one side is a
sombre-lighted piece representing a tomb
lighted by a torch in the hand of an Arab.
The centre is a view of the temple of Es-
net, which is situated upon a towering hill.
The other panel contains another
darkly-lighted painting of a room
in the temple of Karnak.
A drive in tbe park by Moroini, shows a
handsome girl seated in an open carriage
with reins in hand. The face is particu-
larly lovely, and that is about all the com-
mendation which can be conscientiously
accorded it.

The Treasure Seekers in ancieni Boston
chapel, by Thos. A. Harrison, is a pecu-
liarly fascinating work. It is a copy but
is said to be a faithful reproduction of ths
original. The strong coloring contrasted
by more modest and sombre
hues are its distinctive charac-
teristics. Tho grandmother's ad-
monition by Comerand of Rome is
is a beautiful German picture representing
an old lady in the act of counseling and
cautioning a perhaps wayward grandson.
A copy of this picture was placed on ex-
hibition at the centennial, and was given
a medal. A modest picture of a cluster
of poppies was painted by F. A. Perkins.
Sunrise in Venice is from the brush of J.
li.Chapman; it shows gondola in the fore-
ground, iujthe distance calmlysits the
city of Venice. Skating ia the Boia de
Boulogne is by the same artist and a pretty
little work of art.

The paintings comprising the remainder
of this collection hang in the main hall.
The first piece to catch the eye on enter-
the room is the great painting by Marcici,
The Return fiom the Festival, a driveway
in Spain along whioh, through clouds of
dust, carriages with beautiful ladies are
madly dashing, while groups of gaily
dressed and merry men and women and
children stroll Ringing and romping along
the roadside. The Grandmother's Admoni-
tion, by Cammerano, of Rome, is a picture
whose duplicate, made by the artist with
Mrs. Mitchell's permission, was exhibited
at the Centennial, where ittook a medal.
Itrepresents the grandame reproving a
boy who has just snatched an apple from
the table and in his haste knocked off and
broken the fruit plate, while the unruly
urebin stands sullenly by and seems to
pay but little heed to the words of
warning. Another large piece is
entitled, Primitive Christian Burial in 'the
Catacombs, by J. G. Chapman. It is a
group of mourning friends bearing the
body ofa maiden to its last resting place
in the niche in the rocky wall of the Cata-
combs, near which stands , a mason sug-
gestively ready with trowel and mortar,
the whole fitfullyillumined by th? glare
of the upturned torches. The portrait of
Madame De Brun, by F. P. Perkins, &
copy, is a beautiful picture ofa beautiful
woman. The Death of Virginia is a small
piece by the same artist, showing the fair
form of the dead maid on the beach wash-
ed by the waves. The Court of cm, by
J. G. Chapman, is a pretty seaside • land-
scape, and the Camp Fire, by A. West, is a
peculiar and striking combination of
mountains and trees, night shadow and
ruddy light. Hung near by the two beau
ties, a String of Fish, completes the col-
lection. The collection of fifty-two paint-
ings, by famous New York artist?, is ex-
pected to be hung in the course of a week.

LATE .FOREIGN NEWS.
Constantinople, Nov. 25.Gen. Wal-

lace, the United States minister, has again
complained of the inaction of the authori-
ties of Bitles in not punishing the authors
of the recent assaults on American mis-
sionaries. In a fresh note to the porte he
insists that unless the governor of Bitles
is dismissed the trial of the assailants
shall be held at Constantinople, as no con-
fidence can be placed in the present gov-
ernor for a proper execution of a sentence
against the malefactors.

Romh, Nov. 25.—Cardinal Jacobini, pon-
tificial secretary of state, gave a banquet
in honor of the American bishops. Among
the guests were cardinals belonging to the
congregation of the Propaganda,rectors of
the American colleges, and several foreign
prelates. The Americans met a cardial re-
ception.

