feiture of certain lands of the Northern Pacific
company, and the announcement that the com-
pany had appUed to the Stock Exchange for the
listing of an additional amount of first mort-
gage bonds. Considerable Oregon Transconti-
nental was sold on a belief that there will be no
dividend; these shares declined %@2% per
cent. Other shares did cot sympathize with
this break in YUlards to any great extent. About
11:30 it was stated that the officials of the west-

ern roads at a conference to-day, had settled
the lowa pool compUcations. The shorts
rushed to cover and an advance tf %@l% per
cent, took place. Shortly after 2 it was re-
ported on the board that the Pennsylvania rail-
road, being dissatisfied with the percentage
awarded to it, had given notice of its with-
drawal from the east bound pool. This started
a fresh seUing movement and the improvement
was lost. The steamship Leasing, for Europe

to-morrow, takes out 100,000 American trade
doUars.
