O’DONNELL’S CASE.

AN INFLUENTIAL DELEGATION
WAITS ON PRESIDENY AKTHUR.

They Presentina Very Striking Manner,
Through Mr. Cex, Their Views, and the
Reasops why the Executlve of the United
States Should Intercede.

Wasninerox, Dec. 8.—The following
members of the house of representatives
and praminent citizens called on the presi-
dent to-day, and were granted an audience
in the cabinet room. Cox and Robinson,
New York; Morrison, Springer a.d Fin-
erty, Illineis; General Lefevre and Foran,
Ohio; Murphy, Iowa; Maybury, Michigan;
Lamb, Indiana; MoAdes, New Jersey; Col-
lins, Massachusetts; O’Neil and Barns,
Missouri; slso J. B. Irwin, Pekin, (Ill.)
Daily Times, Fritz and Young, Ohiv, and
others. After a few minutes devoted to
introductions, the president heartily shak-
ing hands with each gentleman, and gave
some interchange of jocalar remarks
on political status of the
callers all being Democrats,
Mr.Cox said: Mr.President: These score or
more of gentlemen have come to speak to
you in behalf of Patrick O’Donnell, a oiti-
zen or the United States. He has just
been snummarily tried, and sentenced to be
exzcated on the 17th inst. We do not come
as lawyers to oriticise the procedure by
which he was convicted, nor do we ask that
the sentence be set aside becanse he took
the life of an informer, the execration of
mankird and the odivm of history; we
simply ask a postponement of his execu—
tion, if your intervention as our chief mag-
istrate can eiect it, but as the cause is a
geperal earnest sentiment of the people
we represent, I may be allowed to say that
certain of the facts have produced a
broad and deep seated sympathy.
These facts are, the killing was not mur-
der, not malice, the presence was not de-
liberate, and the elements of mnrder are
lacking in this case. The condemned
man was not a member of any gecret or-
ganization when he entered upon the voy-
age—he was not aware that Carey, the in-
former, was a fellow passenger—he was
pursuing a bona fide journey with his
wife to the cape. The truth is, the killing
was an affray. It grew out of an occasion
that was sudden and had no connectibn
with the political events in Ireland. Be-
sides it 1s thought by many that the trial
was unfair, not te sayjeruel. The aunthori-
ties at the cape claimed jurisdiction.
It is the law of the realm that
the “first post” of the nation whose laws
are broken is “locus in quo” for the trial,
and castom and law unite to condemn the
proceeding. It is contrary to English
jurisprudencs. Besides, there was wunt-
ing the old practice, of late abrogated 1u
England, whereby the jury should have
been empanelled, the one half from the
nation he belongs to and the other half
from the nation by which he was tried, It
is also certain that the jodge decided upon
facts 5 well 28 law. Thus was there a
mockery in the jury trial and
& ecandal of justice. I wention
these matters, not for your representation
of them in a diplomatic way. Your ad-
ministration may not consider it proper
to eriticise, moch less anathemize the ao-
tion of the British courts. We wovld not
allow any refl=ctions upon our judicial ac-
tion from the English government.  Still
the facts have produced a general and in
eradicable impression upon the American
people, and as such I reconnt them, and
this sympathy is intensified by the knowl-
edge that Patrick O'Donnell is
a citizen of this oountry, aithough
nataralized, yet by treaty he is in the
same relation as if born on our own soil.

Gen. Collins said: Itie conceded and it
is well known he is a citizen.

Mr. Coxsaid: I, Mr. President, this
hurried execution takes place, there will a
shudder run throngh our people.

Mr. Foran said: Is it not true that (-
Donnell was & Union soldier ?

Mr. Finnerty said: It is so generally
reported, and I understand it has not
been contradicted.

Mr. Cox continuing, said: Les us en-
deavor to do something. I would not em-
barrass the executive by undue requests.
Having long served on the committee on
foreign affairs, I had oocasion to
protest against the assumption or wusur-
pation by ocongress of the diplomatic
powers, which is exclusively lodged in
your functions. Bat, sir, you have inter-
fered in another onse, that of Lawson. It
was a case of personal maurder. It had
noue of the interesting and international
phases of this case. It did not evcke the
universal sympathy that this case does,
hence as members of congress, we thus,
though uvnofficially represent this univer-
sal sympathy. A large vote is among
them and we are not a little interested all
of us. [Laughter.) In fect we represent

twenty millions of people of
Irish  descent, among whom we
cocuet  such soldiers as General

Sheridan, and you are Mr. President, are
proud to be reckoned among the decend-
tnes of this gallant race. Here the presi-
dent smiled and bowed assent. On behalf
of these sympathetic people, and in view
of the facts we have related we only ask
you to direct the secretary of the state to
open negotiationa to carry out cur earnest
wishes. 3

Mr. Finerty said: As ordinary diplo-
madcy may be too late, may §I not with--
out impropriety, suggest thas negotiations
for the postponement of the execution be
made by cable, and at once.

and oaght, consequently, to be tried by
their courts; notwithstanding which they
were compelled by the British government
to yield him up that he might be tried in
the centre of its power; because he was not
tried at the first port of the nation whose
laws he is said to have transgressed ac-
cordirg to legal nsage and requirement;
and because the judge who presided as the
trial contrary to law and precedent under-
took to decide the question of fact, the
very purpese for which the jary wes em-
paneled, and without which the sacred
right of trial by jury becomes a meckery.
We are confirmed in our conviction
that it cannot be considered unbefitting
that even executive action be requested to
present instances, by the factin several
cases, and notably of quite recent date
that such a course has been adopted at the
solicitation of friends of the acoused.
The question is simply whether an Ameri-
can citizen, shall by a foreign government
be put to death by illegal and foul means,
withont remonstrance and without effort
to save him. We rely confidently on your
sense of justice and your national spirit
to 1ender such help as lies in your power
in this matter and request that such action
may lead to the desired result.
