The decline was unquestionably
the result of a bear raid, in which the attacks
were directed mainly against thß first mentioned
stock, acd there was apparent evidence that \u25a0 a
large part of ths sales unco?ered by Oregon Trans-
continental were short sales. In the two hours
from 12:30 until 2:30 the market was very dull.
At first there was a decline continuing till
about 2 of from Js@% per cent., the latter for

Chicago & Northwestern to 118#, with }£ per
cent, on Union Pacific to 82^, 3>j per cent, on
Canadian Pacific to 58$£. After 2 the market
was firmer and the decline recovered . In the
last half-hour the market continued dull but
prices were a fraction better ard a few stocks
up to the highest prices of the day. The market
closed quiet but generally firm.
