Axnd after all what does William H. Van-
derbilt’s “reguler snorter” of a ball
amouut to in social value? We know what
it cost, but as an indicaticn of sooial life
at its highest and best what is it and how
would you rate it?

In Daudet’s absorbing book “Le Nabob”
Jansoulet, the hero, spending his enor-
mous fortune in Paris, having been
originally a dock porter at Marseilles, is
a ready and complete illustration of the
methods employed by such persons to se-
care recognition from “the world” by a
gorgeous and boundless expenditure of
money in “regular snorters.” It

richest woman in Brooklyn, Mrs. El
Robbins, whose husband was the million-
aire chicken butcher of Fultom market.

She has  buried two _, sons, and
one was born blind. At the
height of their opulenee the

parents built the usual big, showy
house indicative of it, and began living in
it with the surviving blind son. He soon
grew homesick for the old familiar house
of his ebildhood, complained that he could
not find his way about the grand new dom-
icile, and so, besseching his father and
mother to return to the old home, he
grieved and died amid all that money and
affection eounid do.

Among the Astors, money is seasoned

to be the only way for new people; and,
albeit, once in a while persons of quality,
like the Duc de Mora may sauunter through
the dazzling mnew rooms of Na-
bob Jansoulet eyeing the motley
orowd with high-bred amused insolence,
wondering, if ever human enough to feel
wonder—where they all came from, amd
what a braye show they make —— com-
sidering; and, knowing too full well that
they will keep them at arm’s length when
the occasion means anything more than
business or some interest requiring pre-
pitiation in the “snorter” lime.

Hospitality in the English sense, the
outcome of the most solid social structure
in the world is nearly wholly uaknosn in
America.

Here a millionsire gives some dinner
parties, perhaps a yearly “snorter” has a
dozen servants, and with a town house, a
yacht, a villa at Newport and possibly &
country seat, manages to expend $95,000 a
year. Ii has besn asserted by a ocollector
of odd statistics that there sre rot five
persons, if as many, in the United States,
who spend $100,000 a year on their estab-
lishments.

The “broad aered Englishman” is never
without twemty or thirty guests staying
with their servants for weeks at a time in
his eountry house, and in his servants’ hall
many be counted fifty or sixty feeding on
all the beef and beer they can oconsume.
He is expected to entertain schools and
parighes, and at Ohristmas he gives hun-
dreds of pounds in eatables and blankets,
besides subscribing to every publio charity
in mayhap two or three counties. The whole
scheme of existence is based on traditions
which sesm to know no change. The
social form is fixed, gua~ded and excluaive.
The aspirant for admission into the best
English circle must be tolerably well fixed
in advantages which “the world”
recognizes at once. It msy not
be blue blood, but it must be blue braed-
ing of an unmistakably thorough sort. It
may not be exosss of money, but it mnab
be “respectability” in the conssrvalive
English meaning, and conventionalities
of rock-ribbed fixity must be honored in
the observanoe mos$ perceptibly. No peo-
ple iu the world are so loyal to “respeota-
bility” as the English, and they look with
suspicion on the fortanate skirmishers
who have made enorinous sums of money,
and ere anxious to conquer the social
stronghuld—by a lavish expenditure.
They carry their suspicion to
the method of their gains, thinking it an
indication of qualities anfavorable to high
social hopors.

With their conservalism money must be
seesoned by long inkeritance, by solid,
deep-rooted evidence of  ancestral
stability era society receives
it with perfect acquiescance.

