Fitzgerald, Robert
Frezer, W. M. Carmichael, Chas. Aim-
strong and Wm, Sheilder. Most of them
leave families. Reports received from
the mountain towns state that there is an
unusual snow fall of from four to fivefeet
deep on the level. The warm weather for
the past few days is the cause of the enow
slides, which are a common occurrence
lato in the spring, but are not looked for
this season ox liw year, which made It all
the more disastrous. Other accounts of
equal severity may be looked for as aoon
as the messengers make their way from
the interior of this section.
