THE EVERGLADES.

A BSection of Country of No Use—The
Homs of Alllgsaters, Smakes and Leeches
—Saw Grass Covering the Surface, and
Little Solid Land.

New OrrEANs, Jan, 5.—The Times-Demo-
erat prints detailed accounts of its Fiorida
Everglades expedition. The report is
written by Major A, P, Williamg, comman-
der of the expeditien. The exploring party
consisted of twelve persons, six white and
gix colored, and carried six Racine canoes,
They went by steamer on October 17 last,
from Cedar Keys to Punta Rasss, Ala,,

where they took to the canoces, and
eud proceeded mup the  Caloosat-
chie river to Lake Okeechabee

& distance of about 90 1iles, arriving the
firat of November. Skirting the western
2nd southern shores on the Okeechobee
they discovered eight large streams flow-
ing into the dense sawgrass swamp that
borders the evarglades. Entering one of
the streams, which they named the T. D.,
the expedition proceeded to its head and
begen the tedions work of cutting a way
through the swamp of sawgrass. The
denseness of this swamp may be imagined
from the fact taat the party traveled on
an average only of a quarter of a mile a
day. Mpyriads of hoge

ALLIGATERS, SNAKES, LEECHES

and poisonous bugs were encounterad.
The leeches were especially fromblesoms,
covering their legs. They then emerged
from the swamp, and the party entered
the saw grass, whioh grows fromi‘ten to
twelve -feet high, and very dense, with
sharp edges which cut one way and saw
the other. This grass the party fired, and
pushed forward over the stubbs. After
traveling due south some ten miles hardly,
they struck inumerable emall, deep
lakes or ponds filled with aligators and
the finest fish. About thirty miles from
Okeechobes, the party entered the grassy

“waters of the everglades and encamped on

the island

sncountered after leaving the lake.
ouly trees on the island were custard, ap-
ple and wild fig. The progress of the ex
pedition thenceforth was more rapid-
They passed through thousands of small
islands, some slightly submerged, and all
covered with large trees and luxuriant
foliage. No Iodians were enoountered.
The head of BShask’s river was
reached on the 5th of December, and the
expedition sailing down debouched into
White Water bay on the galf coaat, abous
thirty miles from Oape Sable. The dis-
tance traveled from Olkieschobee to the gulf
above was 140 miles. The whole distance
in canoes was nearly 300. The expedition
gstublished that the everglades, from
(Okeechobes {o Cape Sable, are worthisss
for any purpose of calfavaiion, that they
contain no large

TRACTS OF LAND,

above water, that they cannot bs success-
fally drained, and that the establishmens
and meaintendnce of a telegraph line
along them weunld be imposaible. The
everglades, and especially the northern
glades, ann vast swamp, irreclaimable and
unseless for any purpose. The only culti-
varible portions of the southern perinsula
lie on the Atlantic and Gulf coasts with
this vast morass between them.

The Lottery Mail Business Settled.
New OsLEaxs, Jan. 5.—Judge Pardee of
the United States circuit court, fo-day
rendered an opinion in the case of the New
Qrleans National bank againt Postmaster
W. B. Merchant. The case came up on &
motion to dissolve sn injunction which
was first issued by Judge Tissof, of the
oivil distriot court amd which was frans-
ferred to the United States court, fenjoin-
ingPostmaster Merchant from interfering
with the mails addressed to the bank, such
action having been tesken by the post-
master in obedience to the orders of the
postmaster general, on theground that the
letters were intended for the lottery com-
pany, who, being denied the use of tke
mails, were being addressed to the bank.
The judge said it seemed to him
doubtful ~ whether  the order - of
1880, prehibiting the use of the mails
to lottery compnnies abrogated the edict
of 1879 forbidding their use. The court
held that the schemes deanounced by the
law are the distribution of moneys through
the mails by means of false and fraudua-
lent representations. The facts found
against the New Orleans National bank
are outside of the law, but defendant can-
not be held responsible for obeying the
orders of his superior. The court decided
in favor of the bank, deoreeing that it is
entitled to a full and free use of the mails,
and further ordered thaithe motion to
dissolve the injunction be denied.
