formance of his duties. The
report of the committee and
the manner of his nomination and
election are given in the dispatches. He
is well known to be one of the best prac-
tical railroad men in the United Siatc-.3,
and it is even doubtful if, in this respect,
he has his equal. Ho was formerly vice

J6nt of the Chicago, Burlington, and
Quincy road, and it is due to his sagacity,
good judgement and ability that that cor-
poration wont to the front rank
in the great railroads of this
country, and is to-day one of the best
equipped and successful roads that we
have. From the Burlington road Mr.
Harris went to the New York, Lake Erie
& Western, where ho was made vice presi-
dent, nnd acted as general superinten-
dent, and there again he made
his ability felt. He is a large stockholder
in the Northern Pacific and a director also.
After General Haupt resigned the position
of general manager of the Northern Pa-
cifio, Mr. Harris was one of the first per-
sons named a« his successor, and he was
strongly urged to accept, but could not be
induced to. He ha3 been over the road
and no man is better acquainted with its
vast resources than he is, or more capable
of developing that splendid property.
With Mr. Harris ib New York and Mr.
Oakes here in St. Paul there can be no
doubt the road will be brought up to
a standard that will place the stook in th*
firstrank ofsecurities.

A BBIEF sketch cf his life.

Mr. riwan was about forty-three years cf
i the time of his death. At the age

'ten he went to work for the
Northwestern road at Chicago, as messen-

boy, and developed into a telegraph
operator of great ability. At twenty-one

of age he was chief clerk in the gen-
eral freight effic^, under Charles S.Tappan.
lit, was a very bright, ambitions joung
man, willing to work, and as Mr. Tappan
was an easy going gentlesaan
and willing that young Swan
should do all the work he desired to, the
latter took most of the bu3ine3s upon him-
self. He afterwardB became assistant
general freight agent, and stayed with
the road till 1868. At that time here-
signed and went into business for himself
atSioux City. In July, 1870, he returned
to railroading, and entered the servit.: of
the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul road,
as assistant general freight aged,
which position he held till 1873, when
M. R. Baldwin, the president
of the West Wisconsin read,
f-ecured his services as general superin-
tendent, and he removed to Hudson, Wis.
He continued with that road till H. H.
Porter acquired it six or seven years ago,
when he went to New York, and there re-
mained a year as the general agent of the
Northwestern and West Wisconsin roads.
He then re-entered the service ofthe Chi-
cago, Milwaukee & St. Panl as general
freight agent, and continued to hold that
position till promoted to superintendent
of.freight traffio in 1881, which position
he held till October last, when
he resigned on account ofill health. At
that time he was confined to his room and
so continued till he expired on Wednes-
day night last.

No man connected with the railroad
service was better known throughout the
northwest than was the subject of this
sketch. He displayed great ability in
every position he ever held from boyhood
np. He was a generous, whole-souled
gentleman, and made troops of friends
and no enemies. He died poor, never
having accumulated anything, but when
he resigned, Oct. 1st, his fellowemployees
and other friends made up a purse of
$7,500 for him, the benefit of which his
wife willreceive. He leaves a wife but no
children.

The funeral services over the remains
willbe held at 1 o'clock p. m. Saturday, at
St. Paul's church, Milwaukee.

A Rcdiculeus Report.

Some ofthose who are very pretentious
in their self asserted knowledge of railroad
matters, have recently been very glib in
predicting that the Oregon Railroad and
Navigation company, the Oregon Trans-
continental and the Northern Pacific
would very soon be placed in the hands of
receivers. The officers of the Northern
Pacific at the headquarters here in St.
Paul laugh at the talk of these persons
who think they know a great deal about
these great corporations. When tho opin-
ion ofCol. Lamborn on this Bubject was
asked yesterday he laughed at the idea
and wanted to know what the
reason was for wishing to put the Oregon
Raiiroad and Navigation Company into
the hands ofa receiver. That corporation
he said has $24,000,000 of stock, and only
5,788,000 in bonds, with all the interest on
the bonds paid, and was paying 10 per
cent, per annum on the stook ? In the
light of these facts it was not easy to see
why a receiver was needed.

