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YESTERDAY'S MARKETS.
There was a better tone pervading the general

grain and produce markets here yesterday, and
wheat advanced lc. Corn was also lc higher.

The
Chicago markets were a little more buoyant and
closed higher—wheat l@l3ic, corn %c and
pork 15c. The New York money market
was easy and without change. The
stock market opened stroDg and advanced
1@13«3, Kansas & Texas leading- Oregon Trans-
continental declined l^(, followed by Northern
Pacific, which weakened the market. Arally
was made about midday and prices were a little
higher. The market closed strong at }?i@\%
higher. A large business in mining stocks was
transacted at prices generally lower.

The first twenty-two days of January
have brought St. Paul thirty-nine fires.
The fire bug is evidently industrious in
this locality. Though some have been ac-
cidental the majority have, undoubtedly,
been incendiary. Cold lead is needed to
co-operate with the firedepartment.

The readers of the Globe are greeted
this morning with the fullspeech of Sena-
tor-elect Payne, of Ohio, delivered at hia
meeting with tho members of the legisla-
ture last week. His discussion of the is-
sues of the day and his treatment of. the
subjects which engross the public thought
are outspoken, straightforward and com-
manding.

AN EXCELLENT MOVE.
The State Agricultural society at their

meeting yesterday inaugurated a most ex-
cellent movement. They appointed a
oommittee to confer with the citizens of
St. Paul and Minneapolis relative to
securing permanent grounds between the
two cities for the use of the State Fail
Association. Itis further proposed, if this
can be done, to ask the state for an ap-
propriation to enable the society to erect
substantial and permanent buildings.

There have several times been efforts
to secure permanent fair grounds between
the cities, and the failure to obtain them
h:s resulted from a lack of co-operation

between the two piaces. This very sensi-
ble action on the part of the state society
brings the matter up in a more practical
and favorable light than previous at-
tempts. It gives an oppor-
tunity to unite the wealth
and enterprise ofSt. Paui and Minneapo-
lis with the whole state, and thus secure
an exhibition whioh is not only a credit to
the state but absolutely of immense pecu-
niary advantage to these cities and to the
state at large. It will do more to adver-
tise and make known the great advantages
and resources of Minnesota than any
other means that can be devised.

No exhibition can do credit to the state
which is carted about on wheels. Neither
the state society or any given locality can
afford to supply adequate grounds and
buildings for a single week's exhibit, and
if the State Fair is ever to a Buccess, it
must have a permanent looation. No
point in the state offers the advantages
whioh that now proposed oan furnish.
There is scarcely a shadow of doubt that
if the site is satisfactorily seoared liberal
and adequate appropriations can be ob-
tained from the state for the improve-
ments. It would be a wise and legitimate
expenditure as a means of securing and
promoting immigration and would be an
investment for the benefit ofevery resident
and tax payer within our borders. We
do not believe an opposing voice would be
heard in any quarter. At all events the
action taken by St. Paul and Minneapolis
relative to the site, could be conditioned
on the state contributing a sufficient sum
to make the whole project a grand suc-
cess.

The Chambers of Commerce of ths re-
ap c tive cities should appoint working
committees to confer and act with the
State committee to carry out this very
desirable project. A location oan readily
be secured accessible from both oities by
street cars, as well as by the Manitoba and
Milwaukee & St. Paul short lines.
With such a location and
such an exhibit as permanency
is sure to bring, one hundred thousand
visitors can be secured during the annual

festival week, and the pecuniary advan-
tages each year will repay the outlay re-
quited from oiir citizens. The Glo:t.e
weloomes the enterprise, and it willbe a
discredit to these cities if the movement
inaugurated yesterday doea not bear prec-
tical and substantial frnit.

RANCOnOUS UKf>V&LICAXIS3I.
In tha debate hold in the houae, on Sat-

urday, on the case of Fiiz John Porter,
tirerewaß developed one of the peenhari-
ties cf Republicanism, which i3atonce
oii6 of its most characteristic and meanest
qn&Hties. This peculiarity has reference
to the habit of that party of judging a
man wholly by his fealty to the party, and
not in the least by his character, or his
services to the country. The question is
not, ia he a patriot? is he a man of integ-
rity ? or, what hus he done for the people
at large? but, what is his record as a Re-
publican? Ha is a great man or the re-
verse as he haß been bound by Republican
caucuses, as he has obeyed the behests of
party leader*?, &3 he has been amenable to
party discipline.

