TRE FIRE COMMISSION.

The Meeting Last Evening—Only Roulize

Business Iransacted.
fire commissicners held a regnlar
meeting lest eveming. A considerable
vart of the time of the meeting was occun-
pied in talking about & namber of matters
upon which no action was taken. The
chief mentioned that a short time ago he
sent a steamer out to the city hospital and
filled an 1,800 barrel cistern, and that
he had just had another application to fill
the cistern again. One point that puz-
zled the chief and members of the com-
mission was as fo what became of the
1,800 barrels of water. It required 1,100
feet of hose to fill it, and the chief did not
think it safe to take one of the steamers
and so much hose out of gervice for so
long a time, especially while the depart-
ment is having so much work as it has
been haying for the past twe or three
months.

Mr. Hildebrand, who went over to Still-
water with a steamer, gave a statement of
the trip and the work done while there.
He had no doubt that if the steamer had
got there thirty minutes soouer it could
have saved a large part of the bnilding.
In this connection a general talk occurred
as to the conveniences for getting the

-
he

steamer on board the trains in
the case of an emergency
like the Stillwater fire, and the

president will consult with the railroad
officials and make arrangements so that
the chief will know who to apply to in -the
night, and how, whether by telephone er
in some other way.

The superintendent of fire alarm also
explained the condition of the alarm, and
said it was all right and in good working
order, and that the fifteen additional
boxes had been ordered. Heexpected they
would be here in a few days.

The necessity of more men in the de-
partment was talked over, and it was deoi-
ded that the number ought to be increased,
especially as there is at present no provis-
10n mads to fill the place ot the sick and
disabled.

The neoessity of makirg some provision
for water in West St. Paul was also consid-
ered, but no conclusion was reached other
than the general one that something must
be done.

Messrs. Bowlin, Parker and Schliek, ex-
pressed the decided opinion that we ought
to have at least two more steamers. The
other {wo members did notexpress any
opinion against the proposition and the
probability is they will be asked for soon.

Chief Black reported that he had re-
ceived the resignation of James Dorian as

commended for appointment the following
person: Peter McStay in the place of
Doriar, the appointment to date from the
17th of January. The report was acoept-
ed and appointment confirmed.

The same officer reported that he had a
forge buiit and purchased the necessary
tools for the blacksmith shop, and em-
ployed M. R. Murphy as blacksmith, ata
compensation of $2.75 per day, or $70
per month. The report was accepted and
the appointment continued.

The pay roll for January foots up $5,-
032 95.

Tre chief reported that. the lot of Her-
cules hose parchased from H. P. Rugg was
useless, and he was instructed to comma-
nicate with Mr. Rugg upon the subject.
The same officer reported the death of
two horses, one by sickness and one in
consequence of falling into the cisteru on
the corner of Third and Commercial
streets.

Mr. Prendergast made a motion that
Mr. O’Gorman, the present secretary, be
placed on the pay roll asa fireman and
detailed to do the work of secretary. In
making the motion he stated that he had
talked with Mr.Roche,the comptroller,upon
the subject and that he (Mr. Roche) and
also Mr. Murray said it could be done.
This he said would make his pay $70 per
month. Ona vote being taken =all voted
in the affirmative. In this connection Mr.
Delano stated that Mr. Roche had told
him that men could not thus be put cn
the pay roll.

To test the matter Mr. Parker moved
that M. R, Murphy be appointed a fireman
and detailed as a blackemith, This motion
was carriad, and both O’Gorman and
M.urphy were assigned to the chemical en-
gine.
