COOKING OYSTERS.

Miss Corson Informs the Ladies Upon
O>/*ter Cooking.

The attendance at Miss Coraon's lecture yes-
terday was quite as large as the previous day.
She began her lecture by giving the following
recipe for roasting oysters:

Wash thoroughly oyster shells, put in oven
and heat; draw the oyster and strain the juice;
when the shells are warm enough, put a piece of
butter in each; then put the oyster back in the
shell and roast until done. As oysters are
roasted in Mobile, one very large shell is used,
placed over a charcoal, and heated until very
hot; then drop the oyster into the shell and turn
once, when they are ready to serve.

To make oyster cake take a pint of the liquid ;
sift a cupful of flour, teaspoonfal ofsalt and
baking powder, into which pour enough of the
liquid to made a batter, then fry this the same
as you would any cake.

She gave the followingrecipe for making
OYSTER FRITTERS:

First have ready a frying kettls half fullof
fat on the stove, over a slow fire; strain the
oyster liquor and romove all bits of shell from
the oysters. Chop the oyster just a little; for a
pint of oysters use a pint of flour; add level
teaspoonful of salt; put the flour in a mixing
bowl, and put with it the yolk of an egg, a \
tablespoonful of salad an) a quarter teaspoonful !
ofpeppei ; put with tiiis enough oyster liquorto

make a batter thick enough to hold a drop from
the mixing; beat the white of an egg to a thick
froth; then mix the oysters and the white of the
egg with the batter, then drop by large tea-
spoonfuls into the hot fat; when these' fritters
are nicely brown, take out and lay on brown
paper to free from grease, when they are ready
to serve.

OYSTER BOUP.
The followingrecipe was next given foroystor

soup:
Take a quart of oysters, after preparing as

above described, mix tho liquor of the oysters
with enough milk to make a quart; a tablespoon-
ful of butter, a quarter of a salt spoon ofwhite
pepper and two tablespoonfuls of cracker dust;
stir all these ingredients over tho fire until it
boils, then put in the oysters; after putting in a
little salt, allow it to cook until the edge of the
oysters curl, which will be only a few moments.
For one quart of soup, a spoonful of butter and
flour, stir over the fire; add oyster liquor and
enough water or milk to make thick like cream;
season, thon put in oysters and let remain until
they curl; this makes a cream sonp.

BROIL BD OYSTBRS.

For broiling use large oysters; lay them on a
towel; have a double wire broiler and bntter it
very thickly; see that the fire is hot; B«ncon the
oysters very little with pepper and salt; put tho
oysters between the broil aud put ever a hot fire;
this makes plain broiled oysters; you may bread
them by dipping the oysters in melted butter
and roli in cracker dust; then put between
broiler and allow to remain until T cry light
brown.

BEOILED WITH BACON.

Cut very thia slices of brsakfast bacon, a
slic to eaoh oyster; use ekewer3 of metal; put
half a dozen oysters upon a skewer with a layer
of bacon between each; then flatten a little so
that ths oysters and bacon will lie equally and a
little apart on the skawer; put these skewers be-
tween the bars ofa gridiron and pepper them a
little and allow to brown. Thia disk is of for-
eign origin, prepared first by the chef de cuisine
to tho emperor of Gormany for hia delectation,
calling it "angels on horseback."

OYSTEK FOG.

Mias Corson gave the following which she ex-
plained waa the recipe for the famous Mrs.
Partington fried oysters: Prepare the oysters
by removing all tho particles of shell; use for a
dozen large oysters a heaping tablespoonful of
lard, two ofsalad oil, which put in a frying
pan and all->w t« set hot until it smokes; a?
soon as the fat is smokir.jj hot, put in tho oys-
ters and fry them until the edges curl, after sea-
soning take them up and serve. You may fry
them plain as given above, or you may roll
them in flour before putting them in the lard.

Miss Corson thon gave the followingrecipe for
making Welsh rarebit:

For a rarebit large en»ugh for three or four
people put two tablespoonfuls of butter, one-
fourth pound cf grated cheese, a salt spoonf al
of salt and dry mustard, one-fourth epoonful cf
black pepp#r; a Jdust of cayenne pepper and two
tablespoouf uls of aie, stir all thess ingredients
over the fire until they are melted; pour out on
toast then it is ready for serving.

Returning to oysters she gave this recipe for
escpJloped oysters:

For two quarts of oysters usa four quarts of
bread crumbs, salt and pepper, a'very little
grated mace or nutmeg. First bntter an earth-
en dish; put a layer of bread crumbs in the bct-
toM ofthe dish one half an inch thick; then
about a quarter of the oysters, season, and then
a heaping teaspoonful of butter; then go on
putting a layer ofbread crumbs; to each layer of
the oysters on top put on extra crumbs and but-
ter, then pour the oyster liquor into the dish and .
allow it to brown; it is then ready to serve.

