Swan Lake is the point designated-br
General Sully where the Miisgewota braneL
of the expedition was to uinite, with the
column from the Lower Missouri.. W\e ar-
ilved.here yesteiday, but as tt no infor-
mation of the approaci of Colonel Thonmas
has been received. Rockets have, be•n
sent up for. the last two nigh.t; but the
-ratehers from the high hill tops have seen
no answering signals.

The steamboats conveying supplies' for
the expedition and the new forts t, he en-
tablished above, are lying a few mnls .he-
lo' here. Fears are entprtained that they
will be sable to proce;d farther on ae-
count of the low water, and unless they ash
considerably lighteaed, or h rjse, which is
unlikely to occurr, it most tetid todiecon-
cert the plan of the campaign. Thb 4 ien-
eral, how.ever, is determined to findl tn.
Sioux if he has to "pack" his mules and
hores to-the Black Hilla.

The determination of the 'arriers of the.
W,•stren tribes, in solemn council. is at
length conveyedj in a meir.sag to the
"LonL Knives." They "desre the or-
ernment to pay them for the buffsloes kill-
ed last year, and make good all losses aind
damages sustained by them from the ex-
peditions of Generals.Sibley and Sully last
season, (the Buffalo questiaa is t.ie nmos
important in the eyes, of th' Sioux, and
makes a figure in their opuncila,) and insist
that roads shall qpt be laid out on their
lands, nor travel 1Fe permitted in theirTor-
ritory. "Upon these terms and no other,"
say, they, "can we remain at peace with
you. If these propositions are rejected the
war must go on; and every o*icer captured
alive will be made to 'eat 'the flesh of the
soldiers or men he leads, and are captured
with him."

Can human ingenuity devise anything
more hellish than this ? Is there any trial;
any torture, within the whole range of hu-
man conception ooupledgith satanic wick-
edness to inflict upon their victims ?
Death in any form accompanied with the
most excrutiating pain, in sweet compared
with the horrible fate which would await
their unfortunate captives.

If any doubts have been entertained ef
the belligerent intentions of the Miisouri
Sioux, none exist now. On the third day
out from Fort Sully, signs of lurking ear.
ages were discerned, and the scouts gath.
ered enough to oonclude that the designs
of the prowling savages were anything but
friendly; i snothing certain was asce.-
tained until the third day (28,) hen the
first act of hostility on the part of the Siou-
occurred. The shooting and death Cap-
tain Fielding, the Topographical Enginpr.
of the expedition, settled all speculations
in that direction. The officer was a Qap-
tainin the 2d United States cavalry, and
was recommended to the position of oegin-
eer to this expedition by the Smithsonean
Institute, on account of his scientifie at-
tainments. In order to make h.is notes of
the line.of survey more comp lete, he often
ventured farther on the flanks than pru-
dane would warrant, a fact which was
otieed by the General, who only the day
before cautiohoed. him in that respect. In
return, the Captain remarked that he had
lived twelve years with the Indais, and
believed tiem to be a much abuiwid race-:
that he had no fears of their harming him
If they were not disturbed. ](is residence
with Indians more in .ofensive and less
treacheroeas and warlike thap the Sin•u,
had awakened his sympathy for, and help-
ed to form a false pstimate of, the 6chsar-
ter of the wild Dlekotas of the plains.

Saperlcially
considered, it would seem that the particles
of gold sbould6 is passing with the water
through the amalgamating apparatus, grad-
nally mink, by their specific gravity, to the
bottom, and thus tonching the mercury, be
taken up by it. Ixperieace, howev.,r, has
disproved this theory; and closer inv1t;igf-
tion of the subject, together with exp:,ri-
mental demonstration, establishes the fast
that the precious metals, especially gold
and platinum, have the peculiar physical
property of condensing on their surfaces a
film of air or aniy other-gas. This film of
condensed air, adhering to the small parti-
cles of gold, neutralises their specific grav-
ity and causes them to float, for a time at
least, in water. Any one taking a piach of
gold dust and do pplag it into a tumbler of
water will be satisied of this.* Fie parti-
cles of gold thus suspended in water, will
pass thrpugh all open amalgamating appe-
rates, of whstever.number and construc-
tion, and finally be washed away. It has
been found that scarcely ever more than
one-half, and frequently less than one-third
of the gold containod in the ore is s•red by
this operation, although the yield may be
somewhat augmented by the used of hd
Swater ofby heating the apparatus employ-
r ed. -

In this method a ruficient quantity of

water ii added to the ore (pulverized by
means of rollers or other ,suitable machi-
nery )U form with it a this, pulpy mase,
