fn View pf the recent discoveries at Last
Chance gulch, slver Bow and eleswhere,
some people, not remarkable for a large de-
velopment of the reflective faculties, have
ventured to prophecy that Virginia City is
"gone up." This elegant phrase, in our
opinion, applies only to property, which

has, decidedly gone up, and is still increas-
ing in value. Each additional proof of the
wealth of Montana is so much in favor of
the stability of this place. Naturally, It is

the commercial centre of Montana, and now
that it-is made the capital, and incorporat-
ed, there can be no doubt that wonderful
as its past progress has been, still more as-
tonishing will be its future prosperity.-
Only eighteen months sicce, some log
shanties of the most primitive kind, were
all that distinguished the locality of our
present metropolis, with its 3,000 resident
cittzenr and its large floating population.

Stone houses, architectually imposing,
ara scattered in all directions, and prepa-
rations are making for such substantial ad-
dlitions to our buildings as will soon render

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For the benefit of our readers, we have
prepared a summary of some of the re-
quirements of the U. 8. Internal Bevonue
Law, which, for want of space, are present-
ed in a form necessarily concise.

All persons engaged in a~'y business, are
required to apply for lio"'nse at the oe of
the Assistant Assessr,r, who returns a list
of the applicant', to the Collector, who
gives public notsco when they are to be paid.

Between t'e first and tenth days of each
month, '1:l manufacturers, auctioneers,
beankers, butchers, express companies, back-
mei., proprietors of omnibuses, coaches for
o'Srrying passengers, concerts, theatres,
museums, lotteries, and newspapers, &c.,
must make returns for the month previous,
under oath, to the Assistant Assessor. If
they fail to do so, the Assistant Assessor,
must, after the 10th of the month, make
his own estimate for each delinquent, and
add fifty per cent. for such delinquency.-
After such estimate and return to the Col-
lector, no kppeal can be had, save to
the Commissioner at Washington. These
monthly duties, must be paid between the
20th and 30th of each month, or a penalty
of ten per cent. is added. All taxes of
whatever kind, remainining unpaid for ten
days after the lists are received by the Col-
lector, are increased ten per cent. for de-
fault; and after a lapse of another ten
days, the Collector issues a warrant with-
out further delay.

Closing up business does not affect the
liability of an applicant to pay a license
duty.

Persons selling merchandise from wagons
must take out a peddler's license.

The penalty for neglecting to take oat a
license or make a return, is imprisonment
for two years and a fine of five hundred
dollars, beside the duties assessed, which
may be distrained for, without further pro-
cess of law.

Our business men will do well to give
their attention to this matter, as due notice
has been given, and delinquents will have
their names handed over of the Attorney
General for indictment before the Grand
Jury.

That Advertlsement.

In the Vedette of the 28th ult., appears
an "advertisement " over the signature of
" Vindicator," in which "a man called
DItSDALE " is attacked with great ferocity,
and certain alleged perversions of fact, in
his report of the fight between Con Orem
and Hugh O'Neil, are pointed out with a
zeal whose intensity would have been very
destructive had it been " according to
knowledge," but as this does not appear on
the face of the record, and as adiligept in-
spection of the word D-x-x-S-D-A-L-* does
not afford any prima facie evidence of
moral turpitude, the owner of that befouled
patronymic consents to bear both the name
and the aspersions cast upon it without any
further notice, feeling at the same time a
melancholy commiseration for the unfor-
tunate advertiser, who is so ashamed of his
own, as to cover the original " Windy
Tater " with the antique shroud of " Vin-
dicator." Fact being non est inventus in
the allegory before us, the statements and
inferences we proceed to demolish, as fol-
lows:

" Item in the 1st place." The days of
ancient Rome were not the palmy days of
the " ring" because there was no ring used.
Secondly: The combatants fought with
the Cestus, (a bruising glove like metal
knuckles), ad not with the naked fist.-

