The chairman shall
sdminister oaths and sign all county orders, which
shall also be signed by tho clerk, and specify for what
given. They shall furnish saitable blani lists and
assegsment rolls, proper books and stationery, and
deposits for the same, keep & list of orders Jssned
also cancelled, publish ipts and expendit

The awnditor of the Territory shall furmish the
sellector with n blank licenses and tax re-
ceipts, also notily the county clerks before the
wecond Monday in July, if any changes are made in
the assessment and rates of territorial tax.
