LOCAL AND OTHER ITEMls.

lurow Froan ExtaUonaxAaY.-We have any
quantity of weather in these mountains, and almost
every variety of it. On Saturday last at 9 P. x., it
commenced snowing heavily, and continued to do
so with aggravating pertinacity, for twenty-six
hours. There was a layer over ten inches deep onthe roofs of the houses in town, and on Mondaywas representation day, every claim in the house de-
partment exhibiting ashoveler, and some, two. TheLivery and Feed stable on Cover street cavedin, and in the morning many people woke withfaces striped in the most irregular manner with theemblems of leaking muad roofs. In the Stinking-water valley it fell some fifteen inches deep, we aretold, and in the Madison five inches. The flood inthe gulch has done considerable damage, but theworst is now over, we believe, and beyond settingback the work and causing expense, there is no ir-retrievable injury caused by thestorm. Theweati-

er is nowdelightfal-the mountains are nearly bareand the streets are drying up.

Tae VKaxs LoDns.-We yesterday went person-
ally to visit these Lodes, climbing up to the discov-
eies and making an inspection of them. The rock
is blue in color, deepening in shade, and the crystals
decrease in size as the shaftsgo down. The crevices
vary in width from thirty feet downwards. All pros-
pect silver on top, and as the digging progresses the
silver gives way to gold. The discoveries are hon-estly prospected to the depth of from twelve totwenty-two feet. The glass shows native silver vis-ible to the eye in many specimens. The "Chryso-plata" ".Yorktown" and "Atuhaalpa," are allpromising lodes, within a mile and a half of Vir-ginia City, and we shall give the results of an assayas soon as possible. The tunnel being made by Mr.Irving will soon settle the question of their rich-ness, as it will strike one of the lodes, which are allof the same nature, about one hundred feet down.

En. Post :--Thiu guleh is, as yet, in so.undeveloped a condition that it is impos-

r sible to tell much about it. Suffice it to
say that prospects have been found for Idistance of six miles up the gulch, varying
from "nary color" to $1 50 to the pan. In
most places it is but seven or eight feet tothe bed-rock, though in some it is munch
deeper, and will probably have to be drift-
ed. Some few parties are sluicin. The
largest run I have heard of was 1447 in
one day.. Tha$guleh is pretty steep and haa good supply of water. There appears to
be but little pay till you got down near the
bed-rock, which consists of shelly rock, in
the interstices of which the gold is found.
The gold is rather coarse, something re-sembling the Kootenai gold. Timber is
abundant, and the grauing is superb. La-
borers are in demand. Claims have to be
represented three days in each week. Grub
is scarce. I believe there are a few sacks
of flour for sale at *75 per sack. Wages
per day, $6 and $7. Beei , 25c. Picks,
shovels and axes are much needed.

A town is laid out, but I have not learned
the name thereof. Indications of good
lodes are abundant.

If any one is desirous of indulging in
stock raising, let him go to Deer Lodge
Valley. It is one of the finest grazing
countries ever seen. Grass, wood and wa-
ter are abundant, and countless herds can
be supported on its abundant pasturage.
From Cottonwood City to Little Blackfoot
is one of the most beautiful districts I ever
beheld in a mountainous region. To ap-
preciate it one must see it.

The more one sees of Montana the more
