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If ‘ever there can be & time when men
should remember that prudence is the bet-
ter part of valor, it is the present epoch in
opr Territorial history. We have in the
game sboat to be played an immense stake.
The lives of our friends, flis” safsty of onr
communications, the ‘preservation'of mer-
chandise and machinery—in fact, all that
this Territery kas, aud by far the greater
part of what it needs, depend for their sal-
vation upon the foresight; energy and ca-
pability of the officers in charge of fhe ex-
pedition now fitting out to protect our peo- |
ple from the red ruffians, the aboriginal and |
murdering road agents, who curse with |
their presence and desolate’ with their ray-
ages the frontier settlements lying west-
ward of the United States. ; .

The only real seryice that oursmall force
¢an hope to accomplish at present, is to
maintain the line from Benton to Last
Ohanee, and to sfford protection to the im-
igration coming op the river. Any attempt
at general-war on the red skins would re-
sult in" eomsequences too fearful even to
‘contemplata. TheBlackfeet, the Sioux,
the Bammacks, the Peagans, Gros Ventres,
Pen d’Orsilles, Nez Perces, Bloods, Crows,
snd others would all join in a crusade
againat the i\'hites, were our soldiers to
commence an indiserimimate plunder and
slaughter of all-the Indians they might en-
counter, while 'd’ wholesome chastisement
of the wrong doers, who all belong to the

lackfeet, will gratify the remainder of
the tribes, many of whom would assist us
and the remainder stand honestly neutral
from hatred to the Blackfeet. A body of
troops is now on the way to our rescue, and
when they arrive we trust that our opera-
tions may be so extended, and such severe
retributjon visited upon the hateful race as
shall effectually prevent any bostile mani-
festation on their part, till they disappear
in the usual way, vietims to their insatia-
ble lusts and unuumjncmblg indolence. We
are the more careful to enforee these views
and arguments upon our people on account
of the report that hes reached us, thas the
men of Last Chance have determined to
organize independently, and we knew full
wSl that.such expeditions usually termi-
mate in marauding, or indiscriminate on-
slaughts on everything red. The gigantic
eril of such a system of oparations must be
evident to the mostunthinking, and we trust
that no hot er young blood will precipitate
us into a general Indian war, which the
Territory is unable to sustain without the
nid of regular troops, and which will result
most’ disastrously for the very interests
which it is tho object of our preparations
to subserve and protect.

On the general guestion we cannot belp
saying that, were it not too scrious a sub-
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Democracy that is 8o righteously and g0
severely exercised at the idea of tyranny
in the shape of game luws and foreed tith-
ings in the old conntries, and yet enforees
thém so0 stringently on bebalf of the copper
colored banditti, who, scorninz useful la-
ber, make pack-horses of their own women,
ravish and enslave all of ours they can lay
theit hands en, aad dry the scalps of our
plundered and murdered peoplein that nest
of abominations, an Indian Wigwam. The
truth is, that under the present system the
tribes are receiving for every exira atrocity
additional blankets, guns, ammunition,
ete., etel, to enable them to do better in |
that line as soon after they get them as |
¢onvenient. . We deny the Indians’ right to
the lands. Robbers and murderers have |
no such rights, and all the red skins are |
born and reared for that-épecial trade. If |
there were any chance of a Cabinet minis-
ter feeling his own scalp in danger, or of
his frantically scouring the eountry forhis
lost wife or child—then, these things would
be altered. IE is becanse we of the moun-
tains know what an Indian is and feel what
be does, that we hate him' and desire his
death ; while, on the other bhandy it is ba-
eause the nuthorities know nothing about
Indians that they issue commissions to in-
vestigate imaginary massacros of unoﬂ‘eut}-
ing people. The only sin & commander in
an Indian war can commit (except being
beaten) is to leave one of the accursed ma- |
rauders alive, that it is in his powerto kill.
The sight of "a few sealped and matilated
women and children, rotting ‘on'the prai-
ries, would change, the tone of the poor In-
dian’s friends. The fact is that the Indian
is; praciically, a wild, beast with huwan
cunging; and experience shows, yearly, thas |
the men educated in the East become, on
their return to theirtribes, with scarcely a |
single exception, the most brutal and re-
morseless of theirrace.  'L'o justify the kill-
ing.of a Grizzly, and to demand that an |
Iadian should be spared, is, in our judg-
ment, a monstrous absurdity. Which does
the most harm ? The Indiun, immeasurs-
bly. On thescore of doing good, the two
are matched ; but the Grizzly is positively
ahead of the suvage on two counts ; first, he
bas a poed hide, which an Indian has not;
mb%flv, he works for his living, according
o the measure of ~his intelligence, which
an Indian does not, but makes his wife do
it for Wiim. She toils while he sleeps, or
amuses himself with murdering, scalping
or robbery. The presentopperiunity is the
finest that will ever oceur in our history for
the obliteration of these barbarians. We
have 'plenway of soldiers and material of
war. Send out a cavalry force under some
man like Phil. Sheridan, and abolish the
Sioux, after which, such a lesson ounght to
be given to the remainder that the sight of
n wﬁ:ita_man should make them tremble in
their moceasins. Penee, exeept it be ex-
tortel and maintained by deadly fear, is
not only useless, but suicidal, when sav-
ages are to be dealt with, It is simply time
given to prepare for a renewed war, and 'te
collect material for thatpurpose., We neyer
heli‘é of a truce with highwaymen, and e
do not believe in treatics with Indisns.
Kill enough of them, and that will be the
signing, sealing and delivering of a treaty
thut they will not break, till the last trim-
pet .ﬂllLY[ soand, .