LoMDOit, Nov. 24.A great demonstra-
tino was announced for to-morrow to cel-
ebrate the unveiling of a memorial near
-istowel, county Kerry, to Allen, Darken
and O'Brien, but a proclamation has been
issued prohibiting it.

Shanghai, Nov. 25.—The emperor of
China, in his instructions to the viceroy of
Nanking to begin hostilities against the
French in the event of an attack on Bae-
ninh, says: The fact that Annam is a vas-
sal of . China is widely known,
yet France has dared to invade
it. Moreover, Bacninh constitutes one of
the gates of the celestial realm.yet France
has repeatedly sought to encroach there.
We therefore command the prince and his
ministers to inform the French envoy, if
Franco dared to encroach further * on
Bacninh, China will forthwith dspatch
a large army to fight the French.

Caibo, Nov. 25. —The governor of Khar-
toum telegraphs two chiefs state the report
of the defeat ofHicks Pacha is false, that
Hicks Pasha is at El Ob.id and El Mahdi
has been killed.

It is believed here that the report sent
by two chiefs that Hicks Pasha had not
been defeated, refers to the state ofaffairs
at the close of the first day's fighting, with
the forces of El Mahdi.

Hong Kong, Nov. 25.—Possibility of
war has caused a great drain of specie to
Canton. Wealthy Chinese have withdrawn
$5,000,000 the last three months from the
Chinese bank in Kwang Tung province.
The Chinise mercantile interests at Hong
Kong and Shanghai are paralyzed. Inre-
gard ;to the fight at Haidzioong, but for
the aid of a passing gunboat the position
would have been lost. The French gar-
rison had 150 men killed, and the town
was completely destroyed. Haiphong is
threatened with pirates, who encamped
within half a mile of the town, and their
number increases daily. No ad-
vance has been made yet
against Bra ninh. Troops are lying inac-
tive at Hanoi. It is believed nething will
be done until the first week in December.
Extensive recruiting is progressing in
Hankow district, where 30,000 men are
already enrolled. The garrison at Hai
dzicong have taken refuge on board the
gunboat Lyx, awaiting the arrival of 1,000
men from Hanoi.

The Rights League Formulate a Platform
of I'riDclplcs In Opposition to the Domla-
lo« l'oliry.
Winnipeg, Manitoba, Nov. —The

Rights league of this province has adopt-
ed a declaration of principles sotting forth
that the act of British North America
guarantees the people of the province the
exclusive right of legislation in respect to
an important class of subjects; declares
the exercises of the veto by
the federal government disallowing act* of
the local legislature in such subjects arbi-
trary, unconstitutional and menacing to
tke future of the confederation; asserts
that while recognizing the necessity of
observing tbe obligations of the Canadian
Pacifio railway contract there is nothing
in the contract to check the old province
of Manitoba from chartering competing
.lines of railway within ~ its
boundaries; says the present customs
tariff especially on agricultural imple-
ments is extremely unjust and oppressive,
and has aroused an intense feeling of dis-
satisfaction with relation to confederation;
paralyzes all important industries of agri-
culture in the interests of eastern manufac-
turers; discriminates against Manitoba in
favor of Dakota and Minnesota; asserts
that the lands b-long to the peo-
ple and should be placed in the
hands of the provincial authorities
subject only to grants, to promote public
work of a national and provincial charact-
er; says the natural outlet for the products
of Manitoba and the British northwest, ' is
Hudson's Bay, and the rivers and lakes
tributary to it, end the interests of the
country demand the early construction of
a railway to a part of Hudson Bay; recom-
mends the formation of an association
outside any existing political parties for
the purpose ofcarrying out the declara-
tions.

HOllii TBIPLE IDISB
ALaconla, N. H. fFiend Deals Destruction
in a Family—No Reason for his Fearful
Acts. .