Assuredly we have all read Thackeray
Dickens, and a host of lesser writers who
have shown us the very society whereof
our millionaires of “sporter” embition
would be the glorified leaders. Perhaps
Dickens, in Little Dorritt, held the mirror
up to this sort of nature in the portraitare
of Mr. Merdle, the great railway king and
stockholder, who was awed into insignifi-
cance by the auguet gaze of his majestio
butler. His soirees were grand, and the
altendance was large, but unhappily the
host had a queer, nrcanny trick of oatch-
ing hold of his wrist, “asif,” says Dick-
ens, “he was taking himself into castody,”
and he did at last by suicide whep his finan-
cial aggrandizement had collapsed. Nor
do we need to go to fiction for illustrations.
Everyday in London some person is mas-
querading in the fins style with apparent-
ly endless revenues like Baron Albert
Grant, whose magnificence of living and
enteriainment at Kensington made him
quite noted, but when the inevitable crash
came it scarcely made a semsation in
grandeedom, for of course the unfortunate
speoulator never got there. When Louis
Napoleon ennobled the Persires and the
Haussmans, and showered distinotions and
decorations on successful fellows about
the Bourse and elsewhere, did it help them
to recoguition in the Faubourg S:¢. Ger-
main, in that Legitimiat quarter where a
twenty-franoc piece is always a Louis and
never a Napoleon, and where Evgenie,
when empress, was styled Mme. Bona-
parte? We know it did not and the
new nobility was excluded without meroy.

In our favored land there is wealth
thatis an embarr t to its p
sors like the Sharon, and Fair and Crosker
mtllions. In their very vices they manage
like cads, rather than like the order, v hich
even in its carnalilies is actuated by the
moito of noblssse oblige and whose com-
peers thoy would so rejoioce to be consider
ed by purchasing the right of way.

Only ’tis not on sale, and that stops the
aspirants short.

There is a story of Crooker, the fabz-
lously rich, sitting at the table d’ hote in a
hotel at Nice in his shirt sleeves, the
weather being uncomfortably warm. He
was loudly proclaiming toa curious set of
listeners that “he was self-made.” When
reiteration had grown monotonous a dig-
nified Eoglishman across the table
afier inspeoting him gravely through his
eye-glaszes, crushingly remarked that “be
was pleased to know the Deity oould no$
be held responsible for his being.”

Here my eye catches & citation of Geo.
Alfred Townsend im the New York Tribune
of Dec. 16th:

Referring a fow days ago to a New York
wedding, a Boston gentleman said to me:
“You hear something about Boston souviety
and its refinements. A wedding like that
would be almoat mwnknown in Boston.
There, if] the marriage: is in church, the
friends go in their plain suits and the
bride often in the traveling dress she
means to leave the vity with. Oar notion
of the beast society does mnot include ex-
travagant dress or balls, and particularly
not leaving our own homes to give par-
ties at some great restaurant.”

To reveri to the embarrassments of some
persons with great wealth, wkether
secking the entries to the select world, or
adapting themselves to & new house, here

is a pathetio instance oconcernimg the

bya pectable tenure of inheritanoce,
and it has passed the “snorter” period of
ambition, if it ever had it. To the News-
boys’ Ledging house, in Thirty-second
street and Seventh avenue, New York, John
Jacob Astor has just contributed $40,000.
The institution has beds for 250 boys, and
these are generally kept filled during the
winter. Bix cents for a bed, six cents for
a meal render /the institution partly self-
sustaining. The boys are obliged to keep
themselves clean, and a bath room with
hot and cold water is ready for their use.

In winter a night school teaching the ru-
diments is kept, and since 1854, 200,000
boys have been berefittd by this humane
nstitation, to which John Jacob Astor has
just given $40,000, enough to have indulg-
ed in quite a respectable “snorter,” or to
have purchased some dubious specimen
of modern glaring art whose} chief patron
now-a-days appears to be Mr. Edward S.
Stokes, the dilletante proprietof of the
Hoffman house bar.

com ion had got of at Rock Island,
and had not inspected the river at all
above that point, and that a recent bill in-
troduced by an Ark ©OngTessman ap-
propriating six million dollars was to im-
prove the river only from New Orleans to
the Des Moines rapids.

Oapt. Russell Blakeley contradioted the
statement that we had not
had our share of the appropriations
and stated that we had had $9,000,000 and
that thers was no need of agitation to stir
ap the matter, charaoterizing such agita-
tion as “mere talk.” I denied Oapt. B.s
statements that nine millions had been
appropriated to the upper Miasissippi, or
one million, snd chaliengsd him to pro-
duce his figures, meaning by the upper
Mississippi that portion above the rapids,
which we were talking about, the limit the
Arkancas $6,000,000 appropriation reach-
ed, and the limit the Miesissippi River
eommission econfined itself to.