In regard to the Oregon Transcontinen-
tal he showed that last year itpaid 6 per
cent. dividends. The bondholders are the
only porsons that could have a
receiver appointed and what do
they want of a receiver while the corpora-
tion is paying satisfactory dividends. He
pronounced all this talk about the ap-
pointment of a receiver as nothing but
talk.

Immediately after the announcement
yesterday of his election, the stock ad-
vanced veryperceptibly, which indicated
thtit the tide had turned. At the headquar-
ters of the road here in St. Paul there was
evident satisfaction. All agreed that the
selection was a very fortunate one, and all,
without exception were very decided in
their views, especially Mr. Muir and Col.
Sanborn. They regard him as one of the
very best railroad men in the country,
and one, too, who is well acquainted
with the requirements of western roads
and the general manner of running and
conducting them. His election has in-
spired all jjwith enthusiasm, and there
seems to be no doubt that his being plaoed
in that position wiil go far to lift that
valuable property into the position it is
justly entitled to hold of being one of the
best roads in the country.

The New President of the Northern Pacific.
New Yobk, Jan. 17.—At a meeting cf

the directors of the Northern Pacific Rai'-
way company to-day, the special commit-
tee appointed to consider trie question of
a successor to Villard reported as follows:

"Gentlemen: The special committee
appointed by you at your last meeting to
recommend what action should be taken
by yon relative to ths vacancy existing in
the office of president of the company,
and, after giving the matter their most
careful consideration, have unanimously
decided to nominate to you Robt. Harris, at
present vice president of the New York,
Lake Erie & Western railroad oompany to
fiilthe vacancy caused bythe resignation of
Henry Villard. Your committee are satis
fied, from the well known reputation of
Mr. Harris as a railroad manager, and his
intimate acquaintance with the require-
ments of western io.ids, from his long con-
nection with the Chicago, Burlington and
Quincy, that his appointment willbe ac-
cepted by the shareholders and the public
generally as an evidence that the manage-
ment of the Northern Pacific railroad
Co. be in the hands of an executive officer,
capable of developing the property and
securing for the stock holders the returns,
to which they are entitled. Yours very

The report was accepted and Mr. Har-
ris was unanimonsly elected. Mr. Harris
thanked the directors for the honor, and
assumed his duties immediately.

Lamborn said,
was paying interest right along, and is
now earning a surplus, and that the indi-
cations are that the. earnings will be snffi-
cient for the next three months, whioh are
not the most desirable of the year for rail-
roading, sufficient to pay interest on
the preferred stock. The prospects
aro that those glib-tongued gen-
tlemen who have been making these wild
statements will be compelled to admit
that they have been talking about some-
thing they know not of.

A Probable War on Canadian and North-
western B migrant Rates.

[Chicago Tribune, 16.]
A meeting of the representatives of the

Canadian and Northwestern roads inter-
ested in the emigrant business between
Ontario points and Manitoba and the
Northwest was held in the Grand Pacific
hotel yesterday. The following roads
were represented. Grand Trunk, North-
western, Michigan Central, Rock Island,
Mtlwaukee & St. Panl, St. Paul, Minneap-
olis & Manitoba, Canadian Pacific and
Northern Pacific. Mr. Allen Manvel,
of the St. Paul, Minneapolis &
Manitoba, oooupied the chair, and
Mr. F. I. Whitney, of the Michigan Central,
acted as seoretary. The object of the
meeting was to agree upon uniform emi-
grant rates between Ontario
points and Manitoba and
the northwest for the season of 1884. Af-
ter a short discussion it was found that the
Canadian Pacifc representative was not
authorized to make an agreement with the
other roads, and consequently tbe meet-
ing adjourned, subjeot to the oall ofMr. J.
Stephenson, general passenger agent of
the Grand Trunk.