These assertions were proved conclu-
sively in the debate referred to. It was
charged that Grant, in changing his mind
in regard to the guilt of Porter, was actu-
ated by the mean desire to secure 6ome

additional votes in favor of placing his
name en the retired list. This waß dis-
tinctly charged by Congressman Cutcheon
of Michigan; and in the language of Mr.
Slocum, the assertions of the Michigan
member amounted to "aa impeachment
either of Grant's integrity, or his military
reputation." This is true, and it is as
shameful aa it is true. The Republican
7?ho dares to differ from the despotic
commands of his party, takes hia reputa-
tion in his hands, with the certainty that
he will lose it.

Hitherto, Republicans have scarcely
dared to oarry their partisan aitaoks
against men located so high in the esteem
of the public as Grant. It is true that
they did not hesitate to venomously malign
Hayes, to cover the grave of Garfield with
insults, to attack Thomas, Roseorans, and
other distinguished men whose offense was

that they were either not Republicans, or,
being such, that they rebelled against the
domination ofparty leaders; but this is

the first time that they have had the cour-
age to reach a man whom the country has
honored as it has no other. It is not im-
possible that should Grant venture to con-
tinue this opposition to what
he considers a scandalous attempt
at partisanship to rain a gal-
lant and|perseouted soldier, he will find
that there is no word in the Republican
vocabulary of abuse too vile to express
the Republican estimate of his character
and his abilities.

A retrospeot of the treatment whioh the
party in power has extended to soldiers
who, while fighting, refused to prostitute
their oonvictions to the uses of Republi-
canism, is a melancholy one. MoDowell
narrowly escaped an ignominious dis-
missal; McClellan is even yet the target of
party 'animosity; Sturgis has been again
and again attacked without other cause
than that he is a Democrat; gallant Frank
Blair was literally hounded to death by
his Republican opponent*; Thomas was
the victim of cruel neglect and persistent
misrepresentation; Hancock was swept
away in a hurricane of abuse,
malignant attacks on his military ca-
reer, and malicious defamation of his pri
vate life. Butler, while a Republican was
the grandest ofsoldiers, and the most con-
spicuous of patriots; Butler, as a Demo-
crat, was a miserable failure as a military
leader, and an imbecile as a statesman.
Longstreet, during the war, was an in-
famous butcher who deserved only death
for his offenses; Longstreet, as a Republi-
can, is a man whose offenses were instant-
ly condoned, and who now stands higher
in the good graces of the Republican party
than a dozen such men as Thomas or
Reseorans. Let Grant take notice. Let
him continue to assert that he has an opin-
ion of his own outside of the party which
claims him, and in a year he will experi-

ence the fate ofBntler. The punishment
has already begun. In the open house a
Republican member has charged that he
sold his opinion to secure a benefit in his
position.

CURRENT COMMENT.

The New York Globe, the organ of the color-
ed men, owned and conducted by colored men,
comes out plump and square for Senator Logan
forPresident, because he is for the black man
as well as the white man, This declaration is
followed with several explanatory qualifications,
among which is the prediction that "in the
Presidential office he would be guided by the
constitution and not by conciliation and all that
soit of infamy inaugurated by the nerveless,
brainless, weathercock Hayes." The Globe de-
clares that Logan is the only man in the country

whom the colored people could rely upon as a
friend, and believes if noudnated he would be
elected. It calls upon the colored press and
colored people to make a heroic effort to secure
Logan's nomination by the Republican party.
One point made in Logan's favor cannot be
gainsaid, and that is, he is a poor man and has
not grown rich in public life, like Sherman and
Windom and many others, though hie oppor-
tunities have not been less than theirs. While
thus it is seen Mr. Logan is a prime favorite
with the colored people, it is equally true he is
not in high favor with the white Republicans.
Ifthese friends of the Illinois statesman are in
earnest in a desire tobe recognized as a power
in politics they should emancipate themselves
frem their slavery to the Republican party, put
Mr. Logan in the field and give him all the
votes they can.