The lecturer finished the day in giving various
recipes for cooking miscellaneous dishes.

His wife will rexain an inevit-
able exile for all social life, and pass her days
in lonely solitude, ut recognized by the ra
able of both races—asocial psriah. Tr.is acr
i3asocial crime—a crime against nature, and
by committing it, Douglass has compromised
much of his fame, and lowered himself in the
e=tim«tion ofthe world, aad has dragged this
deluded white woman down intr a social abyss
frara which there ia no recovery.

The immense amount appropriated and
drawn from the national treasury for ponaions
is somewhat apalling. Such a fearful and
burdonsome legacy has the rebellion left for
the country, in addition to the thousands *lain
in the bloody struggle to save the government
from overthrow by parricidal hands. That the
veterans who received wounds and disabilities
in the war, should be benefieientlll' remembered
by a grateful government that their valor saved,
no just person will deny. But how to save the
government and the old soldiers themselves
from the frauds and peculations of pension
claim agents, who are working industriously
the pension role to their great advantage is a
sturdy question that ia attracting thought and
ioceid»ration at the present time. The New
York Herald has struck out a plan for checking
tho wholesale and reckless increase of pension-
ers, and the consequent alarming depletion
of the rational treasury. The proposition is
that pension claims should be commuted, and
that payments that may run ten, fifteen, twenty
or thirty years be made at once, in a lump on a
graduated scale, according to age, such as is
adopted by life insurance companies. Millions
might thus be saved to the taxpayers of the
country, and pensioners themselves benefited
by receiving in hand, amounts that could bo
profitably invested f«r their benefit in vari ,i:s

ways. There is no doubt that a majority of
pe»sioners w»uld prefer the cash down pay-
ment. But the pension claim agencies and
other interested piirties for self-agrandizement
will oppose the pay down scheme, and
political complications may interpose barriers,
and there is little likelihood of aay immediate
change or perhaps any change at all in the pres-
ent system.

The distinguished
colored orator, Fred Douglass, has just entered

I the ranks of "old fools," by marrying a com-
!paratively young wife, and a white woman at
thst. The following floating paragraph an-
nounces the event:

Fred Douglass was married in Washington
:last night, Jan. 24, to Miss Helen M. Pitts, a
Iwhite woman, formerly of Avon, N. Y. She
was a copyist in his office and is about 35 years
old. He is 75, and his daughters are as old a3
his bride. The marriage took place at the resi-
denco of Dr. Grimke, a ProsbytPrip.n minister.

The transaction produced no little commotion
in Washington, especially among the colored
jpeople, not so much or. account of disparity of

|age, as fromthe fact that ha married a white
woman. They denounce him as untrue to his
race, and unfit longer to be their leadar. Doug-
-11683 resents the criticise upon his marriage.
He says he has simply exercised the rights
which the law accords to every citizen. He is

: much annoyed at the comments of the newspa-
pers, and feels that they are meddling with what
ia none of their business, "the sacred affairs of
the family"—and say 3rather lof ily that he ha 3
"no explanation or apology to make." To a
newspaper reporter Mr. Douglass said:

"Iam getting well along in years now, and 1
wish only to live quietly and peaceably, doing
all the good I can. All this excitement, then,
i6cau»od by a marriage of a woman n few shades
lighter than myself. IfI had married a black
woman there would have been nothing said
about it. Yet the disparity in our complexions
would have been the same. 1 am not an Afri-
can, as may be seen from my features and hair,
and it is equally easy to discern that I am not
Caucasian. There are many colored ladies of
my acquaintance who are as good as I, and who
are a ereat deal better educated, yet in affairs of
this nature who is to decide the why and where-
fore? I have been associated with the lady who
has become my wife for some time past. I
cama toknow her well and was pleased with

Iher, and shf, Ihope, with me. I conceive,"
said he, in conclusion, "that there i6nodivision
ofraces. God Ahnigkty made but one race.
Iadopt the theory that in time the varietiei of
races will be blended into one. Let" us look
back when the black and the white people were
distinct in this country. In 250 years there has
been grown up a million of intermediate. And
this will continue. You may say that Frederick
Douglass considers him elf a member of the one
race which exists."

Mr. Douglass had been a widower s >me two
years previous to this late marriage. Being
born a 6lave his own age he does not accurately
jknow. In his "Lifeand Times" published in! 1882, he said, "Inever met with a 3lave in that
jpart of the country (where he was born) who

Icould tellme with any certainty how old heIwas. Few at that time kne.v ary thing about|the months of the year, or the days of the
stonih.