Thirdly: Fair play was not such a jewel ;
for, at the caprice of the spectators, the
turning down of their thumbs was the i:g-
nal for the decapitation of the loser in the
strife, by the headsman in attendance for
that purpose; in which event, or in case of
his death by a blow of the cestus, he was
dragged to the spoliarium ; horses being
attached to his body, by ropes and flesh
hooks. Fourthly : Gladiators did not fight
to revenge personal injury &c. They were
reared, trained and exhibited in the same
manner as wild beasts were-for the amuse-
ment of the c!tizeue. Palmj days ? Oh,
cruel and learned "Windy ~ ter." IIav-
ing strengthened ourselves by the i ptition
of our classic friend's motto in the original
tongue, " Fiat justicia ruat cahim," we are
enabled to contemplate without horror the
spectacle of a knight of the period alluded
to, in " boots and spurs," riding a course
with grinded lances, for the honor of his
ladye love. Our memory had recalled vis-
ions of mailed hose, greaves, cuishes, &c.,
as the envelopments of a knight's lower ex-
tremities, but with a firm determination to
obtain a ~-.-wing of those "boots," we re-
euue our analysis.

Con Orem': history is a verbatim reprint
from the Clipper of the 30th of May, 1863,
inserted at his request. Hugh O'Neil was
requested to furnish his autobiography,
the fact above mentioned being stated to
him, with the comment, that it would ap-
pear unfair to give the history of one with-
out printing that of the other. In the
hearing of a moet respectable citizen, a
friend of O'Neii's, he said that he " didn't
want it p~s in at all," and be added as a
reason, that he didn't fight for notoriety,
but "for the xo•Yr "--the statement of
"W. T." to the contrary notwithstanding.

Hugh O'Neil did take the "poll" and was
revived. The evil spirit that lurks in this
announcement, is at once detected by the
piercing glane of this nameless Joshua,
this son of Nan (None ) It must have
been his brokher who, on coming to his
sick master'4 bed side, frantically ex-

' claimed: " ) must die : he has eaten his
- horse ! See I There is the saddle underr the bed! "

---- " ?riMes light as air,
are, to tisjsalos, conlrmation strong,
As proohflrom Holy Writ."

The weight of the men, the reporter was
obliged to takefrom the men andtheir see-
onds, which he did, in both cases. To
ensure aecuracy he enquired of them sep-
arately, at different times and places; the
answers all agreeing. We are dealing with
the Advertiser in these and the following
remarks, ant not with Hugh O'Neil, who is
a gallant man, aid never compiled the won-
derful congbmeration of words which we
are examining.

It has been thereporter's unpleasant duty
to record three prize fights in this city, in
one of which a fellow-countrymen of his
own-was beaten; in another, an American
suffered defeat. No partiality was com-
plained of in either case, nor would he
stoop to slander a son of that Green Isle,
to which he is attached by the holiest ties.
Ameng the clildren of Erin are his dearest
and oldest fr.ends. But though he loves
the poorest cf that nation, who have suc-
cessively crorned with victory the Lillies,
the Lion, and the Eagle, neither will he
condescend to flatter even as brave a man
as O'Neil by omitting a truth or disguising
a falsehood. In tie heat of a conflict any
man may momestarily forget the regdla-
tions of a long atd complex code. O'Neil
did this, and no nore. To tell it inflicts
no wound on his honor, to omit it, would
be an indellible dsgrace to any one claim-
ing the name of a mtn.

Now for what oar scribbling friend does
not vindicate, butomits. Dr. Crepin saved
O'Neil from defeat, twice. First, by bleed-
ing the inside of his eye, then closing, with
great skill, and some difculty, from the
pressure of the crowd, so saving him from
being blind, and ty medical treatment, re-
storing him when Iis lungs gave right out
at an early stage of the fight. Can our
friend say "no" to that, or will he venture to'
assert that it is consistent with the rules,
for an outsider to perform surgical opera-
tions in the ring, to enable a man to defeat
another, (as he says) thirty-five pounds
lighter? Orem received no surgical aid.
Hugh O'Neil fought his best for three hours
and ten minutes, and in all that period he
could not manage to knock Con out of time.
If Hugh had been Con's equal as a scien-
tific boxer, with even thirty-five pounds on
his side, he should have knocked him to
jelly in an' hour. There is nothing remark-
able in a man even thirty-five pounds heav-
ier than another, beating him to a stand
still in thirty minutes. The wonder is how
a little man could stand up at all against
such odds. Hugh did not walk home. He
walked some distance, supported by two
men, became blind, and went the rest of
the way in a wagon. Con's seconds forced
him to be carried : he wanted to walk. It
should be remembered that in ten minutes
morq the time-keeper would have needed a
candle, and Hugh an extra pair of eyes:
that Con three times refused to " draw,"
and that his second did so for him, saying
" Con you've won this fight twelve times.
They won't give it you, any how, and 'll
' draw' it, as they want it." Whether or
not Hugh said what the admirer of leaden
knuckles attributes to him, the facts here
stated are unqiestionable. Hugh struck
Con by far the heaviest blow he delivered
during the fight, with his right hand, under
the ear, after the round was finished, as
'on's seconds were stooping to lift him.-