It is just two years from this day (Jul
6th) that the stampede from Bannack strue
the Alder Gulch at the foot of the branch
eroasing Jackson stregt some rods below
ug. The place was thena wilderness, with-
out a house, a cabin or even a wigwam.
Those who had tents, pitehed them ; others
made wakiups of the brush, and many laid
down with the star-lit Heavens for a eanopy.
The Gulch was then covered with a growth
of alders and willows, so thick that passage
across was, in most places, an athletic feat
of no small magnitude ; but the fife and the
miners have left it bare of the last bush,
long deo.

Of the first discoverers and the two hun-
dred and fifty enterprising men who settled
here at the time of the “Great Stampede,”
very few now remain in town. Many of
them have inade their fortunes and gone
home ; while of the rest, some have found
their graves in these mountain wilds, and
others ara

“Beattered far and wide,
Dy mountain, stream and sea."’

G. Bia-
gell, the firet Judge, Tom Cover, Bill Faur-
weather, (discoverers,) Tom Daffy, John
Murphy, Jem.

Lyneh, John Robertson, thetwo
Wymans and Barnoy Gilson, are still with
ug, and none the worse for the trip.

Gold at Sixieen.

Ep. Posr :—With your kind permission,
I would like to eay a few words through the
eolumns of your paper to the public, respect-
ing the value of our circulating medinm,

Since the fall in gold and goods at the
Fast, it is verv evident that no one wha
bought goods while they were up can bring
them here and sell them at present prices,
and take the quality of dust now in circu-
lation, and save thémselves. All the mer-
chandise that will come to tbis market this
scason was purchased while gold was
worth twe hundred or more, and goods
were up aecordingly; and it will be impos-
sible for them to be brought here and sold
for the same that they were last year, whon
an avernge of dust is only worth eighteen
dollars in eurrency. Last season every one
counted that an ounece of dust would pay
for thirty-six dollars worth of goeds, but
now they eannot count it at more than
eighteen, if that; consequently they will
have to raise the price of goods, or lower
the priee of gold. Which shallit be? We
think that it will be better to put gold down

o sixteen dollars to the ounece, which is

our dust to coin over that, and the larger
portion of itwill fall below. Ifit is passed
universally at sixteen, it will operate upon
all alike.

Ixpiax Frenr ox tie Litrie Bive.—On
May 18th, a squad of soldiers, to the num-
ber of twelve or fifteen, who belong to the
3d U. 8. Volunteers,and on their way from
the hospital at Leavenworth to join their
regiment on the plains, marching entirely

-without arms, were attacked by a body of

Indians when near Pawnee station. The
Indians came up to them first with hands
extended, claiming to be “friendly Sionx,”
The bolliers received them in a friendly
manner, uniil they commenced showing
signs of hostility.

he sergeant of the squad, after ihe In-
dinas bad gathefed around the wagon in a
threatening manner, ordered the men to
scize their arms, jump out and fall in line
for dofence. The Indians becomingalarmed
at this move, quickly retreated for a short
distance, but afterwards seeing that the
men had no arms, fired, and fell upon them,
killing twe, seriously wounding five or six
others, and scalping one alive.

The men defended themselves as best
they could until they were overpowered,
whea all that were able to travcl attempted
to escape. The losses were about asstated
abeve.

Those who escaped are positive there
were two white men with the band that at-
tacked them, The Indians had their
squaws with them; who remained atsome
distance from the scene of action.— Denver
News.
~ New Exrress Lixe.—D. A, Butterfield,
agent of one of the wealthiest companies
in the land, (its cash eapitalis six millions),
and withont asking for money, says to
Leavenworth: Furnish me with proteetion,
let me have the share of men which fairly
falls to {;ou, get me, as you can, a military
eseort able to guard safely stations, and
the lives and property sent and expressed
over the line, and the company I represent,
in sixty days, will not only establish it, but
have daily coaches and express trains run-
ning through to and back from Denver.—
Leavenworth Times.

We learn from a gentleman resident of
Atchison, now in the city, that the Butter-
ficld Express Company hivea largs amount
of freight already in hands for this city,
and that as fast as the locomotive powers
of ox and mule can be rigged up, the new
exprese company will go into eperation.
For all these mountain Territories, the Bat-
terfield Express promises to be a great in-
stitution,

Mr, Martin Hogan, from Laramie, arrived
in this city on Sanday, after a lengthy trip,
in point of time* He left the Fort about
the middle of February, with a two horse
wagon, reached Rocky Ridge March Ist,
but found that, in consequence of the depth
of the snow, he could not get overthe sum
mit with his wagon. He tried on horse-
back, and advanced to six miles west of the
summit, but concluded to turn back to the
South Pass, where he staid seven or eight
days. He then returned to Rocky Ridge,
where he remained till May Ist.