MUBDEB AND SUICIDE. •

IuVOONIA, N. H., Nov. 25.—This morn-
ing residents were startled by the story of
a terrible tragedy : whioh occurred .at 4
o'clock. 8. 8. Andrews, neighbor of
James Ruddy, aged forty years, : and em-
ployed in , the '. Laconla car works, was
alarmed by a woman's scream. He
aroused his son and harried to Baddy's
house whence the screams pro-
ceeded. They found Mrs. Ruddy
aged 36 years, lying on the ground be-
neath the front window, through which she
had leaped. She was bleeding profusely
and said she bad been cut all to pieces.
She was properly cared for. Assistance
was obtained and the door of : Ruddy's
house forced open, when the flames burst
forth and the alarm of fire sounded. The
flames were quickly extinguished and the
bodies ofBaddy and his only child, one
and one-half year's old, were found..

They were \u0084 lying on the kitchen floor,
both cat in a terrible manner, and covered
with the contents of a feather bed which
had been saturated jwith kerosene and set
on fire. The bodies were so disfigured by
the flames as to be nearly past recogni-
tion. In the bedroom was found the 'trunk of the lifeless body of Mrs. Ford,
which was identified by her husband. One
of the limbs had been chopped off and the
detached member and the remaining leg
bound to the woman's body with a clothes
line. The bed clothes had been
saturated with. oil, . piled on the
body and the attempt made to
set them on fire, which failed. Mrs. Rud-
dy being questioned, said the crime was
committed by Thomas Samon, • an Eng-
lishman and an acquaintance of the fam-
ily,a cook by trade, thirty-six years
age, with a hatchet. Mrs. Ruddy's state-
ment before the coroner's jury was:- We
went to bed about 9 o'clock; at 11 Samon
came into the front room and looked out
the window, sayi»g he . was nervous and
could not sleep; Igot up and made him a
cap of tea and went back to bed: at 4
o'clock Samon came into the front room
again and acted queerly; he went
back into the kitchen, and my husband and
Igot up and he also went into the kitchen.
Isoon heard a fall and going out j found
my husband hanging over a chair with
his arms down. Samon , started for me
and struck me with the hatchet on the
head. Igrabbed his arm, but he then
struck me and threw me to the floor. He
went into the front room and killed the
baby who was crying. While he was there
Itried to unlock the kitchen door, bnt he
returned and again struck me on the
head knocking me down. ' I laid per-
fectly quiet. . He went back into the front
room and got the baby and then came
back and poured feathers and straw over
us and went out. Igot up and tried to
open the front window but could not. I
then broke a pane of glass and jumped
through. He was very nervous in the
kitchen nearly all the night. The hatchet
with which the murder was probably com-
mitted was found in the river. It is
stated that Samon took Mrs. Ford's body
to Ruddy's house on Saturday morning in
a trunk where it remained ' until the tra-
gedy occurred. The coroner's inquest
rendered a verdict that the persons
came to their death at the hands of
Thomas Samon,and the latter was arrested
this afternoon near Plymouth. He did
not resist arrest, and has been taken in
charge by the Plymouth officers. Suspi-
cion being against Ford, husband of the
murdered woman, that he might be impli-
cated in the affair, he was arrested this
forenoon and remains in custody. Sev-
eral suspicious circumstances tend to show
his guilt. At Ford's there was no evidence
of Mrs. Ford's murder, and it is thought
that her death was accidental at
Sainon's hands, and that, wishing to
conceal the body he took it to Ruddy's,
where, perhaps, he could carry it from the
house daring the night, that Ruddy refused
to assist him when a struggle ensued.
The supposition is that Mrs. Ford
died either from strangulation
or drugging, as * she frequently
indulged in strong drinks. Samon willbe
brought to Laconia on Monday for trial.
Great excitement prevails and fears are
entertained that a vigilance committee
will be organized, and the prisoner will
be lynched upon his arrival at the depot.
A later report from Ply-
mouth states that Samoa
denies ail knowledge of tbe affair and his
arrest is a perfect surprise. Samon has
never been regarded as vicious, even when
intoxicated. At a late hour to-night Mrs.
Ruddy's condition was no worse.