The figures furnished your reporter by
Oapt. Blakeley were then prodaced, which
showed that Capt. Blskeley had to include
all the millions expended on the Des
Moines rapids and below that to §t. Louis,
all the appropriations for the
Falls of Sit. Authony—over $6,000,0C),
the $525,000 expended for the resarvoirs,
and $466,000 expended for snag boats and
their services below the rapids as well as
above.

By adding the three last items, together
with over $200,000 expended at Burling-
tor, Fort Madison and other lcesl pointa.
he was barely able to make ou$ about
$1.500,000 for the river above the rapide,
and this is not ocorrect. Now if this wes
only a niatter between Oapt. Blakeley and
wyself, sid other members of the cham-
ber of commerce, it would not be worth
my time nor your space to talk about it.
But it conoerns St. Paul; Minnesota and
all that great expanding empirs which we
oull the New Northwest, which wants the
channel of the river deepened to a depth
of six feet from 8t, Paul to the rapids, xs
well as from the rapidsto St. Louis.

This is our Upper Mississippi.
this is what we mean when we
say the Upper Mississippi has no
received a fair share of the attention of
congress nor of thy Mississippi river
commission, nor even of oar own mem-
bers of congress. And when an influen—
tial member of the St. Paul chamber of
commerce puis forth a statement that we
have received nine millions of dollars and
have no right to complain, he creates e
false secarity emong cur own people which
is not for our good, and he pu'y an argn-
ment in the hands of our enemies which
they will not be slow to uss ageinst ns
when we esk for more mouey from con-
gress. I therefore proowred from Major
A. Mackenzie, the goveroment euginezr,
in charge of the Misgissippi riverimprovs-
ments from St. Paul to the rapids, the fol-
lowing figures, which he kindly furnished
assuring me that they were approximately
eovreot. Hestates that up to Oct. 11, 1877,
when the 8t. Paul chamber of commerce
imaugurated the first river ecnvention for
the upper Mississippi, not a doller had
been appropriated for improving the chan-
ne! of the river between 8t. Pan! and the
rapids,but lezs than $200,000 was the entire
sum which had beem appropriated for
sney boat expenses above the rapids, from
the beginning of the government,charging
us oxe-half of the $350,000 to $400,000,
expended for such purposes on the entire
river above St. Louis, whioch is really
more than we had. As the first fruit of
that couvention, in June 1878, we received
$250,000, which was the ¢hin end of the
wedge, which we have since been drivisg
with the following result:

In Aungust, 1877, whem I propered
the firat river conyention, which, followed
by others, gave us this $950,000 against
nothing prior to that time, Capt. Blakeley,
as chairman of the transportation commit-
tee to whom my propositior ‘waa referred,
reporied adversely to holding sach a con-
vention. The proposition was than rs-
ferred to a new specis! committes, and un-
der its auspioces that convention was held
and gave us our first $350,0C0 and first
work for the permanent improvemert of
the npper Mississippi river.

The sbove faocts and figures
are  eloquent in  showing whsth-
er we have been ignored

ornot, and whether all agitation of the
subject should be poohpoohed a3 mere tall,
end discussion cut short by a motion to
adjourn by influential members, claiming
to represent the interests of St. Paul in
the chamber of commercs. Out of $28-
000,000 we have received leas than $1,000.-
000 for over 500 miles of the river, and
over 3,000,000 of people.

Ont of over $3,000,000 expended for the
upper Mississippi and the Fox and Wis-
conein rivers, the great river has received
less than $1.000,000—§950,000,for the Mis—
sissippi, $2,100,000 for the Fox end Wis-
consin, besides land grants, ete., amount-
ing to nearly $1,000,000 more. Jut of over
$2,125,000 for the Mississippi river and
Minneapolig, the river has received $950,-
000 and Minneapolis $1,125,000—$600,000
for the falls and $525,000 for the reser-
Voirs.