The indications are that the roads will
not be able to agree upon uniform emi-
grant rates this season, and the Canadian
and Northwestern emigrant business this
year will be highly unprofitable. It ap-
pears that the Canadian Pacific has de-

1 oided to make the rate for emigrants
from Quebec to Winnipeg, via Port Arthur
Landing, $9.74. The regular rate hereto-
fore charged by the all-rail lines was
$31.50. As tar as oan be learned, the
Canadian Pacific refueses to change its
position, and insists upon the above named
rate; consequently the other roads inter-
ested in this business are greatly ex-
cited and are devising measures
to protect their interests. Of course, the
Canadian Pacifio can make no money at
such rates, but its object is said to be to
induce emigrants to locate on its line west
of Winnipeg. The Canadian Pacifio has
thus far found it diffioult to induce emi-
grants to looate on its line on account of
tbe short seasons in that seotion, and the
rigorous winters. Many of the emigrants
who have heretofore been induced to set-
tle in Manitoba and at other points
on its line have been unable to
make a living and have endured
great hardships. A large number have
bid farewell to their new homes and locat-
ed on the lines of the St. Panl and Mani-'

The St. Paul & Dnliilh,
The presence of Mr. Hughitt, president

of the Chicago, St. Panl & Omaha road,
has caused a kind ofrevival of the oft re-
peated report that the St. Paul & Duluth
road is to be sold out to the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paui road. The Minneapo-
lis paper published in St. Paul, says that
Mr.Hughitt "will, while here, make ar-
rangements for the transfer of the St.Paul
&Duluth stock held by the company. Mr.
Hill,of the Manitoba, has, it is said, also
oompleted arrangements for the tiansfer
of the stocK of the same road held by ihe
Manitoba. The Milwaukee & St. Paul
willpurchase both interests and hereafter
operate the St. Paul <fc Duluth as a divis-
ion of its own lihe." Mr. Hill was inter
rogated yesterday in regard to the matter,
and declared there was not a word
of truth in the statement;
that these were the old rumors revived for
the twentieth time, but that the reports
were false. Not only was the statement
untrue, but he said also that it was but one
of the many false statements made by that
paper in regard to this subjeot during the
past few months; and that, at the same
time, no representative of that paper had
been to him to ascertain whether or not
there was any ground for the reports.
While, he said, he did not desire to adver-
tise his private business to the
world, he would say that the
St. Paul & Manitoba road had not sold
any stock of the St. Paul & Duluth to the
Chicago, Milwaukee <fc St. Paul, and did
not propose to. As to the story that the
Chicago, Milwaukee «fc St. Paul would boy
out the stock of the other two roads as a
division of its own line, Mr. Hill says is
equally nntrue. There is no snch inten-
tion, and besides, if there was, it could not
be carried out, for the very plain and sim-
ple reason that if all the stook of the
three parties was united in the hands of
one it would be far less than a majority of
the stock of the road, and consequently
oould control nothing.

1} illiam Oay Swan.
Judge Chandler, of the Chicago, Mil-

waukee & St. Paul road, yesterday received
a dispatch from Mr. S. S. Merrill at Mil-
waukee, announoing the fact that William
Gay Swan, general freight agent of that
road, died at his residenoe in Milwaukee
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toba, Northern Pacific, and other roads
where the climate is more agreeable, and .
where there is a better chance to earn a
living. This state of affairs compels the
Canadian Pacific to make special efforts to •

secure a population along the line of itb
road, and it expecta to accomp'ish this by
offering emigrants a nominal rate. With-
out population along its line the road will
be of little use, and mu3t necessarily
prove an unprofitable investment.
It is hardly probable that the new
move will prove of much benefit
to the Canadian Pacific, as its competitors
further souih are determined to meet any
rate the former may make. The offieera
of thflpt.Paul & Manitoba, and the North-
ern xpeitio and their connections state that
if the Canadian Pacific does not agree with
them upon fair and uniform rates, they
willmake the same rates as are made by
the Canadian Pacific to Winnipeg to all
equi-distant point3 on their lines, and thus
Piev6nt the Canaeian Pacific from reap-
ing any benefit from its scheme.

The Order Suspended.