Senatob Fbye of Maine is, or professes to be,
greatly distressed because the capit j! restau-
rants, and particularly the one in the cave be-
neath the senate, are "open, notorious, low, mis-
erable groggeries." Mr. Frye says, and doub-
less with truth that he has seen senators drink-
ing whisky from a china tea cup, and he is furi-
ous about the practice. Well, if the senate res-
taurant is simply a low groggery, who is rs-
sponsible? The public are told every day, with
vaunting offensiveness, that the senate is in Re-
publican hands and willblockade or upset any
reforms the Democrats may attempt to enforce.
Mr. Frye may as well expend his fine phrenzy
upon his Republican colleagues who take their
"black tea" from china cups. Ihe thing has
been going on for twenty years, and if the Pino
Tree senator has just found it out he is altogeth-
er too innocent for the position he occupys and
the company he keeps.

The best thing that has been said in behalf cf
Mr. Payne, of Ohio, comes from Henri Wat-
terson, whose declaration is: "Payne is a Presi-
dential impossibility." Since the famous ex-
ploitation of the quartette composed of Murat
Halstead, Watterson, Horace White ane Samuel
Bowles, some years ago, the relations of these
persons to politics have been synonymous to
blunders of the most ridiculous type. Hal-
stead bawled to the Chicago Convention that
Garfield must not be nominated and Watterson
was a marplot at Cincinnati, in 1880. So far
as the latter individual is concerned his medling
is harmless now. Nobody pays any attention

to his antics, and his monkey-shines no loDger
furnish a source of amusement.

The annual reunion of the Veterans of
the Second Minnesota regiment of vol-
unteers, and anniversary of the battle of
Mill Springs was held in Armory hall last
evening. The battle ofMill Springs, in
which the Second took a prominent part,
and whose deeds of valor are recorded in
history, occurred on the 19th of January,
18G1. By resolution ofthe Second Regi-
ment, association adopted at its reunion a
year ago it was decided to celebrate this
memorable occasion on the 19th of Janu-
ary each year, except when this date oc-
oars on a day not preceding a Saturday,
Sunday or Monday, and then the meeting
to take place on the first Thnsday follow-
ing. This explains why the* reunion took
place on the 223 instead of the 19th inst.

The remainder of the session was de-
voted to brief speeches by Generals R. W.
Johnson and Jennison, Major Jno. B. Davis,
ex-Gov. Marshall, 001. Bend and Adjutant
General MacCarthy, in whioh they ex-
pressed their plsasure at being prssent on
the ocoasion, and greeting the comrades
whs had borne so gallant a part in the war.

Gen. Johnson said h* was at a loss to
know why he was called on fora speeoh un-
less it was because ho was the best looking
man present. He plead gaiUy to the
charge. He was glad to be here." The old
Second wa» dear to his heart. He had
watched with much interest the career of
the regiment all thronghthe war,and when
victory was achieved through the efforts of
the brave men, who were always ready to
face the bullets of the enemy, it made his
heart thrillwith pride and joy. The Sec-
ond never did anything by halves. On one
oooasion, he remembeied,the boys were out
on a foraging expedition, and were emer-
ging from a farm house laden
with pots and kettles, and he asked one
what regitaent that was. "The Second
Minnesota," was the reply. "It's a; lie,"
said the general, "for the boys Of the Sec-
ond would have taken the stove also!" He
asked to be excused from a set speech, as
he had an engagement with v lady and
must be prompt.

General Jennison created much merri-
ment in relating his army experience and
telling jokes on the boys.

Provision was made fortranscribing the
records of the regiment, whan Adjutant
General MacCarthy, in thejeouraa of his
remark?, proposed to do the work for the
regiment without expense.

Reference was made to a newspaper
statement that the rebel killed at Mill
Springs was only fourteen, when the offi-
cial record showed it to be 190 killed, 160
wounded and eighty-nine missing.

Gen. Jennison read an article from the
National Tribune, written by 001.
S. S. Frye, of the 4th Ken-
tucky, in whioh were many misstatements
concerning the part taken by the Second.
The official reports of Col. Yon Cleve
proved the statements false.

Major J. B. Davis, captain of Company
E, oreated much interest by a recital of
his mistakes when first taking command
of his company, and refering to a flag pre-
sentation made at the levee in St. Paul by
ladies, gave an order to "shoulder arms"
and marched his company to the top of
St. Anthony hill, before he oould think of
another order, and also related the atory
how he beat General Steadman out of his
supper, at Edgeville.

A subscription headed by Gen, Johnson
with $5 was taken up, which amounted to
over $60 for the benefit of a one legged
soldier.

A BAD RAILWAY ACCIDENT.

Dayton, 0., Jan. 22. —Express No. 2on tho
Cincinnati division of the Toledo, Cincinnati &