This was the 167th round, and the blow hurt
Orem more than all the rest of his punish-
ment. Where is the man who will so dis-
grace himself as to say nu to that ? In the
163rd round, Con fell on one knee, anti
rested on his outstretched hand. Hugh
lifted him three several times, and struck
him repeatedly. Let "Vindicator" put
that down and disprove it. Hugh seized
!he ropes and held his opponent to them,
until drawn off by the referee. Is that
true, or is the act aec rding to rule? In
the •4 7h round, Hugh straddled Orem, sit
on him, and .set;; him. when down, as he
lifted up his head. Is that so, or no?
Hugh's hand, a stated in the report, was
disabled in the 7th round. Con's left
shoulder was so disabled by a fall, in the
25th roond, that be could not even guard
with that arm, and thus received all the
material punishment he got, &c., ec., &c.
Now, that Hugh intended to act foully, we
do not for a moment believe. Foul is a
technical word in the P. R., and signifies an
infraction of the rules. These rules were
read, and . IrA. ,eD them ? Both men
went down twice or three times writhout a
blow: but as no harm was done or material
advantage gained, it was not noticed by the
referee and would not now be mentioned,
but for the prattle of " Vindicator." Con
never struck foul once.

About the $800 only, said to be received
by O'Neil, this should also be stated : The
tickets were all taken by a man and put in a
sealed tin box.

The infraction of these
rules, about twice in each sentence, mar
his present style. After mature delibera-
tion we would recommend him to give a

course of lectures on the ancient customs
of the Romans and the Feudal Chivalry.-

Many things, previously unknown to sehol-

ars, would thus be rescued from an oblivion
which only his talent can restore to the

anxious gaze of the learned. We are hap-
py that our friends of the Vedette were paid
for their labors, as it must have gone hird
with men socustomed to set up that paper,
to be compelled so far to deviate from their'
usual style. As Vespasian said of a cer-
tain tax, "The motey does not smell bad-

ly." So much for "Vindicator." Con-
earning the whole affair, we have to
remark, that of the combatants nothing
derogatory can be said. Hugh is as brave
as a lion, and would not break the rules,
we think, if he knew it. Con is a general
as well as a soldier. Both are good men-
few, if any, better. Hugh has one awful-
ly bad friend, and he calls himself " Vindi-
cator."

Once, because I mildly
suggested that traitors deserved a "Tyburn
Tippet," "R. H." rushed frantically to
their rescue; but I did not deign a reply.-

that the Rebellion leaves for the American
people to decide. But wy grief was no-
thing compared with that which over-
whelmed and overshadowed me on that
ever-to-be-remembered last Monds .

The coach that is to bring the Por here
is the event of the week, and could have
seen the disappointment manifested by the
members the week before, as they tore the
packages open and began to look in vain
for "-ranklin's" letter, it would have
moved your heart with pity. If you did
not pay for these letters, they would be
written in pity for the.disappointed gentle-
men, whose sad looks on this occasion so
mutely pleaded for my lucubrations in your
columns.

The Council sent for seven c6pies of your
paper-the House none; but half the time
the Council cannot get their papers, owing
to the superior alertness of the members of
the House in that science known by the eu-
phonious name of " bumming."

_ 13 Any person arrested without warrant for anyoffence under any ordinance, may be admitted tobail by executing a bond to the city with suffcientsurety to be approved by the officer makig the ar-rest in double the amount of the penalty for theIoffence charged-conditioned that he will appear
upon a day therein named, before the polce magis-
trate and answer the accusation for which he hasbeen arrested, and not depart the court withoutleave; which bond shall be attested by the officer
making the arrest, and fled in the office of the po-
lice magistrate.