At that date he started, in company with
two government freight trains, and was 18
days coming to the South Pass, 25 miles,
rather slow travelling.

On the remainder of the route there was
no trouble, the snow being off the road, ex-
cept a little near Fort Bridger, and a drift
on the summit near this end of the route.
Thesw woso plunty wf mudlboles 0N the roaq
from Bridger, bad enongh for loaded teams,
the worst place being the crossing of Yel-
low Creek, where, though there was not
much water, there was a superabundance
of mire. The grass was good all the way
from Bridger. "

Mr. Hogan was in the Mad Springs Indian
difficulties, a few months back, particalars
of which we gave from the wires 2t the
time. The decisive fight, after two skir-
mishas at the station, oceurrad at the mouth
of Rush creek, fifteen miles from the station,
and lasted most of the day. The Indians
numbered about 2,000, with some excellent
rifles among them. The whites numbered
120 fighting men, mostly troops from Lar-
amie, with one piece of artillery.

The Indians commeneed the battle, and
throw out sharpshooters within 150 ta 200
yards of the troops, the remainder beine
from 200 to 500 yards distant, accordinz us
the battle raged. 2
. The troops formed in circle, with wagons
in corral and horses saddled and tied for
emergency, The Indian sharpshooters be-
came troublesome, and to dislodge them, a
charge was made by 16 men on horseback,
led by Lieut: Patten, who, with their re.
volvers, made short work with the sharp-
shooters ; being on foot, they could net es-
cape.

'be Indians, thinking their oppertunity
arrived, made a big countercharge, envel-
oping the 16 whites, but a few more moun-
ted troopa covered the retreat of the charg-
ing party. Two were killed in the charge
and several wounded. - :

Eventually, the Indians retired, after 150
to 200 of them wers killed and many woun-
ded, a considerable number of whom after-
wards died. The contest was on the open
plain, but during its progress the troops
dug some rifle pits.

The coach was delayed three hours
in consequence. The coach had an escort
from Valley Station to Fort Kearney.

New Censtitution of Missouri.

The following synopsis of the mew Con-
stitution for Missouri, now sure tobe adop-
ted, appears in the Territorial Enterprise,
with tne statement that a great many of its
provisions are copied from the Constitution
of Nevada:

1t declares Missouri a freé State forever. :

It afirms that the people of Missourt are a part
of the American nation. B

It declares that Missourishall ever remain & mem-
ber of the American Union,

Iy asserts the prramount allegiance of every eiti-
zen of Missouri to the Constitution and Government
of the United States:

"Iy forbads private, loeal and epecial legisiation,
which for thirty years has cursed this State, and
brings the State under & uniform system of - genersi
la %

W
It prohibits lIotteries,

It stops the creation of corporations by special
Acts, with enormous and dangerous powers, and ge-
quires il corporations to be formed under general

laws.

It forbids the loan of the credit of the State to
any company or corporation:
1t eecures nu efficignt systam of egmmon schools
for the free education of the chifdren of the State.
It provides for sn efficient registration of voters,
thereby securing the exclusion of illegal votes.

But it goes still farther—for treasoii hias
made the people of Missouri radical.

It excludes from the ballot-box and from office;
traitors, rebels, rebel sympathizers, guerrilla marag-
ders, bushwhackers, and their aiders and abettors.
It, in a like manner, excludes Knights of the Gol-
den Circle, Bons of Liberty and 0. A. Ks.

It, in n like manner, excludes those who flad the
State to avoid the draft,

It, in & like manner, excludes those who enrolled
themselves as disloyal, or as Southern sympathizers
to avoid military duty.

. It establishes the eqoality of nll men before the
AW,

Itlprol:ibite legislation interfering with the per-

sonal rights of men on account of their color.

The Constitution will be adopted by the
people of Missouri beyond a doubt.

SETTLENENT oF THE YELLOWSTONE.—Capt,
James L. Fisk, well known for his enthusi-
asm in the settlement and organization of
Montana Territory, and the development of
the rich gold fields of the Idaho regions, is
now organizing anather expedition destined
for Yellowstone Valley. The seheme con-
templates a colony of 2,000 persons, a part
of them to be armed and vquipped, and shp-
plied with a complete transportation train,
to start from Minnesota on the 23th of June,
and move to the head of navigation dn the
Yellowstone, and take possession of that
fine region. Capt. Fisk has already begun
to work with energy, and many families
have already volunteered for the expedi-
tion. Itis probable that Government will
sanction the enterprise. The Captain had
an interview with the President on the fith,
and will proceed to St. Paul.—N. Y. Week-
ly Tribune, Moy 13th.