We were ignored by the Misaissippi
river commission, whose congressional
commiites could find no time to imspect
the river above Rock Island. We were ig-
nored by the very latest bill, just intro-
duced in congress by an Arkansas mem-
ber, giving $6,000,000 for ihe river as far

as the rapids and not one cent above.
We were ignored by our c%p member of

congress, Mr. Washburn, whose industry
and energy were exhausted in procaring
$525,000 for the reservoirs above the falls
“to improve navigation,” and defeating the
bill recommended by the chief of engineers
to prevent the “obatruction of nevigation”
below the falls with mill refuseslabs, etc.
We were ignored by our able and finished
Senator Windem, who stood shoulder to
shoulder with Washburn in treating the
Mieaissippi river a8 Hancock treated the
tarif—as a “local question”—while the
$2,100,000 on the Fox and Wisconsin rivers
stands as 8 monument to his devotion to
Minnesota and the Mississippi river,and the
broad statesmanship that marked ont this
short ont to the presidency which turned
out to be only a Salt River to him. Ex-
ocepting the surveys by Gen.Warren, pro-
cured, I believe by Governor Ramsey
while senator, not a step had been taken
by the government for any permanent im-
rovement of the upper Mississippi river
up o Oct. 11, 1877, the date of our first
river convention. We were thus ignored
utterly and entirely by congress until the
“mere talk” in our chamber of commerce
in August, 1877, commenced the agitation
of this question and kept it up until work
has been done which Major MocKenzie in-
forms me has enabled the Diamond Jo line
of boats to reach St. Paul for the two past
seasons regularly without missing a trip.
About $700,000 more was asked for the
upper river by the engineers in charge to
be expended in 1883, and nota dollar was
voted by CONgress, In view
of this general ignering
of the great river by congress the friends
of the river have calied a River convention
to meet in Washington in February to in-
dalge in a little more talk on this subject.
It wounld seem unneocessary to urge the
importance of agitating the question be-
twoen now and then to arouse our people
to a sense of their interest in this conven-
tion and to secure a full representation of
thia state, as well 28 Wisconsin, Dakota and
northern Towa in that convention. It
seems stranger still that any friend of St.
Paul sheuld actually oppose such agita-
tion and thus stand in the way of a move-
ment so vital to every intersst of the en-
tire northwest, but more especially of both
these great ocities, who must look to the
river to hold the railroads in check and
regulate our freights.

PERILS OF THE DEEP.

THE STEAMSHIP BOLIVIA 4SHORE
IN THE ULYDE.

—_—

The Cargo Badly Pamaged bat no Lives
Lost—Harrowing Stories of Suffering by
the Survivors of the st Augustine,
Burned in the Bay of Biscay,

ASHORE IN THE CLYDE,

Grasgow, Deo. 22.—The steamship
Bolivia, Oapt. Donaldson, from Glasgow
for New York, is ashore at Wemyss, in
the Olyde. The vessel is full of water. The
paseengers took o ithe boats, which re-
mained alongside the ship sever:l hours
in bad weather. The oargo was badly
damaged.

New Yorx, Dec. 22.—Henderson Bros,
received a cablegram this morning advis-
ing them of the accident to the Bolivia.
The dispatch says the Bolivia left Glasgow
yesterday, and while proceeding down the
Firth of Clyde last evening touched on
8kimertie bank and was bsached at Larg’s
seapori, county Ayr, with water in her
midship hold. No lives lost. No serious
damage to the vessel is anticipated.

Grasaow, Dec. 22.—Nogn.---The Bolivia
sailed from Greenock yesterday evening
and struck on Skilmertie bauvk, demaging
her bottom. Bhe was then run ashore at
Skilmothe Castle, her toreshold fuii of
water. The passengers were finally land-
ed on the beach.

Henderson Bros., agents of the Anchor
line, state that after the striking of the
Bolivia she began to make water in the
forepart compartment. The captain
deemed it necessary for the safety of the
passengers to beach her. The steamer
rests upo= a soft sandy bottom and tugs
have been sent to pull her off the beach.
The passengers will be brought to Glas-
gow by the steamship Devonia, she being
prepared to take them and the cargo of
the Bolivia to New York next week. The
press essocietion reports that when
the  Bolivia reached the beach
five !of her compartments were fall of
water, which reached the stake hole and
quenched the fires. As the vessel was in
danger of slipping baock in the deep water,
the passengors, to the number of sixty,
took to the boats and lay by tha steamer
until day light, when they wers loaded.
The crew remeined on board. If the sea
continues calm the Bolivia m=y be pulled
off the beach.