New Yobk, Jan. 17.—The order issued
by Commissioner Fink prohibiting the
lines west of Buffalo from receiving
through freights from the Delaware, Lack-
awanna & Western was suspended to day.
Fink stated that that wa3 done in conse-
quence of the consent of the Delaware,
Lackawanna & Western to submit the
questions in dispute between that road
and the trunk lines to arbitration, and the
order is not wholly withdrawn but merely
suspended, while negotiations are pend-
ing. At the office of tke Delaware, Lack-
awanna & Western, President Sloan de-
nied making any overtures, but asserted
that when Fink heard of the injunction
granted by the supreme court at Buffalo
yesterday, restraining the trunk lines from
interfering withbusiness ofthe Delaware.
Lackawanna &, Western, or from refusing
to receive its through freight, he immedi-
ately withdrew the order, and offered to
agree to a new arbitration. This propo-
sition Sloan accepted. The new board of
arbitration will be composed of three
members, one chosen by the Delaware,
Lackawanna &Western, one oy the joint
executive oommittee, and »he third by th6
other two. Sloan says he will not press
the injunction at present, and there is no
necessity to do so, since the withdrawal
of the order by Fink.

THE rXRJIILTE SCANDAL.

Arguments on the Motion to Strike Out
Portions of the Answer—Some Plain T3lk
and Specific Allegations.

At 10 o'clock yesterday morning Judge
Brill, of the district court, heard the ar-
guments of counsel on the motion to strike
ont portions of the answer in tha Vermilye
divoree case.

Mr. C. D. O'Brien appeared for the
plaintiff, Daniel B. Vermilye, who was in
court, and Judge Fiandrau represent-
ed the defendant. The-
prooeedings were opened by Mr.
O'Brien, who submitted the pleadings in
the case, hitherto published, iv. doing
which he referred to the portions of the
answer which alleged as an excuse for the
desertion of the defendant the inabil-
ity of plaintiff to pay his debts. The
charges inj the complaint were
referred to as being a sub-
stantial refutation of any exceptions in
the answer and counsel reserved the
right to file a brief within five days.

Judge Fiandrau addressed the court in
behalf of defendant. The reply to the
answer, he said, was in the nature of a
cross bill which denied any justification
on her part; the main issue to come bo-
fore the court in determining the case-
was the custody of the child. This was
the important question, and it could be
determined oniy by a consideration of the
character of the parties. In the first
place defendant denied that plaintiff was
a resident of the state in 1882; she claimed
that in that year he fled from his creditors.
Defendant denied tho charge of adultery,
and expressly replies that the charges
were made for the purpose of extorting
money. Itwas claimed that there was no
merit in the case. Suppose that we can
produce a man who will take the stand
and swear that he was told the case was
brought for the purpose of blackmail; if
this were proved would plaintiff be the
proper man to take charge of a young
and tender ohild?

Counsel then alluded to the scandalous
charges against Gen. Myers, and in speak-
ing of the oharge that thoy had gone to
Europe together, he said that ic was rrue
that they had crossed the ocean on the
samo steamer. Mrs. Vermilye had been
advised to visit Europe by her friends
after she had been driven from home and
Gen. Myers was going ove- +o *oin his
family, with whom Mrs. Yerin.i., o was the
honored guest upon their arrival.

Mr. O'Brien followed in a brief argu-
ment. He said that the issue was
one of specific adultery, in which
the persons charged were named.
The absurdity ofthe statements set up in
the answer, as to whether the defendant's
father had defaulted in order to help the
plaintiffout of his financial trouble, and
that the plaintiff oould not paylihis debts,
could be seen at a glance. Conceding
that plaintiff was in debt and even vicious,
this would not warrant the
wife to commit adultery. The defense set
up was entirely i:relevant; if this woman
means the soariot letter, then nothing that
the husband had said or done was justifi-
cation or excuse for her wearing that
livery. Counsel was tired of this sort of
justification. The latest fashionable ex-
cuse in cases of this kind waB the fidelity
of women to their paramours; the plea
was becoming monotonous, and a
little of the same fidelity,
if exercised towards the husband,
might have prevented all this troublw.
Tbe poverty of Mr. Vermilye was dragged
in as an excuse why he should not have the
child; just as ifa man in debt wasn't enti-
tled to his children the same as ifhis bank
account was on the right side. The mo-
tion was taken under advisement.

Vtah Fool.

Chicago, III., Jan. 17.—Commissioner
Daniels has drafted an agreement looking (

to the formation of a Utah passenger pool
between Salt Lake and Missouri river
points, and to embrace the Union Pacific,
Burlington & Missouri, Denver & Rio
Grande and tbe Atohison & Topeka. The
terms of the agreement are not known. It
is understood they will be submitted to
General Manager Clark ofthe Union Pa-
cific, to be approved. It is also under-
stood that the officers of the Atohison, To-
peka & Sante Fe will agree. It is being
considered by the managers of the other
lines. It is probable th«t ii will not be
consummated until the Utah freight pool
difficulties are adjusted.

Rail Notes.

Gov. Hubbard came in yesterday over
the Royal Route.

Mr. Hughitt, president of the Chicago,
St. Paul & Omaha road, will probably re-
turn to Chicago to-night.

Messrs. Hannaford and Fee, of the
Northern Pacific, did not return yesterday
with Mr. Muir, but will probably be back
to-day.

Mr. Muir, superintendent of traffic of
the Northern Pacific, who returned from
Chicago yesterday, expects to leave for
New York to-night.

Lieut. Ool. Brotherton and family left
yesterday over the Albert Lea route for
San Antonio, Texas. He has a leave of
absence for thirty days, with the liberty
to apply to the department of Missouri
for an extension ot thirty days longer.

The report was that Mr. H. C. Davis was
going to Portland, Oregon, to remain sev-
eral months in straightening up and ar-
raingmg the business of the Northern Pa-
cificroad. This is a mistake. Dr. Davis,
when he returns from Chicago, will com-
mence right here in the offioe in St. Paul
and here remain for the present.

A COLLISION.

A Cutter Comes in Contact "With'a'Street
Car and Three Persons are Injured.

One of the most exciting and dis-
astrous accident? that has taken place in
this city for a long time occurred about
1:30 o'clock yesterday afternoon at tbe
corner of Seventh and Sibley streets.
About tho hour named Mr. Keller, the
lumber thaler, and a friend were driving
down Seventh street in a two horse cutter.
Their team was jogging along at a lively
trot and on reaching Sibley street a street
car came along just as they were about to
make the crossing.

It appears that neither Mr. Keller nor
the driver ofthe street oar had time to haul
np, for before they were aware ofthe dan-
ger a collision took place. Mr.Keller and
his friend were thrown out of the cutter
and badly shaken up, while the cutter was
almost smashed to atoms. The street car
did not fare much much better. It only
contained two passengers, both gentle-
men, and one ex-Officer Steltzer, of the
police force, was knocked off the seat
and badly shocked, his injuries
however, not being serious. The side of
the street car was oaved in, aad altogether
it was an ugly looking wreck. It is con-
sidered almost miraculous that some one
of the party was not fatally hurt or
killed.

There is nothing new in regard to the
tripartite complications. The impression
prevails that the conference between the
Burlington and Union Pacifio directors
willbe devoid of results, and that a rate
war between the Burlington and Union
Pacific combination cannot be avoided.

THE BOMINIOH.

Opening ef Parliament Yesterday—Speech
of the Governor General.

Ottowa, Jan. 17.—The governor general
opened parliament to-day in person. In
the speech he said: Irejoice to learn that
although the last harvest has been less pro-
ductive than its predecessors, and al-
though there are indications of a rapid
expansion ofyour commerce whioh will to
some extent be followed by over tradin^,the
general condition of the dominion is such
as to justify me in congratulating you on
its prosperity.

The relatione of the Dominion with
British Columbia is pronouneed to be of
the most cordial charaoter. Owing to the
increase of the population, amendments
to the North West Territories act is deem-
ed expedient. The progress made by
the Indians is pronounced satisfactory.
In the more advanced Indian communi-
ties they will be encouraged to assume
the responsibility of self-government.

The regulation of factory labor, aid the
protection of working men and their
families were recommended. The speedy
completion ofthe Canadian Pacific rail-
way is urged.

Too Luir Wages,
Reading. Pa., Jan. 17.—There is great

destitution among the miners working in
the ore beds in tho lower Mercunzie, Le-
high county, and along the East Pennsyl-
vaniarailroaa. Thoir pay was reduced re-
cently from seventy-five to sixty-five cents
per day, and now the store keepers refuse
to give them the usual monthly credit, de-
manding cash. The contractors say, the
reduotion was necessitated by the fall in
the price of iron. Only a few mines are

THE SENATE YEsIERDAY.

The Executive Session Consumed in Dis-
cussing the Mexican Treaty—Ihe House
Passes a Bill Appropriating a MilUen
Dollars for tbe Mississippi River Im-
provement.

Wasaington, Jan. 17.—The chair laid

before the house a memorial from Wm.
Pitt Kellogg, denying all the importations

cific to the Southern Pacific, and asking
an investigation.

Senator Edmunds was present at the
meeting of the senate committee on post-
offices and po3t roads, and gave hi3 views
upon points involved for consideration in
the postal telegraph bill. He entertained
no doubt in regard to the constitutional
right of the government to build telegraph
lines, but strongly opposed the purchass
of existing lines. The committee author-
ized the chairman to fix an early day for
persons representing the .telegraph inter-
ests to be heard.

House ofRepresentatives.

Washington, Jan. 17.—The speaker laid
before the house a message from the pres-
ident transmitting a letter from the seore-
tary of state of Pennsylvania, tendering
the United States a marine hospital at
Erie, Pa., and a United States Soldiers'
and Bailors' home. Referred.

Mr. Morse (by request) introduced a
bill repealing the duty on extract of hem-
lock, and other bark used in tanning. Re-
ferred.

Mr. Beach offered a resolution calling
on the postmaster general for all reports
of papers referring to the star route in-
vestigation made by soecial agents during
1881.

Mr. Skinner, of New York, objected.
Mr. Beach called attention to the fact

that the objection came from the Republi-
can side.

Mr. Skinner said ho did not object to
the purpose of the resolution, but thought
it should go to a committee. Referred to
the committee on expenditures of the de-
partment of justice.

Mr. Springer, chairman of the commit-
tee on expenditures of the department of
justice, reported back the resolution call-
ing on the postmaster general for corres-
pondence concerning frauds in Btar routes.
Adopted.

Mr. Cox, of New York, from the com-
mittee on foreign affeirs, reported a
resolution requesting the president to
transmit to the house correspondence re-
lating to the condition of things in Mex-
ico since the proposed railroad connection
with the United States. Also in relation
to the boundary between Mexico and
Guatemala. Adopted,

The following bills were introduced:
By Senator Butler, authorizing the sec-

retary of the treasury to restore to the
rightful owners, the contents of certain
boxes deposited for safe keeping in the
treasury vaults by the secretary cf war.
The boxes, Senator Batler said, contained
minatnres, etc., of no value to anybody
but the owner. He hoped the bill would
be reported favorably. Referred.

By senator VanWyok,to secure reasona-
ble rates of transportation to people over
railroads which p.'^ ordered bv the govern-
ment. Senator VanWyetc said that he de-
sired to introduce the bill bs a substitute
to one of a sirnilnr character iutrodncod a
few days ago. The first bill was limited
in its scope to the Union and Central
Pacific. The present bill extends
the regulating provisions to all railroads
in the United States whioh received gov-
ernment lands. Whan the people gave
the enormous grant3 for building the
three railroad lines to toe pacific, it was
under the impression that there would be
a natural coinpetion between these lines;
but the wise purposes of the people and
congress were defeated by these corpora-
tions, which are "partitioning," as they call
it, or dividing up between them the great
empire stretching across tha continent, as
effectually as tha partition of Poland is
effected.

By Senator McPherson, for tho issue of
circulating notes of the National Bank-
ing association. It provides that upon
the deposit of United States bonds
bearing interest, ;in such manner as is re-
quried by law, any national banking asso-
ciation making tbe same, shall be entitled
to receive from the comptroller of the
currency, circulating notes not exceeding
par value of the bonds deposited, provided
that at no time shall the total amount is-
sued by such association, exceed the
amount at such time actually paid in as its
capital stook.

At the conclusion ofthe morning business
Senator Garland called np the bill making
an approariation of $65,000 as compensa-
tion for seizures by the United States gov-
ernment in 18(31, of the Spanish ferry boat,
Nuesla Senora Daregla. Passed. After an
executive session the doors were reopened,
and the senate adjournod.

Mr. Robinson, from the committee on
pensions, reported the bill pensioning the
surviving grand ohild of Thomas Jeffer-
son.

THE MISSISSIPPI.
The regular order being demanded, the

speaker announced it to be on the motion
made yesterday by Mr. Hiscook to com-
mit the senate bill, appropriating $1,000-
000, for centinuiug the improvement of
the Mississippi river, to the oommittee on
rivers and harbors, with instructions to re-
port baok, with an amendment, restricting

\u25a0the expenditure of money lo Plum Point
and Lake Providence Reaohes, except
where neoessary to proteot the works al-
ready begun. Motion lost; yeas 117, nays
1G2.

Mr. White, ofKentucky, moved to com-
mit the bill, with instructions to the com-
mittee on rivers and harbors, not to re-
port itbaok until the secretary of war had
furnished an itemized account of the ex-
penditures for the improvement of the
Mississippi river from July 1, 1879, to Jan.
16, 1884. Lost.

The yeas and nays" were called and the
bills passed by 215 to 64. The house bill
with similar title and import was laid on
the table.

Te first bill was th* one amending seo-
tion 4887 of the revised statutes, so as to
provide that when an article has been
patented in a foreign country, previously
to obtaining the patent in the United
States, the patent granted in this country
shall not expire until seventeen years after
the date of the issue of the foreign patent.
In speaking of the bill Mr. Anderson said
that probably three fourths of the mon-
opolies of the country were fortified be-
hind the patent system in the United
States, and he wished to have it understood
that he was heartily in favor of giving the
American inventor suoh a period of time
as would give him a full and generouB re-
ward for his labor and genius, but on
the other hand, he favored draw-
ing the line between that and
the ablily given to crystallize
monopolies. Itwas a. question, whether
the patent system should not be looked af-
ter as well as the altitudinous tariff sys-
tem. Some years ago the patents were
taken out on instruments for transmitting
telegraphic messages by the Morse system
and his impression was that investigation
would show that the ability of the Western
Union Telegraph company to wear out its
opponents had rested on the question of
the patent ofthe Morse instrnments.

Mr. Rice thought that Anderson's
speech was a big explosion with bnt little
powder. Hereafter the oommittee on par-
ents would be happy to disouss with the
gentleman from Kansas, the patent laws
in connection with monopolies, but itnow
was not necessary.

Mr. Cox, of New York,offered an amend-
ment providing that the act shall not ap-
ply to any patent now in existence, or an
applioatisn now pending, or shall have the
effect ofextending the time ofthe duration
ofpatents nnder existing laws. Adopted.

Mr. Holmes moved to reoommtt the bill

Senator Payne Entertains the Legislature

and State Officers of Ohio in Snperb Style
and Makes a Little Speech.

Columbus, O., Jan. 17.—Senator elect H.
B. Payne spent the day in calling on Governor
Hoadley and visiting the state departments
He, to-night, at the Neil house, tendered a ban-
quet to the members of the legislature and the
state officers, to whom the invitations were
limited,not much more than 200 being included.
The reception was held in tho early part of the
evening, and many peopla called to extend
their congratulations, and very few of
those were present who managed Mr.
Payne'p centest for the senatorship. The ban-
quet was a rare spread and perfect in detail.
Numerous epeeeches were made, but all eyes
were on the distingnished visitor when he was
called. In his preliminary remarks Senator
Payne eaid that he considered his election a high
compliment to the Democrats of northern Ohio,
and their loyalty to the party. In the course of
his remarks on the civil service law, he said it
was like trying to clean stables with a tooth
brush, and that the only remedy for
the service, which has been under
the control of the Republicans,
for the past twenty years, and all its offices
filled, frem the kighest to the lowest by repre-
sentatives of that party, was to elect a Demo-
cratic president. This would be the only com-
plete and radical remedy. He favored a tariff
for}revenue, limited to the necessities of the
government economically administered, and so
adjusted, as to encourage productive industries
at home and offer just compensation to labor-
ers without fostering monopolies. His thanks
to the members of the general assembly for the
high honor were Jiost hearty.
